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1. ;12T — glue re: a concern for DMaN 10" when birds get caught on a glue board

In a case of 12T — glue, where a bird was caught on a glue board, and was pulled to the ground when it tried to fly
away, Rav Ashi permits the bird, but Ameimar forbids it, considering it n7191 — fallen. In the first version, all agree
that X9x Tna — where one wing was stuck to the trap, it is permitted, because the flapping of its second wing
softened its fall. They argue where both wings were stuck, where Ameimar reasons it could not slow its fall, and Rav
Ashi holds 1937 'apwK DIPAT IWaN — it can possibly lift itself with the stumps of its wings. In the second version, all
agree that if both wings were stuck, it is forbidden, and they argue where one wing was stuck. Rav Ashi says it flaps
its second wing, softening its fall, but Ameimar holds that since it cannot fly with its first wing, it cannot fly with the
second wing either. The halachah is that it is forbidden when both wings are caught, and permitted if one wing is
caught.

2. Ribs which are broken or uprooted

The Mishnah taught that n'miu%x ain nanwa — if most of the ribs are broken, it is a tereifah. A Baraisa defines “most”
of the ribs as either six on each side, or eleven on one side and one on the other, amounting to twelve out of
twenty-two ribs. Ze'iri said the break must be mTw 1972 |"xnn — from their midpoints towards the spine, i.e., the
upper half of the ribs. Rebbe Yochanan said they must be in the large ribs which contain marrow. Ben Zakkai says:
TNN TX 2N2 Npua —if [the ribs] were uprooted, it is a tereifah where most of one side is uprooted (i.e., six ribs), as
opposed to broken ribs, which require a majority of both sides (i.e., twelve ribs) to be a tereifah. Rebbe Yochana says
that uprooted ribs are also only a tereifah if twelve ribs are uprooted. Rav says: nnu X*21N1 Y2X mpva —if a single rib
was uprooted together with a vertebra, it is a tereifah. This is clarified to mean X'"721n 'XN1 V%X — a rib and part of the
vertebra. If the entire vertebra is uprooted, it is "8N002" — split in two, and is a neveilah. [Rebbe Yochanan’s case was
NN'ON X721 K111 — the “pestle” was uprooted without the “mortar,” i.e., the rib was uprooted but the vertebra was
intact.]

3. nonT of a wolf or cat

The Mishnah taught that axth NoNT — [an animal] clawed by a wolf is a tereifah. Rebbe Yehudah says this is only
true for a small animal, but only a lion makes a large animal a tereifah. The Gemara discusses if the Tanna Kamma
argues and holds a wolf’s clawing even makes a large animal a tereifah. Rav Chisda says that a kid or lamb which is
NN 2N NoNT — clawed by a cat or marten is a tereifah. The Gemara proves from a Baraisa that a cat and marten
only make an animal tereifah if they puncture the 22n — abdominal cavity, but not from merely clawing, and answers
that Rav Chisda follows the Tanna Beribi, who said a cat’s clawing is only not lethal |"2'xn |'"R¥ DIppna — where there
are no rescuers (trying to save the victim), but if one is trying to save it, the cat is angered and injects lethal venom
with its claws. The same applies where the victim saves itself, which is why a hen without rescuers once escaped
from a cat into a room, and when the cat swiped the closed door, five red spots (indicating poison) were found
there. In another version, the Rabbonon who disagree with Beribi hold that a cat always makes its victim a tereifah,
even without rescuers, and Rav Chisda follows them.

Siman — Newbie to Yiddishkeit

The newbie to Yiddishkeit who regretted his past when he used to torture birds by setting out glue traps and
making them a n91v when they fell while trying to fly away, and when he would make animals nianm by breaking
most of their ribs, devoted his life to saving lambs from being clawed by cats which would make them niano.
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1. Qualifications of noNNT (12, N19xa, NVUTN, 0''nNnN)

Abaye said: T2 N7X NONT 'K [2'D22 — we hold through tradition that the law of “a clawed [animal]” only applies
where it was clawed by the predator’s paw, as opposed to the hind leg, which does not make it a tereifah.
Furthermore, it only applies if it attacked [19x1 — with its claw, but not with its tooth. Also, noNT only applies if it
clawed nuTn — with intent, but not if it clawed unintentionally. Finally, nonT only applies if it clawed n''nn — while
alive, but not if it clawed after its death. The Gemara assumes this means where a dead predator fell onto its victim,
and objects that if clawing unintentionally does not make a tereifah, obviously a dead predator falling onto an
animal will not!? The Gemara answers that the case is where the predator clawed its victim, N1 nipoal — and they
chopped off its paw before it could pull it out. One might have thought that N0 " Tw 07T ' TN — it injects its
poison as it [inserts its] claws into the victim, and the above case would be a tereifah; Abaye is teaching that 'Tna
NNT TR QYT — it injects its poison as it removes its claws, and the above case would not make a tereifah.

2. NoINT pao

Amoraim argue about the status where it is uncertain if an animal was clawed. Rav says NDNT pa07 |'wYIN |'K — we
are unconcerned for an uncertain case of “a clawed [animal],” and Shmuel says we are concerned for n0NT pao.
The Gemara limits their machlokes: v X7 P20 v 90 — where it is uncertain whether or not [the predator] entered
among the animals, all agree we assume it did not enter. If it is uncertain if the predator was a cat, or a dog (which
does not fatally claw), we may assume it was a cat. If a lion entered but sat quietly beside the cows, '"'w Nn7w 1N —
I may say it made peace with them and did not attack them. If it tore off the head of one of them, we assume its
fury was calmed and it did not attack further. If the lion was roaring and the cows bellowing, we assume they were
frightened of each other. Their argument is where the lion is quiet and the cows are mooing. Shmuel is concerned
they are mooing because they were clawed, and Rav says they are simply afraid. Ameimar says the halachah follows
Shmuel.

3. The examination of a nonT

The sons of Rebbe Chiya said: nnNw noNT - the “clawed one” about which [the Sages] spoke (e.g., an animal which
was possibly clawed by a lion), 0''wn 12 TA12 Nj'T2 N2NX — requires examination around the internal organs (i.e., the
back, belly, and the sides around the organs) for signs of reddened meat, which indicate an infusion of poison. Rav
Yosef reported that this ruling was issued earlier by Rebbe Chanina ben Antigenos. llfa asked if the halachah of nonT
also applies to the 0'aIn'o (the trachea and esophagus), or not (since their material is strong), and Rebbe Zeira said
that this question was already resolved from Rav’s ruling, that a NDINT requires examination 1712 97NN NA ™11 —
around the entire body cavity, |'1n'01 17'ar1 — including the pipes themselves. [Thus, Rav requires a more extensive
inspection than Shmuel.]

Siman - Nigerian Prince

The Rabbonim who were invited to the Nigerian Prince’s cruel animal show featuring a lion and three sheep
prepared to see if there would be a noINT with a claw and intent looked away when the lion tore off the head of
one of the sheep and were able to assume it didn’t touch the other one, which would now be 1w even without
the usual np'11 done to a noINT.
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1. 0'IN NNY NN XX NIOL 7 |'N

The Gemara relates that Nawn qoI' 12T — the household of Yosef the Hunter would strike animals on the nwan T to
kill them. They came before Rebbe Yehudah ben Beseira to ask whether this act renders an animal a tereifah, and he
replied:w' NI9LN 2V Q'OINY 11— is it possible to add to the list of known tereifos? D'naN 1INW NN NN 77 |'N - You
have no [ni1910] other than those the Sages enumerated! Similarly, the household of Rav Pappa bar Abba the Hunter
used to strike animals in the kidney to kill them. They came before Rebbe Abba to ask whether this renders an
animal a tereifah, and he gave an identical reply. The Gemara asks that we do see that animals die from these
injuries (as evidenced by the practice of these hunters), and answers: N''N 1D N7 T2 'NT "1'NA — we have a tradition
that if they would spread medication on these injuries they would live, so the animals are not considered tereifos.

2. NMIITA QT NNDNT Npia (dislocated thighbone)

The next Mishnah begins: nnn11 nNw2 1781 — these are the cases which are ruled kosher in animals, and proceeds to
list numerous cases, some of which parallel those in the first Mishnah (with lesser defects). In the Gemara, Rebbe
Yochanan says: XpIT NI9OD 17X — the first Mishnah’s expression that “These are tereifah” is specific, intended to
exclude a different case from being a tereifah. Reish Lakish says: XpIT ninw2a 198 — this second Mishnah’s expression
that “These are kosher” is specific, and intended to exclude a different case from being kosher. The Gemara explains
that they argue about Rav Masna’s ruling: n910 N'M2ITN QW T NNLNT Kpld 'R0 — if the ball of the thighbone popped
out of its place, it is a tereifah. Rebbe Yochanan says the Tanna is teaching that it is not a tereifah, and Reish Lakish
says the Tanna is teaching that it is a tereifah. Rava says this case is permitted, but N9 nan ProaN '\ — if its
ligament was severed, it is a tereifah. The halachah is that it is kosher even if the ligament was severed, but if it was
decayed, it is a tereifah.

3. (7922 TV N71 TV) 10'XaN N 10N

The Mishnah taught that an animal remains kosher when the trachea is missing 'n?0'8n 10'82 TV — up to the size of
an Italian issar. Rav Nachman says regarding this shiur, 70'82n 1N'2 10'N] — the size of an issar exactly is the same as
more than an issar, and is a tereifah. The Gemara observes that Rav Nachman apparently holds 7721 Tu 871 Tu — that
the term “until” used in Mishnayos means “up to but not including,” i.e., the Mishnah'’s ruling that a missing trachea
is kosher “until” the size of a 70'~], that precise size is a tereifah. The Gemara challenges this contention from
several Mishnayos and defends it, but eventually proves from Mishnayos discussing broken shards of 073, which are
tamei if the original 22 was “up to” a certain size, and that size itself is also tamei!? The Gemara on the next Daf will
explain that in that case, saying "Tu" is "7921" represents a Xnin (i.e., tumah), whereas in our case of a deficient
trachea, saying "Tu" (a 70'~x2) is not "7721" represents a XNnIN (i.e., a tereifah), and the Mishnah is always
interpreted stringently. As Rebbe Yochanan said: 1'nnin% 0'man Nivw 71 — all the measures taught by the Sages are
interpreted stringently (except for bloodstains for a possible nTa).

Siman — Noodle

When the noodle chef who used to hunt animals by hitting them on the nwan 12 with hard dry noodles, which did
not make them nian as it is not in the list of N9V, heard that his cow had a dislocated thighbone he fed it some
noodle soup, saving the round noodle that was exactly the size of an 'p%0'~n 10~ to use to measure a mp that was
missing some tissue.
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When the noodle chef who used to hunt animals by hitting them on the nwan T with hard dry noodles, which did not make
them nianM as it is not in the list of N9, heard that his cow had a dislocated thighbone he fed it some noodle soup,
saving the round noodle that was exactly the size of an 1p%V'Nin 10X to use to measure a N1 that was missing some tissue.
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1. A punctured spleen

The Mishnah on the previous Daf taught that 21nbn 2011 — if the spleen was entirely removed, the animal is still
kosher. Rav Avira quoted Rava that this is only true if it was removed, but 2p' — if it was punctured, it is a tereifah,
because of the pain and illness caused by the puncture. The Gemara objects that a Mishnah teaches that if one cuts
off part of a fetus inside an animal and shechts the mother, the shechitah still permits the entire fetus, but if one cut
off part of the spleen or kidneys of the animal itself, it is prohibited (as 'nin |n 12x) even if it remained inside the
animal during shechitah. This implies that the animal itself is permitted, despite having a cut spleen!? The Gemara
first answers that the entire animal is actually prohibited, but the Mishnah discussed the severed piece because it
did so in the first case. Alternatively, although a punctured spleen makes the animal a tereifah, 7nn1 —a cut [spleen]
does not. Rebbe Nechunya reported that the halachah does not follow Rav Avira where the spleen was punctured
N'W21pa —in its thin part, but if it was punctured n'anIoa — in its thick part, it is a tereifah, unless a dinar’s thickness
of the spleen remained unpunctured.

2. Various defects of the kidneys, 112 nnIT IT NI9ID2 DNNIX 'R

It was said in Eretz Yisroel: N'72122 w2 NN Y0190 22 — whatever passuls in the lung is kosher in the kidney, because
a punctured lung is a tereifah, whereas a punctured kidney is not. The Gemara infers that wherever a lung remains
kosher with its defect, certainly a kidney with such a defect remains kosher! However, Rebbe Tanchuma objected:
NIN N7721 —is this a legitimate rule? But in the case of N2ain — pus, which does not make a tereifah in the case of a
lung, is a tereifah in the case of a kidney!? Rav Ashi concludes: 'TTn? N'nTn Njp NIADL — are you comparing tereifos
cases to one another? IT7 NNIT IT NI DNNIN |'N — We do not say regarding tereifos questions that this case is
similar to that one, i.e., inferences from one case of tereifah cannot be drawn from another, nnni |xan naniN Nnw —
for when one cuts it here (e.g., the D'IN'0, or the neck sinews), it dies, nn'nI k2N NJNIN — yet if one cuts it here (e.g.,
on the shoulder), it lives. Thus, it is possible that a defect which does not make the lung a tereifah can still make the
kidney a tereifah.

3. nTi7a —a flayed animal

In the Mishnah on Daf 54a, Rebbe Meir ruled that nTI2an — a flayed [animal] is kosher, but the Chochomim say it is a
tereifah. However, Rebbe Shimon ben Elazar reports in a Baraisa that Rebbe Meir retracted and concedes that it is a
tereifah. Rebbe Tarfon said: "Mw2 Y7021 12 1'"Nwa DN — if a sela’s size of skin remained, it is kosher. The Gemara
records five opinions as to the location of this skin which can regenerate and save the animal: (1)n712 mTwn 19 %v —
[a u90’s width] along the entire spine. (2) D'p1a '"wKR — [a U90’s size of skin] on each of the main joints of the body.
(3) nia'o oipn — at the place of the navel. [The Gemara asks, according to these opinions, what the halachah is if
only the skin of these critical places is missing, and concludes: 1p'n] (4) NTI222 7' 1712 1WN 72 — any skin anywhere
the size of a V70 saves an animal from being ruled a tereifah when it is flayed, except for skin of nionan na - the
place of the hooves, which is very soft and not considered skin. (5) Even the skin of the nio1an N1 is considered skin
and saves it from being a tereifah.

Siman — Speed Limit (55MPH)

The deer that punctured its spleen by running faster than the 55 MPH speed limit was supposed to stop and deliver
a “Do Not Compare Tereifos” sign to two men comparing lungs and kidneys but did not because it was running in
terror from the flayed animal.

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1. Examining the brain of a bird bitten by a weasel

The next Mishnah lists the tereifos in birds, including: nwx1 v nT721N NN2N — if a weasel [bit] it on its head in a place
which makes it a tereifah, i.e., where the brain membrane may have been punctured. Rav, Shmuel, and Levi say that
one can examine the bird by inserting his hand inside the bird’s mouth and pressing upwards; n71vi yaxan ox — if
[brain matter] spurts up out of the head, the membrane is punctured and it is a tereifah. Reish Lakish and Rebbe
Yochanan argued if one may also examine 1n0on1 — with a nail by scraping it across the possible hole, because the
nail may itself puncture the membrane, leading to incorrectly prohibit it as a tereifah. Rebbe Yehudah and Rebbe
Nechemiah also argued if one may examine by hand, or with a needle. The Tanna who examined by hand said to the
other: 78w YW 21NN N30 NNX 'Mn TV = Until when will you destroy Jewish property by examining with a nail, and
incorrectly prohibiting kosher meat? The other Tanna countered, “Until when will you feed Jews tereifos?” He
considered the examination by hand unreliable, since a weasel’s teeth are thin and curved, so brain matter may not
leak out even with a punctured membrane.

2. Organs changing color due to fire, testing through boiling

The Mishnah taught that 1187 n291 —if [a bird] fell into a fire and its internal organs were burned, then if they turned
green, it is a tereifah. Rebbe Elazar HaKappar Beribi once ruled that a hen which fell into a fire, and whose intestines
were green, is kosher. He explained that organs turning green are only a tereifah regarding the gizzard, heart, and
liver, which are normally red, but not the intestines, which are normally green. Rebbe Abahu ruled that a hen whose
intestines turned red from a fire is a tereifah, since they are normally green. Rebbe Mani said that if red organs
turned green from fire, IN"TNNI NTNI |P7WI — and he boiled them and they turned red again, it is kosher, because

1IN 7'y NDIp — they only turned green initially because smoke entered them. Rav Nachman bar Yitzchak said that if
red organs did not turn green from a fire, and they were later boiled and turned green, it is a tereifah, because
IN'NNA 'R2AR — their shame was revealed. Therefore, Rav Ashi ruled that one should not eat a bird which fell into a
fire without boiling its organs first, but the Gemara disagrees, because |2'pThn N7 XNIWN 'PITNK — we do not assume a
disqualification without evidence.

3. n"'vn 121 which fell out (722121 YWV NIN)

The next Mishnah lists injuries in a bird which is ruled kosher, including: 1222 X1 n'un 11 INX! — jts intestines came
out but were not punctured. Rav Shmuel bar Rav Yitzchak says this only applies |n279'n X9w — that he did not invert
them when putting them back, but if he put them back into the bird upside down, it is a tereifah, as the passuk says:
722121 WY KIn — He made you and established you, DTNA NIY212 NIN N2 WITPN X1AW Th7n — this teaches that
Hashem created “bases” in man (i.e., a particular order to organ structure), NnI'n? 212! 12'N [N NNN 1901 DOXY — S0
that if one of them is inverted, he cannot live (the same applies to birds). [Alternatively, this passuk is darshened:
N'2 n2127 8212 — Hashem make Klal Yisroel like a city which has in it everything it needs: 1291 I'N'21 12N 1'202 12010
1770 12NN MY — from it are its Kohanim, from it are its prophets, from it are its nobles, from it are its kings.] An
Aramean once saw someone fall from a roof and his intestines fell out. He made it appear to the victim as if he was
slaughtering the victim’s son, and the father groaned, drawing his intestines back in, and he was stitched up and
saved.

Siman — Shusher in Shul who says, “Nu Nu”

When the shusher in shul yelled “Nu Nu” at a weasel that was biting a bird on the head and went to check it with
his finger, the man who was boiling up water in the coffee room to inspect the color of the intestines from a bird
who fell into a fire, came running out and knocked another bird to the ground causing its intestines to come out
without being punctured just as they read the passuk, “32212'1 Y&y N1
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1. Dislocated thighbones and wings of birds, and the concern of punctured lungs

Rav Yehudah quoted Rav saying that nnn1a T nonw — a dislocation of an animal’s foreleg leaves the animal kosher,
but a dislocation of its 70 — thighbone is a tereifah. Regarding birds, a dislocated thighbone is a tereifah, and even
92 NLINW — a dislocation of the wing is a tereifah, because NXN N2 XAW |1'W''N — we are concerned that perhaps
the lung was punctured through the wing’s dislocation. Shmuel and Rebbe Yochanan said p1am — [the lung] may be
examined for punctures. Chizkiyah said: 912 Nk |'R — a bird has no lung, so there is no concern of tereifah. Rebbe
Yochanan says it does have lungs, D'9aN |2 711 ¥ N2V W —and it is like a rose petal between the wings. The
Gemara wonders about Chizkiyah’s assertion that birds have no lungs, since we see that they do, and eventually
concludes that he meant it literally, leading those in Eretz Yisroel to comment wryly that from Chizkiyah’s words,
['71200N2 P2 1'NW 121 — it is apparent that he is not an expert on chicken meat, and so is unfamiliar with their
anatomy. Rav Huna said in Rav’s name that a dislocated thighbone is kosher in birds and explained that Rav
Yehudah’s version of Rav’s opinion was based on a mistake.

2. Rebbe Shimon ben Chalafta’s experiments (regrowing a bird’s down, and whether ants have a king)

They said of Rebbe Shimon ben Chalafta n'n nMaTa [pouw — that he dealt with matters to test their veracity. Rebbe
Yehudah said that a bird which lost its down is a tereifah, and Rebbe Shimon ben Chalafta sought to disprove him.
He placed such a bird in a warm oven, wrapping it in a leather coppersmith’s mat, and it grew down which was
thicker than the original, which a tereifah could not have done. The passuk says about an ant DIV |'¥p N7 'R TN
YwInl — that it has no chief, overseer or ruler, and Rebbe Shimon ben Chalafta sought to test if it is true that ants
have no king. He spread his cloak over an anthill in the summer, and one ant came out, which Rebbe Shimon
marked. The ant informed the others about the shade, and they came out. Rebbe Shimon removed his cloak and the
sun shone on them, whereupon they killed the ant for misinforming them. Rebbe Shimon considered this evidence
that they have no king, for otherwise they would require permission to execute the ant. However, the Gemara
objects that perhaps the king was with them, or had previously given permission, or perhaps they were between
kings. Rather, nn?wT XNIIN'NN 1IN0 — rely on Shlomo’s trustworthiness.

3. wTn 1" n91LY? [N'0, and other methods to permit a possible tereifah

Rav Huna said: wTn 2" n910Y7 |n'0 — the indication of whether an animal is a tereifah is if it survives for twelve
months. If a possible tereifah survives that long, it is not a tereifah. This is challenged from a Baraisa: the Tanna
Kamma says the |n'o for a tereifah is NT71' N1'RW 22 — any [female] which cannot bear young, and Rabban Shimon
ben Gamliel says that n271n1 nnawn —if it improves progressively, it is clearly kosher, but na%1n1 nanann —if it
deteriorates progressively, it is clearly a tereifah. Rebbe says the |n'o for a tereifah is surviving thirty days, but they
objected that many known tereifos survive for two or three years. In any event, none of these Tannaim hold like Rav
Huna’s view of twelve months!? The Gemara answers that there is another Tanna who holds like Rav Huna: a
person’s skull was once missing a piece the size of a drill hole, and they fashioned a piece of dried gourd in its place.
Rebbe Shimon ben Elazar said that he could only survive the summer months but died as soon as the cold months
arrived. The Gemara on the next Daf concludes that the halachah is that any male which survives twelve months, or
any female which bears young, is not a tereifah.

Siman - Long Nose

1. The eggs or offspring of a nanv

Ameimar said regarding the eggs of a bird which was a tereifah, X1'ONX Xnj) N7n'w — the first clutch of eggs is
forbidden, because it was considered part of the hen at the time it became a tereifah. Any subsequent eggs are
permitted, because it is a case that D N1 N1 — this forbidden factor (the tereifah hen) and this permitted factor (the
rooster) cause together, which is permitted. Rav Ashi challenged him from a Baraisa which teaches that the eggs
which develop in a tereifah are forbidden, and the Gemara answers that the case is XUIXN 819072 — where [the hen]
was heated by the earth, i.e., the rooster did not play a role in the egg production, so they are the product of a
tereifah and forbidden. Tannaim argue if n9L 771 — the offspring of a tereifah may be used as a korban, and
Ameimar explains that their machlokes is "1 q10171 n9wawa — where [the mother] became a tereifah and later
conceived, and they argue if D11a NTI 0T is permitted or forbidden (thus, they would even be forbidden in
consumption, and not just invalid as korbanos). Ravina holds that a tereifah cannot bear young (or produce eggs),
and so explains Ameimar’s ruling differently.

2. Creatures without bones cannot live for twelve months

Rav Huna said: DXV 12 '8 NN 92 — any creature which has no bones, such as an insect, wTn 1" D"pnn 12'K — cannot
live for twelve months. Rav Pappa said that this teaching has practical implications for Shmuel’s ruling: niwmp

MIDN N'2'N] V9NN — a cucumber which became wormy while attached to the ground is forbidden. Although
insects which develop in fruit are normally permitted before they crawl on the ground (because they are not
included in the phrase "yann 2v yuwn" — which creep on the ground), Shmuel rules that attached fruit are
considered like the ground, and insects which develop in them are forbidden immediately.

A Mishnabh states that if an animal has five legs or three legs, it is considered a Din. Rav Huna says this only applies
to an extra or deficient foreleg, but 2212 N1 10N — a deficiency or redundancy in a hindleg, it is a tereifah, and may
not be eaten at all, because T 21012 AN 93 — anything extra is like something removed. Just as a missing hindleg
would be a tereifah, an extra hindleg is also a tereifah. There was an animal with two '2'T 810 — ceca (the pouch at
the beginning of the large intestine), and Ravina ruled it a tereifah, based on Rav Huna’s principle of 71012 1n.
However, if they are connected so that they pour into each other, it is kosher (because they are considered one large
structure). Rav Oshaya ruled an extra tube between the second and third stomachs to be a tereifah, and Nassan bar
Shila, the chief slaughterer of n1ay, testified before Rebbe that an animal with two intestines leaving the fourth
stomach is a tereifah (but a bird with two intestines is kosher, because this does occasionally happen).
