Amoraim discuss: |'201 bNIYN — if one shechts with a knife (without examining it immediately before shechitah),
NNIXa NNXNAI — and it is found afterwards to be nicked, Rav Huna says that even if he broke bones with it all day
before it was checked, the shechitah is invalid, because nna91 11w Xnw |2'w'n — we are concerned that perhaps it
was nicked by cutting [the animal’s] hide as he began shechting. Rav Chisda says the shechitah is valid, since the
knife may have been nicked when breaking a bone. Rav Chisda reasons: Dala 'NTI DXV — a bone definitely causes
nicks, D19 N7 P90 DAID P90 Y — but animal hide may cause nicks and may not cause nicks. It is thus a case of pao
and 'NTI, 'NTI "T'R RININ PAD |'RI — and an uncertainty does not remove something from certainty (i.e., we assume the
nick developed from smashing a bone). The Gemara later rules like Rav Huna where he did not break a bone with
the knife after the shechitah, and like Rav Chisda where he did break a bone. [Rav Chisda himself validates a
shechitah even where he did not break a bone afterwards, because we assume the knife was nicked on the npian -
neck bone after cutting the n'an'o.

2. 'NUIN'N X7 NNNQ 'RVUIN'X "0 — Case of tamei who immersed and later discovered a nx'xn

Rav Chisda is challenged from a Baraisa, which teaches that a tamei who immersed in a mikveh and later discovered
a nX'x¥n on himself, the n7'av is invalid, even if he handled that material the whole day after the n7'ap, unless he is
certain he had no nx'xn beforehand. Thus, the nx'xn pao does invalidate his apparent tevilah, and we do not
assume the nx'xn developed afterwards!? Although he had a prior nptn of tumah, this animal also had a prior nptn
of being forbidden!? The Gemara suggests that in Rav Chisda’s case, 11197 nbInw "Nn —jt is shechted before you, and
its former nptn is nullified. However, it objects that in the Baraisa’s case, too, 7'297 220 N — he has immersed before
you, and should be presumed tahor!? The Gemara counters: NNV N2 NT'9'M'N KN — but a cause for concern
developed in [the tamei person], since a nX'XN was discovered, undermining the apparent tevilah. In Rav Chisda’s
case, however, 'IRUTN'R N7 NN 'RUIN'X |20 — although the knife developed a cause for concern, the animal itself
did not develop a cause for concern (whereas in the case of n7'aD, the nx'xn was found on the person’s body).

3. The source for the principle of nptn (0'ma2 'wal)

The Gemara asks: [221 WINNT NN71 XN NI — from where do we derive this concept that the Rabbis said: NN7'n 'PIN
N'PINN — keep a thing on its prior known status until proven otherwise? Rebbe Yonasan brings proof from the law of
D'M21 'V — [tzaraas] afflictions of houses, where the Kohen is instructed to leave the house after examining the v,
and close off the house for seven days. But perhaps as he goes out of the house, X11U'w N2 I1x2 — the [UA1] shrinks to
less than the minimum size, and the “closing-off” is ineffective!? It must be that we establish the yx1 on its prior
nptn of sufficient size. Rav Acha bar Yaakov questioned this source, because perhaps the Kohen walks out backwards
and see the Vi1 as he leaves, without relying on nptn!? Although Abaye objects to this suggestion (first, that going
out backwards is not called “going out,” and second, a a1 behind the door still cannot be seen), Rava rebuts both
objections. Rav Acha bar Yaakov is challenged from a Baraisa which darshens that a Kohen is able to “close off” a
house from his own home, out of sight of the u2], but he says it refers to a line of people from the afflicted house to
the Kohen'’s, informing him that the ux1 maintained its size.

The Gemara asks for the source for the principle, "&an an2a 91" — follow the majority. It answers that the passuk
says, "nivn? b NN" - tilt after the many, which teaches to follow the majority opinion in Beis Din. The Gemara
replies that there was never a question about the source for "|np Xn'~T NaN" — a majority that is “in front of us,”
such as NI'an YWN — nine stores which sell kosher meat and one which sells nonkosher meat (where a piece of meat
found in the street is assumed to be from one of the majority of stores, and permitted), or Sanhedrin (e.g., if twelve
judges vote to acquit the defendant from capital punishment, and eleven vote to convict, we follow the majority and
acquit). In such cases, where the majority is “in front of us,” i.e., clearly defined, we know from the source given
above to follow the majority. Rather, the Gemara seeks a source for |np XN'2T XAN — a majority which is not in front
of us. For example, we permit the D12t of a |bp» and Navp, although one of them may be incapable of physically
maturing and having children, and would be ineligible for nia' (and prohibited as an Nk NWX — brother’s wife). We
rely on the undefined majority of boys and girls who become capable of having children.

2. Sources for [np XN'2T NN — ex. NIN 'AX IN? NR?'T,1I'AN NIN

Amoraim offer ten different sources for |np XN T XaN. After the first three (involving korbanos which might be a
N9nD) are rejected, sources are brought from nanNv N7y, NnITX N9, and NYNwnn 1Ww, each of which might be a
n91L and invalid, and cannot be dissected to be examined. Rav Mari then presents a source from NI "ax nan —
one who strikes his father or mother, who is executed. XIn I'AN IN7 N07T wIN'71 — But let us be concerned that he is
not actually his father!? For it is impossible to know for certain who the father is, since the wife might have had
relations and conceived from another man!? Rather, it must be that we follow the majority, 2uan Iy NiYwa ani -
and most relations are with her husband (even if she was unfaithful). The Gemara objects that perhaps one is only
executed for striking his father where his father and mother were |"1oxn n'aa 0'wian — imprisoned together in jail,
where his paternity seems certain, but the Gemara counters: NIy DIANDIAN |'X — there is no guardian against
immorality, and paternity can never be absolutely certain without relying on 2.

3. IWaN IWAaNT N2 KNI

Three more sources are brought: (1) a murderer is executed, although the victim might have been a nan (whose
murder does not incur the death penalty), and it is forbidden to perform an autopsy. Although one might argue to
permit an autopsy to potentially save the murderer from capital punishment, but perhaps there was a fatal hole
beforehand in the place where the victim was stabbed!? (2) |'"anit 01V are killed, although the person whom they
plotted to kill might be a nan. (3) Meat is permitted after shechitah, although the animal might have had a fatal
hole in the place of the shechitah.

However, the Gemara objects: TwaN IwWaNT XJ'N RN7TI — but perhaps where it is possible to avoid relying on 2N, it is
possible and we do not rely on it, but Twax X7 IwaN N2T N2'n — where it is not possible to avoid relying on 2N, it is
not possible so we must rely on 21n!? Meaning, although there are indeed cases which require relying on 2N,
perhaps we do not rely on 21N when it can be avoided, such as examining all possible defects after shechitah, or a |bp
and Nvp regarding DIA!, where they can wait until becoming D*721Ta!? This objection stands, and Rashi says relying on
2N must be derived from 11'on nwn? N7, or from Nivn% 021 NN

Siman — Stars (Eleven stars in Yosef’s dream)

When the majority of the Sanhedrin held up stars that said “Guilty” on them sentencing the man who threw a star
at his father to death, and the guilty party unsuccessfully tried to claim maybe it’s not really his father, one of the
Rabbis said that in a case where we can investigate we should because "war "wanT Xa'n and we do not rely on
thean.

[N 'NRIN NL'NY 7XN |'"X¥N 2N — most people who are involved in shechitah are experts, so we assume that whoever
shechted it was an expert. Rav Dimi bar Yosef asked Rav Nachman, if one told his n'9w to shecht his animal for him,
and found it shechted, what is the halachah? He answered that we assume it was properly shechted. He asked about
one who told his n'9w to separate terumah from his produce, and later found terumah set aside, and Rav Nachman
answered that we do not assume terumah was separated. He explained that Imin'9w nwiv n'2w npin '8 — there is no
presumption that a shaliach performs his assignment. However, regarding shechitah, whoever performed the
shechitah is presumed to be an expert, since |0 ['NNIN ND'NY 7XN |''IXN 1N, In contrast, terumah separated by
anyone besides the n"7w is ineffective.

2. Our Mishnah holds shechitah does not require intent

The Mishnah taught that if a wan, noiw, or |V shechted with a competent adult supervising, the shechitah is valid.
Such people are incapable of specific intent to shecht, and are only capable of intent to simply cut. Therefore, the
Gemara asks: who is the Tanna who holds nb'nw% a1 21wa K77 - that we do not require the slaughterer to have
intent for shechitah? Rava says it is Rebbe Nassan, as a Baraisa teaches: 7Nn121 nxv117 |'20 P11 — if one threw a knife to
plunge it into the wall, N21T2 NnLNWI NJ%7NI — and it went and shechted the correct way as it flew towards the wall,
Rebbe Nassan says the shechitah is valid, but the Chochomim say it is invalid. The halachah follows Rebbe Nassan.
The Gemara objects that shechitah requires X'ani 1"21n — moving the knife back and forth, so the shechitah of the
thrown knife should be invalid!? It answers that this knife actually did move back and forth (cutting the n'an'o on the
way to the wall, and again on the way back after bouncing off the wall).

Rebbe Yochanan asked: nawnn 17 '8 IN nawnn 17 w' | — does a minor have [halachically significant] thought or
does he not have thought? For example, can he shecht korbanos, which requires specific intent? Rebbe Ami asked
Rebbe Yochanan why he did not inquire if a Jbj has "nwun" — an act which corroborates his declared intent (e.g., if
he said he would bring an n71v from the south side of the M1y to the north side for its shechitah, and then did so,
would that demonstrate legitimate intent for shechitah?). If Rebbe Yochanan did not ask about nwun because a
Mishnah teaches that Do are capable of nwun, he should also not have asked about nawnn, because the same
Mishnah teaches they do not have nawnn!? A Mishnah teaches that an acorn, pomegranate, or walnut which
children hollowed out to measure sand in them, or fashioned to be a pan in a scale, are susceptible to tumah as
utensils, nwun |n? w'w 1an — because [children] have the capability for a halachically significant act. nawnn |07 |'NI
— But they do not have the capability for halachically significant thought (i.e., if they declared they would use the
shell as a "7 without fashioning it, it is not susceptible to tumah). Rebbe Yochanan’s inquiry is explained on the next
Daf.

Siman — Twelve Brothers

When six of twelve brothers who were so excited when they found a shechted hen in the marketplace and knew
they could take home since |n |'nnIN AL'NY 2N |'1¥N 2N while five others were so distracted when they watched a
man throwing a knife against a wall that happened to shecht a cow, the youngest brother was left behind in a
sandbox with a pomegranate he hollowed out to measure sand, making it a '3 to be nxniv pn.
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1. 'wyn 7INn NM212 mawnn (ex. — a |up turned over produce which he brought up to the roof)

The Gemara explains that Rebbe Yochanan’s inquiry about a |up’s capacity for "nawnn" was about N121 Mawnn
I'wun 1NN — where his intent is apparent from his actions, such as where a |0j? brought an n71v from the south side
of the M1 to the north side and shechted it (without declaring his intent). Does his action indicate his intent to
shecht it as an n71Y, or perhaps he simply moved it for practical reasons? The Gemara objects that Rebbe Yochanan
already taught that he does have such "nawnn": if one brought produce up to his roof because of insects, and dew
descended onto it, it is not susceptible to tumah, unless he wanted it to be wet (some time before it dried). But a
| who brought up produce does not subject it to tumah, even if he intended it to be wet, because a |[P’s intent is
ineffective. Rebbe Yochanan added that |na 790 —if he turned [the produce] over once it was wet, it is susceptible
to tumah, since his intent is apparent from his action!? The Gemara answers that Rebbe Yochanan was asking if this
principle is only |22 (and only for stringencies), or even XNMINTN (and effective even for shechitah of korbanos).

2. If shechitah of an n"12v is permitted in NXan (and not assumed to be for idolatry)

The next Mishnah states that whatever an 0'1212 T2l shechts is a n7'23, and is Xnovn through being carried (Tosafos
on Daf 3b explains that shechitah is only valid when performed by Jews, who require it). The Gemara infers that it is
only a n%113, but permitted in benefit. Rebbe Yochanan notes that this Mishnah disagrees with Rebbe Eliezer, who
says 0'1212 NTIAVY 0'2212 TAIW NAWNN DNDO — the unspecified intent of an idolator is for idolatry, and his shechitah
would be forbidden in nxan. Rebbe Ami infers from the Mishnah that the shechitah of a |'n — devotee of avodah
zarah is forbidden in NXaN, because it is assumed to be for idolatry. The Gemara asks why the shechitah of an
ordinary gentile is permitted in benefit; why are we not concerned that he is a 'n? Rabbah bar Avuha answers: |'N
['2'n 02212 'TAIV AN — most gentiles are not 0'2'n. He holds like Rebbe Yochanan, who said that gentiles outside Eretz
Yisroel are not sincere idol worshippers; [n'T2 [n'MIAN 2NN XX — rather, it is merely the practice of their ancestors in
their hands.

3. Shechting at night

The next Mishnah states: n7'72 bniwn — if one shechts at night, bNww KXNION |21 — and similarly if a blind person
shechts, the shechitah is valid. The Mishnah’s language implies that shechitah at night is only valid Tau'T1a — after the
fact, but not permitted n%'NN2Y%, since he cannot see if he has cut both nan'o. This contradicts a Baraisa which
states: N7'72 |'a1 DI 12 'oNIY D71V — one may shecht at all times, whether by day and by night, as well as on a
rooftop or on a boat!? Rav Pappa answers that the Baraisa’s case is IT212 NnplaNw2l — where there is a torch opposite
him and he can see his shechitah, but the Mishnah’s case is one who shechts in the dark. This distinction is
supported by the two texts: the Baraisa groups shechting at night together with shechting by day, implying that this
nighttime shechitah is similarly visible, whereas the Mishnah groups shechitah at night with shechitah by a blind
person, indicating that the shechitah is in the dark.

Siman — Bar Mitzva

While the bar mitzvah boy was giving his pshetel, his younger brother snuck out and went on to the roof to turn
over the produce that had dew on it making it susceptible to nxniv, and found a goy shechting there whose
shechitah is NIxN2 NN because in YIXY? yIn goyim aren’t assumed to be idol worshipers, next to a yid shechting at
night and in the dark which is Tau'Ta (wA.

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1. Shechitah on Shabbos is valid, but this Mishnah prohibits eating it on Shabbos

The next Mishnah states: 01920 DI'al NAwA bNIWN — if one shechts an animal on Shabbos or Yom Kippur, 'a7vu qx
IL911 A"NNNY — even though he becomes liable with his life (i.e., incurs the death penalty on Shabbos or ma on
Yom Kippur), mwa INv'nw — his shechitah is still valid, and the meat may be eaten. Rav Huna quoted in Rav’s name
that although the shechitah is valid, Xni"? N2'ax2 MION — it is forbidden in consumption for that day, i.e., it is
prohibited until after Shabbos (this is inferred from the Mishnah’s mentioning shechting on Shabbos “or Yom
Kippur,” suggesting a comparison between Shabbos and Yom Kippur, when the meat certainly cannot be eaten).

N'D NTIN 120 M7 XNAN 12021 — And the colleagues in the yeshiva thought to say (in explanation of Rav’s statement)
that [the Mishnah] is Rebbe Yehudah, who would forbid eating the meat on Shabbos itself. The Gemara embarks on
a lengthy search to identify the relevant ruling of Rebbe Yehudah, and why the meat is forbidden on Shabbos.

2. NINT nTIN' '20: prohibiting cutting up a n%'1 for dogs

Rebbe Abba suggests that it refers to Rebbe Yehudah’s ruling about "nian" — preparation (i.e., items lacking
“preparation” for Shabbos). A Mishnah teaches that one may cut up a n'7'21 on Shabbos for dogs to eat, but Rebbe
Yehudah says that if it was not already a n7'21 before Shabbos, it is prohibited, |21nn 0 N2'Rw 9% — because it was
not something prepared for Shabbos use, and is nxpin. Here, too, an animal which was shechted on Shabbos was
not prepared the day before for Shabbos use, and is nx¥pin. Abaye rejects the comparison, because in the case of the
neveilah, DTN |21N Xp'un- it was initially prepared for human consumption when it was alive when Shabbos began,
D'2727 |21 XNWNl — and now that it died it is prepared for consumption by dogs (it is therefore nxpin, since it was
not previously prepared for such Shabbos use). In contrast, a shechted animal was always prepared for human
consumption, and should not be nxpn!? Although Rebbe Abba argues that a live animal was previously designated
2727 — for breeding (and not consumption), Abaye disproves this, because if so, Rebbe Yehudah would not permit
shechting animals on Yom Tov.

3. Comparing newly broken 022 and a shechted animal (mMa'xT x72Ix)

Rav Yosef suggests that it refers to Rebbe Yehudah'’s ruling about 0'72. A Mishnah teaches that any 0'21 which are
not nxpin which broke on Shabbos, |70 [nMaw — their fragments may also be moved, provided they are fit to
perform NaX7n |'vn — some sort of task, even if it is different from the original *72’s function (e.g., using pieces of a
mixing bowl to cover a barrel). However, Rebbe Yehudah says the fragments may only be moved if they can perform
functions |NaNM |'vn — similar to their original task (e.g., using pieces of a mixing bowl! for containing porridge
poured into them). Since a shechted animal was not formerly usable as food, it is likewise nxpin. Abaye rejects the
comparison: regarding broken utensils, 22 Np'wn — it was initially a utensil, '21 12w Xnwinl —and now on Shabbos it
became a fragment of a utensil. This is 1713 — something newly created, and nxpin. In contrast, an animal was food
when it was alive, and food after being shechted; XIn Ma'NT X72IN — [a shechted animal] is merely food which was
broken apart, and not a newly created item. This can be demonstrated from Rebbe Yehudah’s permitting some cases
of juice which flowed out of fruit, and he does not consider it T712.

This discussion continues on the next Daf.

Siman — Hand (Juggler)

The juggler performing at a Shabbos sheva berachos who was so distraught when the caterer announced that a
guest shechted a cow and the meat couldn’t be served until the Melava Malka, that he dropped his knives on a
sheep making it neveilah yet prohibited to cut up for the dogs, then broke some tea cups he was juggling which
couldn’t be moved since they couldn’t be used |naxn jwn.
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The juggler performing at a Shabbos sheva berachos who was so distraught when the caterer announced that a guest shechted a cow and the
meat couldn’t be served until the Melava Malka, that he dropped his knives on a sheep making it neveilah yet prohibited to cut up for the
dogs, then broke some tea cups he was juggling which couldn’t be moved since they couldn’t be used jnaxn jwn.
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1. Machlokes when food cooked on Shabbos is forbidden to eat

Rav Ashi finally explains that our Mishnah, which indicates that meat shechted on Shabbos is only permitted after
Shabbos, reflects Rebbe Yehudah’s view regarding nawa 2wan — one who cooks on Shabbos. A Mishnah records
three opinions: Rebbe Meir says if he cooked 21w, he may eat the food, but if he cooked T'Tna, no one may eat it
until enough time passes for it to have been cooked after Shabbos (to prevent benefiting from the transgression).
Rebbe Yehudah says if he cooked axiwa, he (or anyone) may eat it after Shabbos, but if he cooked T'Tn2, then 7an' N7
nm7v — he may never eat it, though others may eat it after Shabbos. Rebbe Yochanan HaSandlar says if he cooked
Iw2, he may never eat it, but others may eat it after Shabbos, but if he cooked 1'Tn3, the food may never be eaten
by anyone. The Gemara proceeds to explain why our Mishnah cannot reflect the opinion of Rebbe Meir or Rebbe
Yochanan HaSandlar.

2. A healthy person eating food which was shechted or cooked for a n21n on Shabbos

Rav says: nawa n2In? bniwn — if one shechts for a critically ill person on Shabbos, X117 110X — [the meat] is forbidden
to a healthy person that day, because it is nxjn (since the n721n only became ill on Shabbos). If one cooks food for a
N7IN on Shabbos, it is permitted for a X121, because the food was 0127 '[81 = fit for chewing while raw, and is not
nXpIn (as opposed to an animal before shechitah). Rav Pappa notes exceptions to both statements: if the person
was ill 0I' Tvan — from before [Shabbos], making it likely that shechitah would be necessary on Shabbos, the meat is
not nxpin. Cooked food would be prohibited for a N2 if a gourd was cut from a tree and cooked, because the gourd
is n¥pIn. Rav Dimi of Nehardea said the halachah is that if one shechts for a n721n (who was ill before Shabbos), the
meat is permitted to a healthy person XxniNa — for chewing raw. He explains: nD'NW X721 121 NMTI7 TWAaN INT 11D —
since even a N'1 of meat is impossible to eat without shechting the animal, the entire animal is definitively shechted
for the n7In’s benefit. In contrast, if one cooks for a N7IN, the food is forbidden to a X1, because of a gezeirah Nnw
17'awa N2 — lest he [cook] more than necessary for [the 8M2’s benefit], which is forbidden.

3. Shechting with other implements, machlokes about shechting with 1a1nn

The next Mishnah states: napal11xa T 2an1 vniwn — if one shechts with the blade of a hand sickle, a sharp rock, or a
reed, the shechitah is valid. The Mishnah concludes that implements with serrated notches invalidate shechitah,
['MIN DNW 19n — because they strangle the animal, rather than slaughter it. The Mishnah’s language implies that its
first list of implements are only valid for shechitah TaurTa — after the fact, but should not be used n7NN2%. This
contradicts a Baraisa, which states: N2 & N'nNp2a |'2 N1 211X ' |'DNIY 701 — one may shecht with anything,
whether with a rock, glass, or stem of a reed!? The Gemara answers that our Mishnah’s case is 12I1Nnna — while it is
attached to the ground, which is only valid Tau'Ta, but not Nn7NN2%. Shechting with 121NN is a machlokes Tannaim,
and after some discussion, the Gemara concludes that Rebbe Chiya permits it n"7nn2%, and Rebbe holds that 1ainn
Np'un — something which was always attached to the ground invalidates shechitah completely, whereas qi0271 wion
IN2'n — something detached which he later attached to the ground is valid Tav'Ta.

Siman - Fruit Bowl (bawa1"v)

The man who used a fruit bowl to cook fruit soup on Shabbos axiwa and was told that he would have to wait until
after Shabbos to eat it, and a man who cooked in a fruit bowl for a n%1n on Shabbos and was told that the food is
forbidden for healthy people, were startled when a man smashed a glass fruit bowl to use a shard for shechitah.
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1. Shechting using the force of water (Jlwx1 N2 and 1w na)

A Baraisa states that if one shechts '121n1 — with a wheel (by attaching a knife to a wheel which cut the animal’s neck
as the wheel turned), his shechitah is valid. This contradicts another Baraisa which invalidates such a shechitah, and
Rav Pappa answers that the first Baraisa’s case is X1N9T X110 — a potter’s wheel, which is turned by hand and the
shechitah is performed by human force, whereas the second Baraisa’s case is XN'nT N0 — a waterwheel, without
human force, and is invalid. Alternatively, both Baraisos discuss a waterwheel, but the shechitah is valid when the
wheel was turned |IwX1 N1 — with [the person’s] primary force (i.e., the first burst of water which he released onto
the wheel by lifting the barrier), which is considered his force. However, when the wheel was turned 1w naa — with
his secondary force (the subsequent water flow), it is not considered human force, and is invalid. Rav Pappa draws a
similar distinction regarding one who bound someone near a body of water, and released the water onto the victim,
killing him. He is liable if the victim died with |IwX1 N2, because N'a IANT NIN AT M9 — it was his “arrows” that
impacted him, but is exempt for 1w N2, which is considered Xn%va 8N — an indirect cause.

2. Nan 910171 win regarding idolatry and DAt 1wan

Rava says that 1nan 910171 wivn — something detached which he later attached to the ground is considered detached
regarding D'1210 NTIAV. If one worships a mountain, it does not become forbidden in benefit like an idol. Still, one
who bows to his house does make it forbidden in benefit, proving that the house is considered detached regarding
idolatry. Rava says that D'w1T wan V7 — regarding produce’s susceptibility to tumah, it is a machlokes Tannaim if
12N 910271 wIon is considered 1aINN. Food is only susceptible to tumah if it was contacted by liquid, e.g., water,
whose initial falling onto something detached pleased the produce’s owner (even if the water’s subsequent contact
with his produce did not please him). A Mishnah states that if one overturned a plate onto a wall so the plate should
be rinsed by the rain (which then dripped onto produce), the produce is 721 tumah (since the plate is detached). If
the plate was placed there to protect the wall from the rain, the produce is not 2ajm tumah (since he is not pleased
with the rainfall). These two cases have contradictory implications regarding intent to rinse the wall, and Rebbe
Elazar explains that the two cases reflect a machlokes Tannaim (if a wall is considered attached). [Rav Pappa answers
the Mishnah differently.]

3. Shechting with a knife fixed into a wall

The Gemara discusses shechting with something 1nan qioa71 wiPn. Although a Baraisa teaches that Yni2a 2o yva —if
he stuck a knife into a wall and shechted with it, the shechitah is valid, n'2 2020 N7 20 'INW — a knife is different,
because he does not nullify it there (i.e., he does not intend for it to remain there permanently), so it is definitely not
considered attached to the ground. Shmuel said such a shechitah is only valid nbn% nnna INININ7VUN7 20NYW —
where the knife was above and the animal’s neck was below it, and he moved the animal’s neck back and forth
against the knife. But if the knife was below and the animal’s neck above it, it is invalid, because DT XnW ja'wrn —
we are concerned he might press the neck against the knife because of the animal’s weight, invalidating the
shechitah. Rav Pappa says that the shechitah of a bird, 9"27 — which is light, is valid even where its neck was above
the fixed knife, since its weight will not cause it to be pressed against the knife.
