1. In the 12a™, meat of n1'N1 was permitted (or nixnN 1w was forbidden)

The Torah says that when Klal Yisroel would enter Eretz Yisroel and someone would want to eat meat, “to your
heart’s entire desire you may eat meat.” Rebbe Yishmael explained: nINN 71w DN7 1NN N7 2IN2N N2 X7 — the
passuk only came to permit to them meat of desire, i.e., without being brought as a korban. He holds that in the
127N, only meat of a korban was permitted, and not "nixnN 1w1"; after entering Eretz Yisroel, NINN w2 became
permitted. Rebbe Akiva analyzes the next passuk, which says that when they would be far from the Mikdash (in
Eretz Yisroel), “then you shall slaughter from your cattle and your flock as | have commanded you.” Rebbe Akiva says
the passuk only came m'n1 w2 |02 NIOKY — to forbid to them meat of animals killed by piercing. He holds that in the
127n, M'Na was sufficient to permit consumption. [He holds ninn 1w was never forbidden, and Rebbe Yishmael
holds that n1'na was never permitted.] Rebbe Akiva agrees that korbanos always required proper shechitah, even in
the 1an. Also, Rebbe Yishmael agrees that ni'n, such as deer, which are not fit for korbanos, were always permitted
as NINN w2,

2. The permit to eat non-kosher food during the conquest of Eretz Yisroel

Rebbe Yirmiyah asked, what is the halachah of yIx7 [nnv 78w 1030w M1 w21 NN - limbs of meat of animals
killed through piercing which Jews brought with them into Eretz Yisroel from the 12Tn? Did it remain permitted since
it was killed when this was a valid method of shechitah, or was it prohibited, since full shechitah was required upon
entering Eretz Yisroel? The Gemara objects to the question: if the question related to the seven years of conquering
Eretz Yisroel, IN7 MNw'N XL 12T NNWN — if even non-kosher food was permitted to them, as the passuk says: DMAl
11L %2 '8 — and houses full of good things [...you will eat], which Rav interpreted to mean even N'tnT *7N2 —
bacon, then obviously m'n1 1wa was permitted!? The Gemara first answers that the question related to after they
finished conquering Eretz Yisroel. Alternatively, the question is relevant during the conquest as well, because the
permit for non-kosher food only applied to D'a212 121V YW 29w — spoils taken from the idolators, not food they
brought with them, such as n1'n1 1wa. The question is left unresolved.

3. ninnain a |'20, and |'20 Np'Ta

The Gemara discusses NINMa — notches in knives, beginning with the rule: 127w NN — we have learned that
notches like a saw disqualify a knife. It proceeds to detail distinctions between the number, form, and location of
ninnag, and how the shechitah was performed. A knife must obviously be examined to ensure a valid shechitah. The
knife must be shown to a Dan to examine, and Rebbe Yochanan said ban 7w 17120 190 X7X DN |20 NININY NN KXY
— they only said to show the knife to a sage because of the sage’s honor. This is clearly |22, and although Rav
Chisda quoted a passuk as a source, it is a mere XNJNON. The Gemara quotes practices of examining a knife in the
sun, in water (by examining the resulting ripples), with the tip of one’s tongue, or with a strand of hair. In X110 they
said: NpTA? NAwW n723R MW — [a knife] cuts flesh; with flesh one should examine it, i.e., only flesh can properly test
a knife for nicks. Rav Pappa says: NNNIN XN7NKI XIQIDRI KIWIAN NPT RINX — [a knife] requires examination on flesh,
and on a fingernail, and on all three sides of the knife (i.e., the two sides and the cutting edge). Several other
Amoraim are quoted, some of whom did not require checking the two sides.

Siman - Used Car

Upon entering Eretz Yisroel some enterprising young men went to the used car lot to find a refrigerated wa
NINN truck to transport only shechted meat, and an army jeep with a bacon logo to collect from the spoils of war,
along with a good ole’ fashion knife sharpening truck for the nan who checks knives with his tongue and
fingernail.
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1. Penalty on a vniw who did not show his knife to a nan

Rav Huna said: Dan 'mp 81120 10 87T XN2D 'Rn—if a bniv did not show his knife to a sage to be examined, |3'Mnwn
"2 — we place a ban upon him for his brazen dishonor to the nan. Rava said: n'? [3112un — we remove him from
being allowed to sell meat, X'n N9ILT NWAN |2'T2NI — and announce that his meat is not kosher. These opinions do
not argue; Rav Huna’s ruling is nQ' 1120 NNXNIwW21 — where his knife was found to be fine (without nicks), and Rava’s
stricter penalty applies where the knife was found faulty. Ravina says that where the knife was found faulty, his meat
is smeared with excrement, so it cannot even be sold to an idolator. There was a bniv who did not show his knife to
Rava bar Chinana, who placed a ban on him, removed him from his post, and declared his meat non-kosher. Later,
he asked Mar Zutra and Rav Ashi to look into the matter, since young children depended on the vniw. Rav Ashi
found the knife to be flawless, and reinstated the bniv, and explained to Mar Zutra that he was fulfilling Rav bar
Chinana’s directive.

2. "nnman": cutting outside the shechitah area (n%1Tan nvav, other nivav)

The Mishnah discusses one who begins shechitah within the prescribed area for shechitah and then inclines the
knife, finishing above that area (called nnan). It states: nuavn NN vNIWN — if one shechts within the ring (i.e., the
"N7IM nuap" — the great ring, the highest ring of cartilage in the trachea), n712 19 2V vINN XN NA"wI —and left a
hairbreadth of it along its entire circumference, the Tanna Kamma rules the shechitah valid, since he did not deviate
above this ring for any part of the shechitah. Rebbe Yose bar Rebbe Yehudah says that nain 119 v vin X7n —a
hairbreadth (of the nuav) along most of its circumference is sufficient, even if the shechitah ended above the nuap.
He holds that cutting most of the Ny in the prescribed area is sufficient. Rav and Shmuel pasken like this second
opinion. However, they rule that shechitah is only valid in Nn2ITan NVaw — the great ring, N1pn 72 IR N9pPNI7'RIN —
since it surrounds the entire trachea, but not in NIW1L INW — the other rings of the trachea (which do not completely
encircle the n1p), and one must shecht between these rings. Although Rebbe Yose bar Rebbe Yehudah himself did
validate shechitah in these nivap, Rav and Shmuel did not follow this ruling.

3. Several D'NINN’s opinions allowing shechitah beyond the n21Tan nvap

The Gemara records the rulings of several Amoraim who validate shechitah beyond the n?1Tan nuav. They rule like
Rebbe Chanina ben Antignos, who testified that nnmain — a slanted cut is valid, even completely past the nvav
21N, Rebbe Shimon ben Lakish validated shechitah Nu112T XTIN — through the point of the “helmet” (the peak of
the thyroid cartilage, which is above the nip and slopes upward, appearing like a helmet). Rebbe Yochanan declared
about this leniency: X0 X00 — Too much! Too much! Rav Pappi quoted Rava: n91b '0'Na vaa — if [the bNIW] met the
“wheat kernels” (kernel-shaped cartilages along the “helmet,” before it begins to slope), it is not kosher. The Gemara
wonders if this means |n21 V1l Uaa — he met and touched the "1b'n", i.e., cut through them, or if it means Va1 871 uxa
— he met [the '0'n] but did not touch them (but cut just underneath them). Several other Amoraim ruled 'v'na 1w
mwa —if he left over some of the “kernels” (i.e., cut through them, leaving some above the cut), it is valid. The
Gemara concludes: nbn?1 V112 19'wn — from the slope of the “helmet” and downwards is valid, which parallels this
last opinion.

Siman - Chuppah (nain? n''|a)

The Rabbi officiating under the chuppah who banned the caterer’s shochet for not showing him his knife, was in
for a surprise when the young shochet chosson gave the kallah a n21Ta nuav where the shechitah was done within
the ring, as one of the |'wITj? "TU commented that a nmaIn, a slanted cut is valid even past the n21Ta nvav.
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The Rabbi officiating under the chuppah who banned the caterer’s shochet for not showing him his knife, was in for a surprise
when the young shochet chosson gave the kallah a n217a nvav where the shechitah was done within the ring, as one of the v
|'"wIT'p commented that a nn1aIN, a slanted cut is valid even past the n211a nva.
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1. wYw DManl wYw bnwl WY 0Nan, or the opposite

The Gemara discusses: w'9v DNl wiw bNYI WY 0NN — if one cut a third of the Nip beyond the shechitah area,
then cut a third within the correct area, and cut the final third beyond the correct area, Rav Huna quotes Rav saying
the animal is kosher, but Rav Yehudah quotes Rav saying it is not kosher. Rav Huna holds: Xni'n Xp91 'a — when the
animal’s life left it (i.e., the moment the majority of the nap was cut), Xp91 Xp no'Nwa — jt left through shechitah.
Rav Yehudah holds X271 nb'nwa 82N |3'W2 — we require most of the N to be cut with shechitah, and that is lacking
here. In the opposite case, where he shechted the first third correctly, the middle third with nnian, and the final
third correctly, Rav Yehudah quoted Rav saying it is kosher (since most of the nip was cut correctly). Rav Huna said it
was not kosher, and Rav Yehudah was upset, because Rav Huna appeared to rule the opposite of whatever Rav
Yehudah said. Rav Huna considered retracting, but Rav Chisda said that his second ruling fits well with his first, since
in this case, the animal’s life left it through nman, and is invalid.

2. Shechting through a hole in the nap vs. shechting until a hole in the nip

Rav Yehudah told Rav Kahana that 21 DIjpna vnw — if one shechted through a hole which was torn halfway across
the np, cutting slightly further so that the majority was cut, the shechitah is valid. However, 2p1 12 uaal vnw — if he
shechted halfway across and reached a hole in the back of the nip, the shechitah is 7109. Rebbe Elazar explained the
difference: where he began the cutting from the hole, 78w 1021 D'2212 TAIV LNWW M1 NWYI —jt is as if an idolator
cut halfway across and a Yisroel finished it, which is valid, whereas where he cut until reaching the hole, itis as if a
Yisroel shechted only halfway and the idolator finished it, which is invalid. Rebbe Yochanan declared: ,0'2212 Ta1v
D'2210 TV — “Idolator! Idolator!”, objecting that he can explain away the rulings with comparisons to idolators all
day, but they are not similar, as Rava explained: where the n1j» began intact, and the Yisroel should have cut most of
the n1p, and instead only cut half, Nni'n Xp91 13 — when [the animal’s] life left it, Xp91 Njp 012212 TUVT T2 — it left
through the idolator’s hand, which is invalid. But where the n1jp was torn halfway and he cut more, thereby killing
the animal, what difference is there if he began or ended with the hole?

3. np'yn is performed from the back of the bird’s neck, the opposite of shechitah

The next Mishnah states: |'TTxN [n LNIWN — if one shechts from the sides of the neck, the shechitah is valid, but
np'm from the sides of the neck is invalid. If one shechts "qivn [n", it is invalid, but N1 from the v is valid. The
Gemara will explain this means qv 21nn — from that which faces the back of the head, i.e., the nape of its neck.
Shechitah WX [N — from the throat is valid, but NN from the throat is invalid. The Mishnah explains that the
entire MW is fit for nj'7n, and the entire NN is fit for shechitah. Np*n1 2109 NL'NWA W2 KXN1 — It emerges that
what is valid for shechitah is invalid for melikah, nb'Nnw2a 2109 Np*72n1 W2 — and what is valid for melikah is invalid
for shechitah. Rebbe Chiya’s sons said: p21m1 Qv NINN? 0'20'0 1'TNNR NP'70 NIXAD — the mitzvah of melikah is
performed where one first moves the n'an'o around to the back of the neck and then performs melikah, without
breaking the neck bone. There are two versions if this means that melikah may also be performed this way, or must
be performed this way, and the Gemara supports the former version.

Siman - Yacht

When the yacht was rocked by a wave the man shechting for dinner was startled and his knife went one third
beyond the shechitah area one third in the shechitah area and the final third out of the shechitah area, his partner
was shechting an animal with a hole in the kaneh while yelling 0'a212 121V 02212 TAIV while a boy climbed up the
flag pole to chase a pigeon to practice melikah from the back of the neck.

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1. np'ona xani'In

Rebbe Chiya’s sons ruled that melikah may be performed by moving the 0'an'o around to the back of the neck. The
Gemara objects that our Mishnah states that “what is valid for shechitah is not valid for melikah,” which presumably
comes to teach that this case is not valid!? Rebbe Yirmiyah answers that the Mishnah means x'ani 7'21n 'oiun? - to
exclude [melikah performed with] moving his nail back and forth, instead of cutting straight down into the bird’s
neck. The Gemara asks that this answer fits according to the opinion that "x'ani1'21n" is indeed 2109 for melikah,
but not according to the opinion that it is valid!? It answers that Rebbe Chiya’s sons hold that x'ani 7" is invalid for
melikah. Rav Kahana said: 711 yxIj7 njpp'2n nixn — the mitzvah of melikah is that one cuts the bird’s neck and goes
straight down until cutting a |n'0, NNIXN X'N 11— and this is its mitzvah. Rebbe Avin thought to infer that only cutting
straight down is valid, but 8'ani 7"21m would not be valid. However, Rebbe Yirmiyah told him: np'2na x'ani"2mTw"
w2 — all the more so that moving back and forth is valid for melikah! Rather, Rav Kahana meant: nnixn X' IT QX —
even this method is its mitzvah.

2. qIva 'In'o Py

Rami bar Yechezkel taught a Baraisa: 91v2 |'In'0 11pw |'® — the disqualification of torn pipes (i.e., 0'a1n'o which are
dislocated before shechitah) does not apply to a bird. Rav Acha brei d’'Rava told Rav Ashi that this is only true
according to the opinion that mINn |n qIV2? NnL'NY 'R — there is no requirement of shechitah for a bird from the
Torah (and it is only required |220Tn), but according to the opinion that birds requires shechitah Xn'"IXTN, the
disqualification of dislocated n'an'o would apply to them as well. Rav Ashi replied that the opposite is more logical:
if shechitah is required NN'"MINTR, it is possible P |'NT NINAN 12NT — that [Hashem] taught [Moshe] this exception,
that 0'1n'0 11w does not apply to shechitah of birds. But if birds only require shechitah 11271n, it was modeled after
the Biblically required shechitah of animals, so dislocated n'an'o should likewise be invalid. Ravin bar Kisi told Ravina
that the exclusion of birds from n'an'o 1P only applies to melikah, but regarding shechitah, birds are also
disqualified. However, the Gemara notes that Shmuel, who implied that anything which is 7109 for shechitah is also
9109 for melikah, argues with this distinction.

3. An animal with a neck bone that is broken with most of its flesh on it is immediately a n%'212

Zeiri said: NNy w21 2N Npan Mawa —if [an animal’s] neck bone is broken along with most of the flesh on it, it is
immediately a n7'23, not merely a nanw (therefore, it can convey tumah even while it is still moving, and shechting
it would not prevent it from being metamei). Rav Chisda presents a Mishnah which appears to support this ruling,
because it states that if one performs melikah with a knife, the bird is metamei like a N7'21. Amoraim give different
explanations for this ruling. Rav Huna says: T"2nn Xinw 19n — because [the bniw] burrows the knife under the neck
bone (which does not separate after being cut, like the neck does during shechitah). Rava says: DIT XInW 1190 —
because [the bNIV] presses the knife down without moving it back and forth. Rav Huna did not give this explanation,
because he holds X'ani 1"21n is valid for melikah, so the above Mishnah’s ruling includes a case of cutting back and
forth, not just pressing down. Rava did not give Rav Huna’s explanation, because he defines "n77n" as where the
knife is N'O2NT 0'NA Npwa NTN NT210D — like a weasel living under houses, which is completely hidden, but in this
case, N'22m Kn — [the knife] is exposed during the entire shechitah.

Siman - Café

At the Chicken Roost Café where patrons stirred the coffee in their Melika Chicken Cups back and forth, and the
popular dish was the nano 11w — Torn Pipe Chicken Special, a waiter was called to a table where a customer
complained that the chicken dish was n'7121 since the animal’s neck was broken with most of its flesh on it.
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At the Chicken Roost Café where patrons stirred the coffee in their Melika Chicken Cups back and forth, and the popular dish
was the Dano ' — Torn Pipe Chicken Special, a waiter was called to a table where a customer complained that the chicken
dish was 0121 since the animal’s neck was broken with most of its flesh on it.
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1. A person whose neck bone is broken with most of its flesh is xnvn through 7nn

Shmuel said: 7nN2 XnbN NNV YW1 2N NP1an Mawa —if a person’s neck bone is broken together with most of the
flesh on it, it conveys tumah through 7nx like a dead body, even if he is still moving. Although one might ask that v
|n2n died with just his neck bone breaking (without the flesh alongside it), 'aNw napT — old age is different, as the
passuk implies that Eli’s age was a factor in his death. Rebbe Yochanan said: 7nxa xnvn a12 1w1p — if one tore [a
person] across his entire length like one tears open a fish, he is metamei through 71 like a dead body. Rebbe
Shmuel bar Yitzchak qualifies this: 12an1 — but only where he was cut along his back.

2. o'x1w whose heads were cut off are tamei even while they are moving

Shmuel said: NMDOW NXWY — if he split [an animal] in two, it is immediately a Nn711 and metamei. Rebbe Elazar says
that if an animal’s thigh is removed and the cavity is exposed (because the surrounding flesh is also missing), it is a
N712. A Mishnah states: [n'wK1 ITIN — if the heads [of D' W] were cut off, D'NND |'D219NY 'a YV 9N — even though
they are jerking, they are tamei (and considered dead), N0D219nw NXLYN 1112 — because they are like a lizard’s tail,
which jerks after being cut off from the lizard’s body. Amoraim define what the Mishnah means that their heads
were “cut off”: Reish Lakish says it means wnn itnin — they were literally cut off, i.e., the D'an'0 were completely cut
(although it is still attached with skin). Rebbe Assi says in Rebbe Manni’s name: qiun N1y N772n1 — it was cut like the
separation between the head and the body of the bird olah. This refers to Rebbe Elazar ben Rebbe Shimon’s opinion,
that only most of the 0'an'o are cut in the melikah of an qiun N71v, and Rebbe Assi is disagreeing with Reish Lakish.

3. Machlokes if the two n'an'o of an q1vn N21V are mostly or completely cut during melikah

A Baraisa is presented in which the Rabbonon and Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe Shimon argue if the two nIno are
mostly or completely cut during melikah of an qiun N71u. The passuk says regarding an qIun N71V: NYY! WD NNI
LawNI N7V — and the second [bird] he shall prepare according to the law. The Tanna Kamma explains the reference:
nNNNa NNLN Lawnl - like the law of an animal chatas (not the qlvn NXLN mentioned immediately prior). This
teaches that an qlun n71v is similarly only brought from |"21n funds, only offered by day, and with one’s right hand.
Still, we do not derive from nnna nxoN that cutting through most of the two n'an'o suffices, because "vopnl...p'mi"
compares melikah with "N — burning, teaching that just as the head and body are burned separately, the melikah
must also completely sever the two 0'an'0. Rebbe Yishmael says "bawni" means like the law of qiun nxvn, teaching
that melikah of an qIn N7V must likewise be performed from the nape of the neck. Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe Shimon
also says "vbawna" refers to qIvn NNLN, but says it teaches not to completely sever the second |n'o of the qivn N71v.

Siman — Car (Bostonians pronounce car as “ca”)

The Kohanim in the emergency room who went running when a race car driver was brought in with his neck and
flesh cut which would make them %nINa XNV, became Xnv anyway when they bumped straight into a sheretz
whose head was severed yet was still moving which was discarded by the surgeons who were practicing their skills
by only severing most, but not all, of the simanim of an qiva n21v .
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1. o"In must be mature, NaI' 12 must be young to be valid as korbanos

The next Mishnah states: naI' 1111 2109 "IN W2 — what is acceptable [as a korban] regarding turtledoves is not
acceptable regarding pigeons, and vice versa. 2In'Xn N7NN — The beginning of yellowing (an intermediate stage) of
both types of birds is 2109. A Baraisa explains that |"1In must be 02172 — mature, whereas nal' 112 must be vy -
young, but young [N and mature naI' 12 are invalid. Another Baraisa explains that although one might have
thought that young onin should be valid based on a kal vachomer from nai' 112, or mature na1' 112 should be valid
based on a kal vachomer from nnin, the pesukim indicate to us that each type is specific, and Rava explains: N?
2271 K VINW'Y — no passuk slips away from the standard usage and writes: NN [N IN DNINN 22 N — from young
turtledoves or from pigeons; the Torah always writes "nair 11", young pigeons. Although "Dnin" might have allowed
for both young and mature turtledoves, we compare DN to Nal* 12: just as only young Nai' 111 are valid, so too only
mature DN are valid.

2. Defining from when nmin and nai' 12 are valid

A Baraisa darshens bnunn "|n" — “from” the turtledoves and narn 11 "n" — “from” the pigeons to exclude the
intermediate stage of 21n'xn N7'NN — beginning of yellowing (when it develops yellow feathers around its neck),
which is invalid for both types of birds. w21 DnINn mn'’n — From when are turtledoves valid as korbanos? 12NN
— From when they turn gold, and have completed the intermediate stage. naI' 111 become invalid (too old) 1arnx'wn —
from when they turn yellow, thus reaching the intermediate stage. Yaakov Korchah taught a Baraisa which defines
the earliest stage from when nai' 1121 are valid as "1V7u'wn". He explained this refers to the passuk: DT W%V PTNNAaN —
its young chicks swallow blood. Abaye identifies this stage: N0 T MNXI N2’ X9TA 'Y 2N — from when one pulls a
feather from it and it bleeds.

3. Is a1n'xn N72nn - beginning of the yellowing of birds disqualified as a pao, or as a na?

Rebbe Zeira asked: if one vowed to bring an n%1u either from 01N or narr 12 (whichever he chooses), and he
brought both types of birds when they were in the stage of aIn'xn n7nNn — the beginning of yellowing, what is the
halachah? p'aai 'In Xp'ao — Is such a bird normally disqualified because it is of doubtful status (whether it is
considered young or mature), and in this case he is x¥I' (since he brought both types, ensuring that whichever status
it is, one N71V was valid)? '91 X721 10 N2 RN2'TIX — Or perhaps it is disqualified because it is an independent entity,
neither young nor mature, and he was not X' in this case, because both birds are disqualified? Rava suggests a
proof from the Baraisa which darshens "|n" to disqualify om™imn or narr 12 from being used during ainxin n7nn. If this
stage is considered a N3, it is understood why the passuk would be needed to disqualify it. But if it is a 790,

N[2'90 'DIVNY K JLXN — is a passuk needed to exclude a matter of doubt?! But there is no matter of doubt before
Hashem as to its status!? The Gemara answers that the passuk is actually darshened to teach something else
entirely (and the Baraisa brought this passuk as a mere XN2noKN).

Siman - Cab

1.Is a "0a%92" a N1 or a pao?

Rebbe Zeirah asked: if one vowed to bring an n%1v from either an 7'8 — ram (i.e., above thirteen months of age) or a
w12 — lamb (within its first twelve months), and he brought a 0379 — [a sheep between these ages], is he nxI'?

A Mishnah teaches that if one was obligated to bring an 7'x, or
obligated to bring a w22, and brought a 0279, he must bring the larger 0'202 brought with an 9'x, and is not NXI' his
obligation. Rebbe Yochanan holds a 079 is a N2 — independent entity, neither '8 nor w13, so he is definitely not
KXI' his obligation (and a derashah requires the 0201 of an 7'R). According to Rebbe Yochanan, one is clearly not nxit
in Rebbe Zeira’s case. The question is relevant according to Bar Padda, who said 'anni 'm'n — he brings the 0201 of
an 7'R and stipulates to accommodate all possibilities (i.e., if a D279 is an 7'N, all the 0'201 should be for the korban,
and if it is a w22, the superfluous amounts should be a donation). The question is, are these the only two
possibilities Bar Padda considers (so one would be &XI' in Rebbe Zeira’s case, where he can bring either) or does Bar
Padda also consider the possibility that a D279 is a n'12? The Gemara concludes: Ipm.

2. Is "unw" a pao if it is ynn or nxn, or is it a na?

Rebbe Zeira asked: if one vowed to bring ten nTin loaves from either ynn or nxn (since a NnTIN consists of both
types), and he brought 1Ix'w — [partially leavened dough], is he &xI'? This question depends on the definition and
status of 1IN'w. Rebbe Meir holds that once dough develops any cracks, it is full-fledged ynn and incurs na. If
1'29 19'000N — its surface became pale, it is 1IN'Y, and only liable to malkus. Thus, he holds 1IN'w is definitely ynn
(albeit more lenient), and one would definitely be nxI' his vow in Rebbe Zeira’s case. Rebbe Yehudah holds that
1n9 191020 is fully valid nxn, and defines 1IX'w as the earlier stage of cracks which are n'aan 'mpa — like locusts’
antennae (but not yet interconnected). He holds that such dough must be burned, but one is not punished for
eating it. Rebbe Zeira’s question is, does Rebbe Yehudah consider this 1IN'w a pao if it is ynn or nxn, so in this case
he would surely be nxI' whichever one it is, or does Rebbe Yehudah consider it a N1 — an independent entity,
neither ynn nor nxn, and one would not be KXI' his vow by bringing 1IN'w? The Gemara concludes: 1p'n.

The next Mishnah states: Nn22v1 2109 M9 w2 — what is valid for parah [adumah] is invalid for eglah [arufah]. w2
M9 2109 n'2va — What is valid for eglah [arufah] is invalid for parah [adumah]. A Baraisa explains that the ma
nnITN is valid when killed with shechitah, but invalid when killed with nany — decapitation, whereas an N2y N2V is
valid when killed with nanwv, and invalid when killed with shechitah. The Gemara asks that nnITx m19 should be valid
with nany, or an nanNV n72v should be valid with shechitah, based on a kal vachomer, and the next Daf darshens
pesukim to teach that each method is specific to its procedure.
