1. Kohanim are disqualified with |'nin, and D7 are disqualified by years

The next Mishnah states that what is valid for Kohanim is not valid for Leviim, and vice versa. A Baraisa explains:
D'WI D1IWA 02109 'MINA 0202 — Kohanim are disqualified with blemishes, but are not disqualified by years. Leviim
are not disqualified by |'an, but are disqualified by years, and may only serve between thirty and fifty years old.
These age restrictions only applied in the 12Tn, where the passuk mentions Nwn NTIAV — the work of burden (i.e.,
carrying the |awn and its 0'72), but did not apply in n7'w or the Beis Hamikdash. Still, they are disqualified 7172 -
because of their voice (if they cannot sing together with the choir of Leviim). A Baraisa poses a contradiction
between pesukim whether Leviim are qualified from age twenty-five or age thirty, and explains that twenty-five is
TIN2 —to learn the laws of avodah, and thirty is NnT1I2V7 — for actual service. 'n IN1WN21 Na' |N'0 R K7W TIN7N7 [KIN
DY — From here we see that a student who did not see success in his learning after five years (and forgets what he
learns), NXN 12'R 21w — will no longer see success. Rebbe Yose says this about three years, and the Gemara explains
the machlokes.

2. Minimum and maximum ages for Kohanim

A Baraisa teaches that a Kohen is qualified to serve after growing two ninuw (reaching maturity), |'pT'w TV — until he
grows old. Rebbe Chanina defines this as nm'w Tu — until he shakes from weakness. [Tangentially, the Gemara
relates that Rebbe Chanina, at eighty years old, was able to stand on one foot and remove his shoe and put on his
shoe. He credited this to the hot water and oil his mother applied to him in his childhood.] Another Baraisa states:
13PT N2nN1 — once [a man’s] beard has filled out, he is fit to be a 112'x N'9w (e.g., to blow shofar), to lead the
davening, and to perform 01202 N212. The Tanna Kamma says that a Kohen is fit for avodah after growing two nnuw,
but Rebbe says: he is not fit until he is twenty years old. A Baraisa teaches that a Kohen is fit for avodah after
growing two NINVwW, TIAV? INIX ['N'IN ['N D3N]0 I'NK 22N — but his brothers the Kohanim do not let him serve RXn'w 1Y
'3 12 — until he is twenty. The Gemara first explains that this reflect Rebbe’s opinion, and he holds his avodah is valid
Tav'Ta before age twenty. Alternatively, Rebbe does disqualify such avodah |221Tn, and this Baraisa follows the
Rabbonon, who also do not allow avodah n7nN217 before age twenty.

3. A wnn 71 contracts tumah through its airspace, but other 021 contract tumah by being touched

The next Mishnah states that what is tahor for a wan 21 — earthenware utensil is tamei for all other 092, and vice
versa. A Baraisa explains that 1IN — airspace of a wan 22 is tamei, i.e., tumah suspended in its airspace renders the
191 tamei, but 122 — its exterior surface is tahor, i.e., tumah touching the '72’s surface does not make it tamei. Other
D'72 do contract tumah from their surfaces being touched, and do not contract tumah through their airspace. The
law of wan 192 is derived from the word "12In" — its interior, which means it contracts tumahfrom its interior v qxI
U2l N7W 19 — even though [the tumah] did not touch the 171 itself. This interpretation is derived from the word "12in"
written regarding Nnb? — the utensil’s capacity to convey tumah to food suspended in the '72’s airspace, even
without touching it. Rebbe Yonasan explains the source for this law: 00 191 2u NTWN NINN — the Torah attested
about an earthenware utensil that it conveys tumah to any food inside it, 7770 870 177981 — even if it is full of
mustard seeds, despite the inner seeds not touching the "72.

Siman - Pitcher

The pnIn Yv2a Kohen and fifty-year-old Levi retiring after twenty years were given “Thank You for Your Service”
pitchers, by the elderly Kohen who did the avodah from when he grew nnuw mw until he got old and started to
shake from weakness, who didn’t notice that on the shelf there was a dead sheretz in the airspace of a clay pitcher,
and a dead one touching the outside of a metal one.
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1. Unfinished wood D'72 are 221 tumah, unfinished metal n'72 are not

The next Mishnah states that what is tamei (i.e., susceptible to tumah) regarding wooden 0172 is tahor regarding
metal 0'73, and vice versa. A Baraisa explains: YU '72 %712 — unfinished wooden utensils are tamei, but [n'oIwa — flat
[wooden 0'72] are tahor. Unfinished metal 072 are tahor, and flat metal D'72 are tamei. Some examples of
“unfinished 072" include those which require polishing, adorning, planning, or lack a base or handle, but are usable
for their intended purpose. The Gemara asks why unfinished metal 02 are not 72 tumah. Rebbe Yochanan
explains: |"Iwy TI2371 7'RIN — because they are made for functions of honor, and are not considered usable until they
are complete. Rav Nachman says: D' [n'Tl 9'KIn — because their value is high, and are not considered functional
before achieving their full value. The Gemara says that a practical difference between these opinions is unfinished
DXV 71 — utensils made of bone, which are expensive, but are not used for dignified functions. [The Gemara
proceeds to prove that bone 022 are susceptible to tumah.]

2. Maaser obligations of bitter or sweet almonds

The next Mishnah states: DN DrTpwAa A"Nin— what is obligated in separating maaser in the case of bitter almonds
D'PINNAILY — is exempt in the case of sweet almonds, and vice versa. A Baraisa explains that regarding bitter
almonds, small ones are obligated in maaser while large ones are exempt (because they are generally eaten while
small, before they become too bitter). Regarding sweet almonds, the large ones are subject to maaser, while the
small ones are exempt (because people generally wait until they fully mature). Rebbe Yishmael bar Rebbe Yose
quoted his father as saying that both types of almonds (bitter and sweet) are exempt in maaser (when they are
small). In another version, he said both types are chayav in maaser (when they are large). Rebbe Yochanan explains
how large bitter almonds are considered edible: xn T v [pNN% 2121 '8N — because one can sweeten them
through roasting them on a fire.

3. Unfermented TN cannot be purchased with maaser sheni money, and disqualifies a mikveh

The next Mishnah states: ymnn X7w Tv TnnNn - “Temed” (a drink made by soaking grapeseeds in water) which has
not yet fermented T"wun Q011 NP'1 1I'N - cannot be purchased with maaser [sheni] money (i.e., money used to
redeem maaser produce), nijpnin NX 0191 — and it disqualifies a mikveh which lacks forty nN0 of rainwater. This TAn
is considered water, despite its wine flavor. After fermenting, it is considered wine, and may be purchased with
maaser money, and would not disqualify a mikveh. The Gemara objects from a Mishnah: nTna o'm nar tannn —if
one steeps sediments and pours a measured amount of water onto them, INTN 72 XXNI — and he later found the
same amount he originally put in, the Tanna Kamma exempts it from maaser (because it is water, since the
sediments did not increase its volume). Rebbe Yehudah obligates it in maaser, and assumes some of the water was
absorbed by the sediments, and was replaced with wine from the sediments. The Gemara assumes that the
Rabbonon always consider it water, even after it fermented, and Rebbe Yehudah always considers it wine, even
before it fermented; thus, neither Tanna agrees with our Mishnah!? Amoraim answer that the machlokes is only
where it fermented, and our Mishnah follows Rebbe Yehudah.

Siman — 25 Silver Wedding Anniversary

The cheapskate husband who thought his 25" silver anniversary gift of flat wooden D3 and unfinished

metal D021 was perfect because they are not nxniIv 72pn, was dismayed that his wife didn’t appreciate it when he
served small bitter almonds and large sweet ones that were "wyna 1'"n and a drink of unfermented Tnn that he
was unfortunately not allowed to purchase with maaser sheni monies.
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1. Tnn bought with maaser sheni money which later fermented

Rav Nachman said in Rabbah bar Avuha’s name: "wun Qo221 Inp7w TN — “Temed” (a drink made by soaking
grapeseeds in water) which one purchased with maaser [sheni] money (i.e., money used to redeem maaser
produce), y'ann Q10271 — and [the TAN] later fermented, "wun Nip — [the TNN] acquires maaser status. Although it
had not fermented at the time of purchase, XIn X1'9T U19N? XN7'N N2 — it is retroactively revealed that it was a
fruit product, since it was capable of fermenting. The Gemara objects that the previous Mishnah taught that only
fermented Tnn may be purchased with maaser money, but not unfermented Tnn. But perhaps if he would leave the
TN, it would later ferment (as the majority does)!? Rabbah answers that the Mishnah'’s case is where he retained a
cup of TAN, which did not ferment. Rava says that the Mishnah follows Rebbe Yochanan ben Nuri: a Mishnah states
that if three lugin of water, minus a mere 21017, was completed with a 210117 of wine or milk, it does not disqualify
a mikveh of less than forty nX0. Rebbe Yochanan ben Nuri says: nknn INXR 1710 '22n — everything follows the color
(thus, three |'a17 which includes milk would disqualify the mikveh). Here, since the Tnn appears and tastes like
water, he holds it cannot be purchased with maaser funds.

2. The age when a girl can be sold, and when she obligates 01y

The next Mishnah states: D1 |'N 121 w'w DIpn 72 — wherever there is a right of sale (i.e., a N1v), whose father can
sell her as an N"1av NnK), there is no fine (the fifty-shekel D1 paid by one who seduces or violates her), nipn 721
10N |'8 01 W'w — and wherever there is a fine (i.e., a mu3l) there is no right of sale (i.e., the father can no longer sell
her). Rav notes that this Mishnah follows Rebbe Meir, but the Chochomim hold there is a D1 at the same age as the
right of sale. In a Baraisa, Rebbe Meir says that a navp, until growing two niNuw, can be sold and does not obligate
01 if she is violated, and after she grows two ninuw, she does obligate D17 and cannot be sold. But the Chochomim
say: AMY TV TNX DI DY A NN NAvp — a minor girl, from three years of age until she becomes a full adult, N v
01 — does obligate a fine if she is violated, in addition to being able to be sold (while she is a nivp).

3. The nv'pn of Yom Tov on Nnaw 11y, and the n?Tan of Yom Tov on Naw INXIN

The Mishnah states: n?71an |'N NVU'pN W'Y DIpN 72 — wherever there is a horn blast, there is no havdalah, and
wherever there is N7720, there is no nu'pN. It explains that when Yom Tov falls on naw 11y, we sound a horn to
announce the approach of Shabbos, warning people to stop performing niax7n which are only permitted on Yom
Tov, but do not recite Nn77aN, since Shabbos has greater restrictions. When Yom Tov falls on naw 'xxin, we recite
n272n but do not sound the horn, since the departing day of Shabbos has greater restrictions than the entering day
of Yom Tov. In contrast to an ordinary Nnaw 11y, Rav Yehudah says that on Yom Tov, one blows a nuinn from within
the nu'pn, and Rav Assi says he blows a nu'ppn and nuINn with one breath. The Mishnah concludes that when
reciting the n712n from Shabbos into Yom Tov, one says "wTip? wTip |'2 2'1ann" — “Who separates between holy and
holy.” Rebbe Dosa holds one says "7ppn wTIp2 nn I 12" — “..between greater holiness and lesser holiness.”
Amoraim debate if this text is only said nnn'mnNa — at [the N212’s] conclusion, or even NNNMY1 — at its beginning,
but the halachah follows the first opinion.

Siman — Military Coup

The soldiers from the military coup who had bought Tnn with ¥ "wun money that later fermented, revealing it
had really been fruit all along, were examining it when they stopped to help a lost young girl and couldn’t tell if she
was of the age to be sold or receive a 01p, and then suddenly heard a nu'pn on Naw 11V 1L O, signaling them to
stop permitted nax”n and that there would be no n%Tan.
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Daf 27 — 1 71

1. Shechitah requires most of two D'1n'0 of an animal, and most of one |n'o of a bird

The second Perek begins: M2l IMv'NY NNn11 0w vl TAR bNIWN — if one shechts one pipe of a bird or both pipes
of an animal, his shechitah is valid, 1In1N2 TNX 2w 121 — and cutting most of one pipe is like cutting all of it. Rebbe
Yehudah requires cutting the |11 (the main blood vessels of the neck), and the Gemara will explain this to refer to
shechitah of birds. If one shechted half of one |n'0 of a bird, or one and a half 0'an'o of an animal, the shechitah is
invalid. The Mishnah’s term "vbniwn" implies that its shechitah is only valid Tau'Ta. But how can shechitah of two
D'IN'0 of an animal be T2V T2? What more should he cut? The Gemara answers that the Mishnah'’s expression refers
to shechting one |n'0 of a bird, indicating that n7nN21%, one should shecht both 0'an'o of a bird. Alternatively, the
Mishnah’s expression refers to shechting most of a |n'D, indicating that n7nNN2J%, one should shecht the entire |n'o.

2. ININD [0 N'AY ND'NYY? 1IN

Rav Kahana asked: INIXD [0 N'nw nD'NWYT |'I0 — from where do we derive that shechitah means cutting from an
animal’s throat? He suggests the passuk: 1pan |2 NX "bnwi" — and he shall slaughter the bull, which teaches: Dijpnn
Invn NWY — from the place where [the animal] bends, cleanse it by removing its blood. However, the Gemara
objects that perhaps it refers to cutting its tail, which is bent, or its ear, which it can bend!? Although we require
releasing wain DT — lifeblood, perhaps one should cut from the ear until reaching the wain o7!? Furthermore, from
where do we derive the various acts which invalidate shechitah, such as n'"nw — pausing!? Rather, these
disqualifications must be X1nx — known by oral tradition, and the requirement to shecht from the throat was
similarly passed down by tradition. Similar objections are posed to other suggested sources for shechting from the
throat, with the same conclusion. Rebbe Chiya provides another source: the Torah instructs to arrange all the parts
of a korban on the nam for burning, and specifically mentions arranging the head. The reason is that the head
uniquely was not skinned, ThIn 112w — because it was already severed during shechitah. This proves shechitah is
from the throat.

3. Fish do not require shechitah

Bar Kappara taught a Baraisa which notes that DT? nnina |'a Qv aMan 2'on — the Torah placed “bird” between
“animal” and “fish” in the opening passuk of the laws of kosher animals. Thus, a bird cannot require shechting two
D'IN'D, since it is also compared to fish; it cannot be exempt entirely from shechitah (like fish), since it is also
compared to animals. Therefore, we must conclude that birds require the shechitah of one |n'o. Fish do not require
shechitah, because a passuk which mentions the shechitah of cattle says about fish "qox'" — will be gathered,
implying that they require nothing more than being caught. A traveling Galilean once darshened: an animal, which
was created from the dry land, requires shechitah of both nan'o. Fish, which were created from the water, do not
require any shechitah. A bird, ppn n 8121w — which was created from mud (a combination of earth and water),
requires shechitah of one |n'0. Rav Shmuel of Kaputkiyah brought support for the fact that birds were created from
mud, which includes water: D212 DN'2202 NWpW N7 W' NIQIY NN — because birds have scales on their feet, similar
to the scales of fish.

Siman — Kazoo (Toy instrument children blow into that makes a buzzing sound)

When the custom kazoo maker finished explaining to his apprentices that the edge of the kazoo should be sharp
enough to cut most of the two simanim for a nnna and one for a bird, and that shechitah from the neck is na7
110N NwnNY, they took a break for a meal of fish that doesn’t need shechitah at all.
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1. mmn n quu? nonY

On the previous Daf, Rebbe Yitzchak ben Pinchas said: ninn |n qiu? no'nw '8 — there is no law from the Torah
requiring shechitah of birds by cutting the 0'1n'0; rather, tearing or stabbing them suffices (however, shechitah is
required |320TN). He darshens "awi" — he shall pour out (the blood) to teach: o 8n2ua Na'awa — merely pouring
out its blood is sufficient for slaughtering it. The Gemara eventually concedes that this question is a machlokes
Tannaim. Rebbe Elazar Hakkapar the Great darshens the Torah’s comparison between D'wTpIinn 2109 — disqualified
korbanos which were redeemed and 'axI 7'~ — a deer and a hart to teach that non-domesticated animals require
shechitah just as disqualified korbanos do, MmN N2TN NL'NW 17 'R QIVI — but a bird has no shechitah requirement
according to Torah law, D910 N2 N7X — only by Rabbinical decree. Rebbe darshens: "1mix 1wxa..nnan" — and
you shall slaughter...as | have commanded you, N1pn V1 DWIN 2V NWN NILXIW TN — this teaches that Moshe was
orally commanded regarding [shechting] the trachea and esophagus, qIva TAX 1N V1 — and about cutting most of
one pipe of a bird, NnnN11 0w 1N VI — and about cutting most of two pipes of an animal.

2. Can the “one |n'0” requirement of birds be either |n'0, or specifically the vwn?

The Mishnah taught that shechitah of one |n'0 is sufficient for a bird. Rav Nachman says: naj IX bWl IN — either the
esophagus or the trachea qualifies. Rav Ada bar Ahava says: naj» X721 bwil - he must specifically shecht the esophagus,
and not the trachea, and the Mishnah’s term "TnX" means "TnIM" — the special pipe. The vbwil is the more critical
|n'O, since even a tiny hole in the bwil renders the animal a N9, whereas only a mostly cut najp does. A Baraisa
states that melikah of a qlun NXLN can be performed on either |N'D, apparently disproving Rav Ada bar Ahava.
However, the Gemara suggests that melikah is different, since the spinal cord and neck bone are also cut during
melikah. Therefore, the Gemara presents an incident about a duck in Rava’s house whose neck was stained with
blood. Rava wondered how to examine the bwii for fatal injuries, since the bwil must be examined from the inside,
and if they shecht it first, they may shecht through a fatal hole in the bwil. Rava’s son suggested examining the niap
externally and shechting it, and examining the bwil internally afterwards, and Rava approved. This proves that one
may shecht either |n'o of a bird.

3. Is 21n2 nxnn v nxnn?

Rav says: 211N nxNn v nxNn — shechting a |n'o until it is half-cut and half-uncut is like having shechted most of the
In'0, and is a valid shechitah. He explains: nwn% Xanm 07 1K a0 — Hashem said thus to Moshe: "~an Aamwn 7" —
“Do not leave most of the |n'o uncut” (but cutting half is sufficient). Rav Kahana says nxnn %v nxnn is not 1N2, and
explains: nwN% XanM N2 MK 12N — Hashem said thus to Moshe: "8an vinw " — “Shecht most of the n'0” (not merely
half). Although the Mishnah clearly states that shechting half a |n'o is invalid, Rav can explain that our Mishnah’s
ruling is |227TN, X279 TAUNY? MN K7 XN2T — lest one may not come to [cut] even half the |n'0. On the next Daf, Abaye
concludes that all Amoraim agree that 2112 12'X nx¥nNn 2V nx¥nn, and their machlokes concerns a completely different
subject.

Siman - Strong Man

The strong man who used to tear birds with his bare hands because he thought nv'nw wasn’t required from the
Torah, but then learned it was from the passuk “Inx "wNa...nnat,” watched a shochet teach that you can cut
either siman, not specifically the bwii, and then choose his son for the live demonstration who was strong enough
to cut more than half a siman since 2112 1'® nxnn %V nxnNn.
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bwil, and then choose his son for the live demonstration who was strong enough to cut more than half a siman since nxnn v nxnn
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Daf 29 — VD 7T

1. Shechting 11N of a |n'o applies equally to |'71n and D'wTp

The Mishnah on Daf 27a stated twice that shechting most of one |n'0 of a bird, and most of two D'21n'0 in an animal,
is a valid shechitah. Rav Hoshaya explains that one clause refers to animals which are chullin, and the other refers to
kodashim (i.e., korbanos). Both are necessary, for had the Mishnah only taught the law of chullin, one might think
that most of a |n'0 only suffices for chullin, because he has no need for the animal’s blood, but regarding kodashim,
JMIX NIN DT7T — where he needs the blood for np™T on the Natn, perhaps shechting most of the |n'o is insufficient.
Had the Mishnah only taught kodashim, one might think that shechting 2N of the |n'0 is only necessary for
kodashim, since the blood is needed, but for chullin, perhaps shechting half would suffice. Therefore, the Mishnah
taught that shechting most of the |n'o applies to both. Amoraim say that the Mishnah'’s first clause refers to
kodashim, and the second clause refers to chullin, based on five different proofs.

2. Machlokes if qio TUI n2nNn no'NWY naw!

Reish Lakish quoted Levi the Elder saying: 9101 K78 nL'NWY? NI'N - shechitah is only [considered shechitah] at the end
of the procedure. Rebbe Yochanan says: q10 TvI n7'nNn nU'NW7 mw' — shechitah is [considered shechitah] from
beginning to end. Rava clarifies that where a non-Jew shechted one |n'0 and a Jew shechted the second |n'o, all
agree the shechitah is invalid, since the n"1Dy already made it a n9"Mv. Similarly, if one performs melikah of one |n'o
of an quyn N1y below the X17'0n VIN and the other above it, all agree it is invalid, since he performed a full
melikah procedure of a Iy NXLN below. Rava says they argue where one shechted one |n'o of a bird korban
outside the Mikdash, and the other n'o inside the Mikdash. However, Rav Yosef said that in this case, all agree one
is 2"'n for shechting a korban outside the Mikdash, since he performed a full melikah of a qIyin NnxVN outside.
Therefore, the Gemara concludes that they argue where one shechted a minority of the 0'In'o outside the Mikdash,
and completed the shechitah inside. Rebbe Yochanan considers the entire procedure part of the shechitah, and he is
liable for shechting yina, and Levi the Elder holds he is exempt, because it is only considered shechitah at the end,
which was inside the Mikdash.

3. Which people involved in a disqualified nnIT® ma become tamei?

Rebbe Yochanan is challenged from a Mishnah: q1o TuI n7nnn M92 |'piovin 72 — all those involved in the procedure
of the parah [adumah], from beginning to end, are Xnvn their clothing (and bodies), and can disqualify the ma
NNITR by performing another task simultaneously. If the ma became invalidated during the shechitah, then
someone involved is not Xnon his clothing, whether he was involved before or after it was invalidated, because he
was not involved with a legitimate "nniTy Ma". However, if the Ma became disqualified during the NNt — sprinkling
of its blood, then someone involved before the invalidation is Xnbn his clothing (since it was a properly shechted
nNITN Ma), but someone involved after the invalidation is not Xnbn his clothing. According to Rebbe Yochanan, who
considers every part of the shechitah as shechitah, the same distinction should apply to invalidated shechitah, that
someone involved before the invalidation should be xnon his clothing!? Rava replied that a ruined shechitah is
different, 772 N'n NL'NY IN?T V19ON7 KNI 'N2ART — because it is retroactively revealed that [the initial cutting] was
not actually shechitah at all.

Siman — Cot

When some Kohanim came into the Mikdash carrying a korban on a cot the Kohen in charge who explained to them
that it’s enough to shecht 1 of the simanim even by kodshim where the DT needs to be extracted, and even
though they shechted one siman outside they are not 2'n for yin 'vINW because 1017 N7X NL'NWY |'R, was
relieved to hear that the nnIT8 M9 was disqualified during shechitah and not zerikah so the Kohen who touched
his korban didn’t make it xnv.

Rav says that if one shechts a |n'0 in two or three places, the shechitah is valid. However, when Rav Yehudah related
this ruling to Shmuel, he said: ¥2'21 nUI19N NL'NY |2'W1 — we require a wide-open exposed shechitah, and there is
not in this case (although one cut severed most of the |n'D, the other cuts prevent this valid one from fully opening).
Rebbe Shimon ben Lakish brought a source that shechitah must be "nui1an": 121 nmn Da1w? "viNw" yn — their
tongue is a sharpened arrow; it speaks deceit (an arrow cuts in only one place, which opens wide). Shmuel is
challenged from a Mishnah stating that if two people each hold a knife and shecht, one above the other, the
Shechitah is valid. Since the shechitah is in two places, it will not be nulian!? Rebbe Yirmiyah answered that that
Mishnah’s case is where two people used one knife and shechted (holding the knife at an angle, so the shechitah is
described as one shechting above the other). The Gemara relates an incident where an ox was shechted in two or
three places, and Rav Yitzchak bar Shmuel bar Marsa came and took from the choicest meat, ruling it permitted.

2. D'IN'O LIVNA IV NN T'YNN

Rav said: Ip0al |n'07 |n'0 |12 20N NX 17NN — if one “burrowed” the knife between one pipe and the other pipe and
cut [the inner |n'0] and then removed the knife and cut the outer |n'o from the outside, the shechitah is invalid.
Although a Mishnah teaches that nT7n invalidates shechitah, one might have thought this is only where he shechts
the |n'o outwards from the burrowed position, but not where he shechts inwards, which is the normal direction of
shechitah. Rav therefore teaches that this is also invalid, since the knife was burrowed. According to Rav Yehudah,
Rav also said that if he burrowed the knife 11un NNN — under the skin and shechted the b'an'o normally (inwards), it
is likewise invalid. However, the students of Rav Yehudah'’s yeshiva quoted Rav saying he did not know if the
shechitah is valid in this case (since he did not burrow under the 0'1n'0). The Gemara asks, according to this second
version, N*20n nnn — if he burrowed the knife under a cloth tied around the animal’s neck, is the shechitah valid? Or,
if he burrowed it under 1a1on X — entangled wool, is it valid? Rav Pappa asked, 0'an'o viv'na 77nn —if he
burrowed it during the final minority of the pipes, is it valid? These questions are all left unresolved.

3. (nOT) NNX N12 NN NN TN

The next Mishnah states: NNx N12 wXIN NX TN — if one chopped off the head with one stroke (by pressing with
force against the neck), the shechitah is 7104 (this is the disqualification of "noT" — pressing). If he was shechting
normally (with a sawing motion) and chopped off the head with a single forward or reverse stroke, N1 |'201 W' DX
ANIX — if the knife is as long as the neck’s width beyond the animal’s neck (i.e., it is two neck-widths long), it is valid.
However, this is only required in a case X'an X71 71"2Inw — where he moved the knife forward but did not move it
backward, or the reverse, but if he moved it back and forth, XInw 22 "ax — even the most minimal size blade, even a
razor, would produce a valid shechitah. Shmuel says the source disqualifying a “pressing” motion is the passuk: yn
127 NN D2IWY? "vinw" — their tongue is like a sharpened arrow; it speaks deceit. Like an arrow, shechitah must be
performed in a drawing motion. In Rebbe Yishmael’s yeshiva they said qwni 28 bnwi '8 — the implication of the
passuk “and he shall slaughter” is only “and he shall draw,” as in the passuk vinw ANt — drawn-out gold, as well as
the passuk quoted by Shmuel.
