The Mishnah on Daf 42a taught that nin 2w onp 1p1 — if the membrane of the brain was punctured, it is a naMv.
Rav and Shmuel say this refers to NnN7'v Nmj» — the upper membrane, even if the lower (inner) membrane was not
punctured. Others say NNNN 2'pA'RT TV — it is not a tereifah until the lower membrane is also punctured. Bar Kappara
identifies where the brain ends and the spinal cord begins: NiNJ [IT2 M Tpaw nn 72 NN — regarding the brain,
whatever is inside the cranium is considered like the brain (and is a tereifah with even a minimal hole). J1wn? 2'nnn
MTWN LIND |IT2 — From where [the brain] begins to extend beyond the cranium, it is considered like the spinal cord
(and only a mostly severed membrane is a tereifah). Rebbe Yehoshua ben Levi explains further: w719 1w "2
MTPN 9 v 'N2IN — there are two bean-shaped structures lying at the cranium’s opening. Whatever is from the
“beans” and inwards is considered the brain, and whatever is outside the “beans” is considered the spinal cord. But
that which is parallel to the “beans” themselves, he does not know, but it is reasonable that it is considered inside
the cranium.

2. 2% nap 1990 N2 A%n A

The Mishnah taught that 197n na7 270 apa — if the heart was punctured into its chamber, the animal is a nan.
Rebbe Zeira asked if this refers even to |bp 1770 N2 — a small chamber of the heart, or only to 71Ta 1970 na —its large
chamber. Abaye attempted to prove it means the large chamber, but his proof is rejected, and the Gemara
concludes that the expression should also include a smaller chamber. Amoraim debate the status of 270 nap — the
pipe of the heart. Rav says it is a tereifah Inwn2a — with even a minimal hole, and Shmuel says 122 — when its
majority is severed. Rav defines the "12n nap" as NIN9T 'ax 2uw 17N — the fat that is on the walls, which is explained
to refer to the walls of the lungs, i.e., the pipe which runs between the lungs and connects to the heart cavity (the
aorta). When Rav’s ruling was reported to Shmuel, he commented: Xax InN 20 ' — if this is what “Father” (Rav)
said, D172 X71 N9 VT X7 —then he does not know anything at all about tereifos!

3. po2Iw MTYN LIN

The Mishnah taught that if the spine was broken and the spinal cord was severed, it is a n9"v. In a Baraisa, Rebbe
says: 121121 p09IY MTWN DIN — it is a tereifah if the spinal cord was mostly severed, but Rebbe Yaakov says 2j'a 17'an
—even if it is merely punctured, it is a tereifah. In practice, Rebbe ruled stringently like Rebbe Yaakov, but Rav Huna
said the halachah does not follow Rebbe Yaakov. The definition of the spinal cord’s majority is debated: Rav says it
means NIV 2N — most of its “skin” (i.e., the meninges surrounding the nerves), and others say Inin 1N — most of its
nerve tissue. According to this second opinion, it is certainly a tereifah if most of its “skin” is severed, because the
nerve tissue will decay and fall out. Regarding the first opinion, that Rebbe’s ruling was about the majority of its
“skin,” Rav Huna said that it is irrelevant whether the nerve tissue itself is severed. Rebbe Yehoshua ben Levi ruled
that 70nna — if [the nerve tissue] was liquified, which is defined as |IN'pa 19waw 72 — where it pours like a jug of
water, it is a tereifah. ononna — If it was only softened, defined as TINV? 212" 12'Rw 72 — where [the spinal cord]
cannot stand on its own, it is passul.

The Mishnah taught that if D172 1300 'MW X271 7220 Y01 - the liver was removed and nothing remains from it, the
animal is a n9Mv. This implies that if any does remain, even less than a n'1], it is kosher. This contradicts a Mishnah
on Daf 54a, which states that it is kosher if a n'1a of the liver remains!? Rav Yosef answers that this reflects a
machlokes: Rebbe Chiya N7 p" T — would throw away [an animal’s liver], and did not consider it healthful, because he
considered it a less vital (and thus less nutritious) organ. Therefore, he holds that an animal can survive with even
less than a n'ma of the liver. In contrast, Rebbe Shimon bar Rebbe N2 7'avn — would dip it and eat it, considering it a
more vital (and thus more nutritious) organ. Therefore, he requires a n'm of the liver to remain. A siman to
remember their positions is |'"xnjm |'wy — the wealthy are thrifty (i.e., Rebbe Shimon bar Rebbe, who was wealthy,
would not discard the liver). Amoraim argue if this remaining n'1a of the liver must be mn nijpna — at the place
where the liver is attached to the gallbladder, or n'n X'Nw DIpNA — in the place where it lives (i.e., where it is
attached under the kidney). Therefore, Rav Pappa requires a Nn'1a in both locations.

2. Examining X¥IINT NN — a lung which makes a hissing noise

The Mishnah taught that napaw nxMn — a lung which is punctured makes the animal a nanv. The Gemara says that
if only the outer membrane is punctured, |20 nNNN — the lower membrane protects the lung and the animal is
kosher, because Rabbah said that even a lung found without any outer membrane is kosher. If only the inner
membrane is punctured, Rav Acha and Ravina argue if the outer membrane can protect the lung, and the halachah
is that it does protect the lung. This is based on Rav Yosef’s ruling about NwINT NN — a lung which makes a hissing
noise. If the source of the noise is known, we place on it a feather, spittle, or straw. Xxaxan '8 — if it bubbles, it is a
nan (because air is escaping), and if not, it is kosher. If the source of the noise is unknown, we bring a basin of
lukewarm water, N2 X1'n911 — and we inflate [the lung]. If it bubbles, it is a N9 (because the outer membrane must
also be punctured), but if not, it is kosher, because only the inner membrane is punctured, and not the outer
membrane.

3. NN¥pPN W'Y AN

Rava said: nnxpn nwaw NN — a lung which dried up partially is a nan. Rav Pappa quoted him defining this as '
[N19x2 Nanw — so that it crumbles when pressed with a fingernail. The Gemara asks if this definition only follows
one Tanna’s opinion, because in a Baraisa defining what is considered “dried up” regarding the ear of a bechor, the
Tanna Kamma says: DT N9'D NN'NXIN NA'RI 1PN ORY — that when [the ear is] pierced, it does not emit a drop of blood,
but Rebbe Yose ben Meshulam says it has dried to the point that it crumbles when pressed with a fingernail.
Apparently, Rava’s ruling follows this latter opinion. The Gemara answers that the Rabbonon may agree with Rava.
Regarding the ear of a bechor, Xj)'T N2 D"7W KT — where the air impacts it, X2 RYTN N2 — it will not return to health,
and a lesser degree of drying is considered “dried out.” In contrast, the lung, which is not exposed to the air, can
return to health, and is not considered “dried out” unless it is dry to the point of crumbling under a fingernail.

When the animal’s underside is facing a person (and is suspended
from its hind legs), there are three on the right side, and two on the left. 9*2n Ix 1 IN 10N — If a lobe is missing or extra or the
number of lobes on each side is reversed, it is a tereifah (a superfluous lobe is a tereifah because 'nT 21012 "N' — something extra
is like something removed). A case of an extra lobe came before Mereimar, and Rav Acha, who was sitting at the entrance of
Mereimar’s house, asked the butcher how Mereimar had ruled. When he replied that Mereimar had permitted it, Rav Acha told
him to bring it back in. When he did, Mereimar said, “Go tell the one sitting at the entrance that the halachah does not follow
Rava regarding an extra lobe,” and it is kosher. However, this is only 1INT X1T2 Xn"')T — where [the extra lobe] is in the row of the
lobes, 11121111 92N — but if it is between the rows, it is a tereifah. A case of an extra lobe “between” the rows of lobes came before
Rav Ashi, and he intended to declare it tereifah, but was told it was common to all rural animals, provided it is underneath the
lungs.

2. Discolored lungs (and Rebbe Nassan’s guidance for n7'n of discolored infants)

Rava said that a lung which is (blue) like eye-paste is kosher, but if it is (black) like ink, it is a tereifah, because it indicates a
redness which further decayed and turned black. njpin' — If it is greenish, or if it is nnITN — reddish, it is kosher, based on incidents
with Rebbe Nassan. He reported that he once traveled across the sea, and a woman, who had circumcised her first two sons and
they had died, brought her third son to Rebbe Nassan. He saw that the infant was red and told her: InT12 U%2'w TV 17 1NN M2 -
My daughter, wait with him until he reabsorbs his excess blood, and then circumcise him. She did, and the child lived. In a similar
incident, he observed that the third infant which was brought before him was greenish, and he did not have “blood of the nna”
in him. He told the woman: InT 12 219'w TV 17 1NN ‘"M — My daughter, wait with him until his blood comes in fully. She did, and
the child lived. In both incidents, the children were named “Nassan the Bavli.” The Gemara adds that a lung which is (yellow) like
an egg is a tereifah, and is only kosher when it is (green) 'm22 — like a leek.

3. (01922n jnon) [IN'H N1awIY AN

Rebbe Yochanan said: |In'j72 n2awaw nXM — a lung which dissolved and can be poured like water in a jug is kosher. This proves he
holds [nON NnmMw N7 0119an |Non — an internal deficiency is not considered a deficiency (because this lung, which was formerly
full, is now half-empty, allowing its dissolved material to be poured back and forth). This is challenged from our Mishnah, which
stated: "oNw IX NApIW NRNN — a lung which is punctured or deficient is a tereifah. Since an external deficiency is by definition
also “punctured,” the case of “mon” must refer to an internal deficiency, yet it is ruled a tereifah!? The Gemara answers that the
Mishnah actually refers to an external deficiency, and is teaching that although Rebbe Shimon says a punctured lung is not a
tereifah unless it is punctured into the bronchi, he agrees that a deficiency is a tereifah. Rava qualifies when a dissolved lung is
kosher: ni19no m"pT RINIL = that is only where the bronchi remain. Rav Ashi explained how to determine if any of the bronchi
dissolved: we pour the lung’s contents into a glazed earthenware basin; if it has "i'n 'p"MIw — white streaks (indicating a dissolved
bronchus), it is a tereifah, but if not, it is kosher.

1. A lung which was stuck to the chest wall ("~21'0") — whether there is a concern for a puncture

Rav Nachman said: |9177 namon nx" —if a lung was attached to the chest wall, N7 'wwIn |'N — we are not concerned
[that the lung was punctured] and the leaking fluids caused the adhesion, rather, we assume the chest wall was
punctured. 0'nnX NN2un — If blisters developed at the adhesion, we are concerned the lung was punctured. Avimi
said that in both cases, we suspect that the lung was punctured. Rava reported how to determine the puncture’s
location: we separate the lung from the wall with a thin knife; if there is a XNy — defect in the wall, we attribute
the adhesion to a puncture in the wall, and the animal is kosher. If not, the lung may be punctured. Rebbe
Nechemiah brei d’Rav Yosef would examine the lung by placing it inflated into lukewarm water (Rashi says he was
acting stringently where a defect was found in the chest wall). Others say this examination was performed regarding
Rava’s ruling: '7T0% |2M0T NANMT 1IN 'MN 1N — if these two non-adjacent lobes of the lung were attached, 107 N2
MIWIN? NNIP'TA — they do not have an examination which can permit the animal, and it is a tereifah. According to
this version, Rebbe Nechemiah would permit it after examining it in water. However, this version is refuted.

2. When the chest wall can seal a hole in the lung

Rav Nachman ruled that if o'nnx — blisters developed at an adhesion between a lung and the chest wall, we are
concerned the lung was punctured and it is a tereifah. The Gemara objects that Rav Nachman said: |21T1 n2paw nxM
mMwa nnnNIo —if a lung was punctured and the chest wall seals [the hole], it is kosher. Why, then, would he rule
that a lung which is attached to the wall is a tereifah where it appears the lung was punctured, since it is sealed by
the chest wall? The Gemara answers: XN'21 DIpNA DNN — there, the chest wall can seal a punctured lung where it
adhered to the wall in the place of growth, i.e., where the lung naturally lies against the wall, so the seal will likely
remain. When the adhesion is not in a place where the lung is naturally against the chest wall, the seal will not
remain effective. The “place of growth” is defined as 1INT '2IN'N — at the separation of the lobes. Ravina qualified
where the chest wall can be an effective seal for the lung: X1w211 7'207 NNl — it is only where [the seal] is enmeshed
within the meat between the ribs.

3. NINM2 NINXMWY DNN

Amoraim discuss: N2 NXXNIW bNn — if a needle was found in the lung, and there is no discernible hole, some
Amoraim ruled it kosher, while others ruled it tereifah. The Gemara first suggests that they argue if n'19an |non
|non nmw — an internal deficiency is considered a deficiency, because the metal needle eventually eats away at
some of the internal lung tissue. However, the Gemara concludes that all agree that a D'a91n |Inon is not considered
a deficiency, and their dispute is about a different question: the lenient opinion holds that [since there is no
discernible hole], we assume 'NNKI DA X119ND — [the needle] entered through the vessels [of the lung] after going
down the trachea, without puncturing the lung. The stringent opinion assumes that 'NNNI 2'1 121 — it came by
puncturing the digestive tract and lung after being swallowed through the esophagus. Although Rav Nachman ruled
that 2'pa'NT NNNT K190 — if a bronchial tube of the lung was punctured, it is a tereifah, and this needle must have
punctured a bronchial tube to reach the lung tissue, that is only where it was punctured against the adjacent tube,
but a puncture elsewhere is sealed by the lung tissue.

The Gemara asks: NN2DT N'T' NUNWANT X2'N AR NAPANR — if the lung was found punctured in a place which the
hand of the butcher handles, and the hole may have been made by the butcher after shechitah, |291 X7 IX [2'91 — do
we attribute the hole to the butcher’s handling, which was after shechitah, or do we not attribute it to him, and it is
a tereifah? The Gemara records Amoraim who held each way, and says the halachah is that we can attribute the
hole to the butcher’s handling. Rav Mesharshiya said this view is more reasonable, 112 [2'70 XNT — because we
similarly attribute holes found in intestines to a wolf which took the intestines after shechitah. Regarding Xnin—a
parasitic worm which punctured a lung, Rav Yosef bar Dosai and the Rabbis disagree whether we assume that 0TIp
wna no'nw — it exited and punctured the lung before shechitah (making it a tereifah), or we assume that it exited
and punctured it after shechitah. The halachah follows the latter view.

2. (0102 N211) N2 YI'on Nand YRune!

Rebbe Oshaya said that regarding the 27n which is on the na'p — abomasum (fourth stomach), Kohanim (who
receive the na'p as a gift for Kohanim) have the practice of permitting it, following Rebbe Yishmael’s teaching in his
ancestors’ name. The siman for this permit is: 1302 vron X121 78unw! — Yishmael the Kohen helps Kohanim. We find
him “helping Kohanim” in a Baraisa discussing 0'2n2 N1, where the passuk instructs Kohanim to bless "7xwr 12",
Rebbe Yishmael says this only teaches about the Kohanim blessing 78w 112, but the berachah for Kohanim
themselves is written in the later phrase: b21ax "INl — and | will bless “them,” meaning Kohanim. Thus, Kohanim
bless 787wt 1123, and NIn N2 wiTpn blesses Kohanim. Rebbe Akiva says that "DJ1ax 'aNI" means that the Kohanim
bless Yisroel, 0T 2V 020N RN N2 wWITPNIl — and Hashem affirms their [blessing]. According to Rebbe Akiva, the
source that Kohanim are blessed is the passuk 7'212n NNl —and | shall bless those who bless you. Rebbe Yishmael
“helps” Kohanim by placing their berachah together with Klal Yisroel’s. The Gemara presents the machlokes in which
Rebe Yishmael prohibits 270 which is on the |'pT - intestines, but permits 27n on the na'p, and Rebbe Akiva prohibits
both. However, the Gemara proves that these opinions must be reversed, and Rebbe Yishmael had merely quoted
his ancestors permitting it, but disagrees.

3. Can Nnv 27n seal a puncture?

Rav says: DNID 1INL 27N — permitted fat can seal a puncture and prevent the animal from becoming a tereifah, but
DNID 11'K KNL 17N — forbidden fat cannot seal a puncture. Rav Sheishess says that both can seal punctures. Rebbe
Zeira asked, according to Rav, if n'n 27n — fat of an undomesticated species of animal can seal a puncture. Does Rav’s
ruling apply to all permitted fats, and since all 27n of a n'n is permitted, it can seal a puncture, pTANT DIWN KN7TIN —
or perhaps Rav’s reasoning is because [permitted fats] adhere tightly to the surface and effectively seal the puncture,
whereas the 17n of a n'n which parallels the forbidden fats of a nnn2, although permitted in consumption, do not
adhere to the surface? Abaye wondered: n'7 'vam xn — What is his question? pTnn X2 'PITAR 0228 MYT N1 —
Granted it is permitted in consumption, but it does not adhere tightly, and cannot seal effectively. A case of Xnb 17n
sealing a puncture was brought before Rava, who ruled there is no concern of tereifah, firstly, because Rav Sheishess
permitted it, and furthermore, 728! 9w D1INN 2V NoN MINN — the Torah is concerned for Yisroel’s money, so we
certainly may rule leniently. Rav Pappa objected: Rav forbids it, and it concerns an XN'"INT 1I0'X, and you invoke
NW Y D1INn v non MINn?!

Rav Shimi bar Chiya said: b"'vn 1111 D'9'pn — we may compare a puncture in the intestines to a newly-made puncture
to determine if the original puncture occurred before or after the shechitah. Rava once punctured intestines for
comparison, and they were not similar. His son, Rav Mesharshiya, came and rubbed the new punctures, and they
appeared similar to the original ones. He explained: 1T nmp7? M7 mpn N1 iwnwnn T nnd — How many hands
rubbed these original holes before they were brought before Master? Thus, a proper comparison requires rubbing
the new holes. Rava remarked: |an1' 1112 N191v2 N2 0N — My son is as wise regarding tereifos as Rebbe Yochanan!
Rebbe Yochanan and Rebbe Elazar say we may compare punctures in the nx™ to determine if the original puncture
occurred before shechitah. One may even compare holes from one row of lobes to another (not like Rava’s ruling),
but one cannot compare from a large lobe to a small one, or vice versa. Abaye and Rava says we may compare a
break or hole in the n1p to determine when it was made, and the Gemara discusses the details of this comparison.

2. What is the 'n1an 013?

The Mishnah on Daf 42a taught that if the '!n'19n 012 — inner paunch (first stomach) was punctured, or the outer 012
was torn, it is a tereifah. Amoraim give numerous definitions of the 'n19an 012: (1) 'ar7 810 — the cecum (the pouch
at the beginning of the large intestines). (2) X012T NININO'N — the “stomach” of the paunch (Rashi says he does not
know what this is). (3) Rebbe Yochanan was quoted as identifying it as 1X DIjJn — a narrow section in the 012, and
this is explained: nbn21 1xXMN [N — from where it narrows and downwards. (4) N7 12 'R DI — the place which
does not have wooly projections. (5) the last tefach of the bwil next to the 012. (6) Rebbe Yose bar Chanina is quoted
as saying that the entire 012 is considered the "n1an 012", and the "|Ix'nin ©12" is the flesh which covers most of
the ©12. (7) Rabbah bar Rav Huna says it is the "nnu1an", which means 'nab 'wv1a71 82'n — [the area] the butchers
expose when they slit the belly of the hanging animal open. This opinion was followed in 8UTIn3, and Ameimar
explained that all the other opinions are accommodated by this opinion (i.e., they are within the area of his
definition [except the fifth and sixth opinions]).

3. A tear in the [IN'nn D121 of a tefach in a “large” animal and a1 in a “small” animal

In the Mishnah, Rebbe Yehudah said, regarding a torn |IX'nin D12, that nav n721man — for a large [animal], the measure
is a tefach, NnaN21 nvpNI —and for a small [animal], the measure is with most of [the|ix'nin D11]. Rebbe Elazar says
that a “large” animal does not mean the very largest animal, nor does a “small” animal mean the very smallest
animal. Rather, XN 1N X721 NQL N2 VIPIw 70 — any case where a tefach [of the ©12] is torn and it is not yet most of
[the ©12], this is the “large” animal of the Mishnah, and wherever a tear of most of the 012 would be more than a
tefach, this is the “small” animal of the Mishnah. Geniva said in Rebbe Assi’s name: U701 M1 — if a hole the size of
a sela was cut out from the |IX'Nin D1, it is a tereifah, NQLN 2V TINUN NNNN DRW — because if it is stretched out into a
straight line, it would come to a tefach. This is clarified to mean larger than a sela, which Rav Yosef further defined
as enough room for three date pits coated with fruit residue to squeeze through, or without residue to easily pass
through.

Siman — Nonstop Flight

The passenger on the nonstop flight who showed his seatmate how to compare holes in the intestines by rubbing
on the new ones, stared at the man who thought he could stomach the video identifying the 'man 0121 as the area
the butchers expose when they slit the belly of the hanging animal open, but got horribly nauseous, next to the
man watching a video if a tear in the [IX'nn D12 needs a Nav or 2N to make it a nan.
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1. A needle found nioian na 1awa

A Baraisa states: NIDI2N N'a 'aIva NRxNIY bnn — if a needle was found in the thickness of the reticulum (a double-
walled bulge at the front of the paunch), if the needle only protrudes from one side (i.e., from the inner wall), it is
kosher, because the outer wall is presumably intact. If it protrudes through both walls, it is a tereifah if the puncture
occurred before the shechitah, which is determined as follows: DT LI N9V 8xN1 — if a drop of blood was found on
