1. Rebbe Yehudah says an unspecified minchah is a n10 nnan, which is "nTnI'n"

On the previous Daf, the thirteenth Perek began that if one says: [nwy "2u M0 — “It is upon me to bring an eV of
flour,” he must bring a minchah of one |Nwv. If he said "niNwY", he brings two NiNwv. If he specified a certain
number of NiINwY but forgot how many, he brings sixty niNwy, the largest possible amount. If one vowed to bring
“a minchah,” the Tanna Kamma says he may bring any of the five types mentioned in the Torah (n710, nann, nwmn,
ni7n, and |''iN). Rebbe Yehudah says he must bring a minchah of n710 — fine flour, NININAY NTNIM K'Y — for it is
the “distinctive one” among the menachos. A Baraisa explains Rebbe Yehudah’s opinion: n7nn 2mman 12 nnai 7'~in —
because the Torah opened the section about menachos discussing [a N210 NNin]. The Gemara proves this cannot be
his reason (if so, any 172 would be required to bring the first type mentioned in that section). Rather, he considers
NN N210 unique because 117 oW N2 N2 — it does not have a modifying name (i.e., the passuk simply calls it “a
minchah”), in contrast to other menachos. [The Baraisa’s “reason” above was merely a |n'0 to remember which
minchah Rebbe Yehudah requires.]

2. How many menachos brought if one cannot remember which type he said according to Rebbe Shimon

The first Mishnah of the thirteenth Perek taught that if one specified one of the five types of menachos, but could
not remember which, he must bring all five types. Rebbe Yirmiyah says this does not agree with Rebbe Shimon, who
says that one who vows to bring a 1120 naxn nNan — oven-baked minchah may bring some as Ni7N and some as
| (i.e., he does not consider them two different menachos, but variations of one minchah). According to Rebbe
Shimon, even if he holds all menachos are brought as ten loaves (rather than twelve), there are eleven possible
combinations of |'p'i1 and ni%n (all 'pN, nine 'P'p1 and one n7N, eight |''p1 and two NIYN, etc., until all ni7n and
no |''iM). Adding the other three types of menachos, he should bring a total of fourteen menachos, not five!?
Abaye explains that even according to Rebbe Shimon, only five menachos are necessary, because he holds 'anni m'n
—one may bring an offering and stipulate to offer it in a way that fulfills his obligation. Here, he brings ten |'p'p1 and
ten NI7n, and stipulates that whatever combination of |'p'p1 and ni7n he originally vowed should count towards his
obligation, and the remaining ones should be another voluntary offering.

3. Performing kemitzah on possibly mixed menachos in two D2

Abaye had explained that according to Rebbe Shimon, one can bring ten |'p'j1 and ten ni7n and stipulate to
accommodate all eleven possible combinations (using the remaining ten as another naT1). The Gemara explains how
the Kohen performs kemitzah on such menachos: he stipulates that if the original 711 was for a minchah of all ni7n,
and the |'p'p1 are a new NaT), or the reverse, then the kemitzah taken from the ni7n is for the minchah of nion, and
the kemitzah taken from the |'p'p is for the minchah of 'p'p0. But, if the original 112 was part |'p'p1 and part ni7n,
then |'p'pY NXNALNIZN NXNAKR N2 NIZNN KIXND KPT - “that which | separate from challos shall be for the [minchah
of] part challos part rekikin” (for the original 1T1), and the kemitzah taken from the |'p'jn shall be for the minchah of
part |''p part ni7n (the new naT). Although each minchah may consist of both |''p1 and ni7n, Rebbe Shimon
himself holds that kemitzah of either |'j'p1 or ni%n is sufficient for a minchah consisting of both.

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1. Machlokes if an unknown number of ninNwWY may be brought together, or as sixty menachos

A Baraisa elaborates on the machlokes taught in the Mishnah on Daf 104b: if one specified to bring a particular
number of DINWY but cannot recall the amount, and established that it should be brought in a single 173, the
Chochomim say he brings a single minchah consisting of sixty Danwy, thus covering every possibility. Rebbe says he
must bring all possible menachos from one |NWV to sixty, totaling one thousand eight hundred and thirty bnnwy.
Rav Chisda offers the first of four explanations of their machlokes: 272am xp mM1w7 |'210 01207 1NN — they are
arguing if it is permitted to bring chullin into the m1v. [He assumes it is forbidden to mix a mandatory minchah with
a naT.] Rebbe prohibits bringing chullin into the M1y, so bringing a single minchah is not an option. Rather, he must
bring sixty separate menachos ranging from one |NWV to sixty, stipulating that the correct amount should be for his
713, and the others should be niaTl. The Rabbonon hold he can bring sixty D1anwy in one 71 and stipulate that
whatever amount he vowed is his minchah, and the surplus flour should remain chullin.

2. Second explanation: they argue whether it is Nn2T122 naIn W% "MNIN

Rabbah says all Tannaim prohibit bringing chullin into the m1tv. Rather, W79 Xp N2T12 NAIN W7 MNINA — they are
arguing whether it is permitted to mix a mandatory [minchah] with a voluntary one (i.e., a prior 1T1 with a nam). The
Rabbonon permit it, so he may bring a single minchah of sixty Danwy and stipulate that any amount beyond his
original 1T1 should be for a naT1. Rebbe prohibits mixing the 111 with a N2, so he must bring sixty separate
menachos. In the Rabbonon’s method, he must perform kemitzah twice, once for the 772 and once for the naT. To
ensure each kometz does not include any flour from the wrong minchah, he stipulates that whatever comes into his
hand for the first kometz should be sanctified for the 1T, and all the flour of the second kometz should be for the
n2T). The Gemara then objects that burning both D'xnp should be problematic, since all sixty nianwy may be
needed for the 1T, and the other kometz being burned is actually n'w!? The Gemara answers: D'V DIY?7 In? p'onT
— that he burns [this second kometz] for the sake of firewood, because Rebbe Eliezer darshens that although it is
forbidden to offer om'w on the natn, that is only for "nin Nn" (i.e., as a n11jpn), but not as firewood.

3. One who donates wood, n1117, or precious metals

The next Mishnah states that one who says D'}V '2u Min — “It is hereby upon me to bring wood for the natn,” N7
|"1'TA 2w NINQ' — he may not bring less than two blocks of wood. If he pledged to bring n1127, he must bring at least
a kometz. The Mishnah details how much one must bring if he pledges to give gold, silver, or copper. If he pledged a
specific amount of a precious metal but forgot how much, he must bring enough of it until he can say maiana 127 X2
— “l did not intend this much.” In a Baraisa, the Tanna Kamma darshens D'XV |'2TaNNW — that we may donate wood as
an offering, which requires |"1'1a 1w (another passuk also mentions "0'xv |1p" — an offering of wood). Rebbe says
that a wood offering is a korban [minchah], nwan |"21VLI N7N |2IVLI — and they require salting and require bringing
close to the na1n, like every minchah. Rava adds that according to Rebbe, the wood of such an offering require
kemitzah. Rav Pappa adds that according to Rebbe, D'xV |'2"x DXV — the wood of this offering requires other wood
to burn them, like every minchah.

Siman - Tightrope Walker

The tightrope walker in the midst of bringing sixty different sized menachos across the line because he couldn’t

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1. Machlokes about the minimum offering of oil (nam1 nam |I7)

The next Mishnah states that one who pledges to bring an offering of wine must bring at least three |17, which is
the smallest amount of 0201 accompanying a korban. If one pledges an offering of oil, the Tanna Kamma says he
must bring at least one 217, but Rebbe requires three |217. The |21 before Rav Pappa explained the machlokes: the
Rabbonon hold nami namn |IT— derive the law from it and derive the parameters from it. Since the principle of
donating a |nw offering is derived from menachos, we also derive that just as a minchah requires a single a1, a jnw
offering also requires one 217. Rebbe holds mnxa pINI nam 1T — derive the law from it, but establish its parameters
according to its own place. Therefore, although donating a |nw offering is derived from menachos, we derive the
minimum amount of |nw from 0201 of wine, which are similar (in that they are brought on their own); just as D202
require three |17, a |nw offering also requires three |12. Rav Pappa explained the machlokes differently, but a
Baraisa supports the first interpretation.

2. Machlokes if one brought a bigger animal than his original 1T

The next Mishnah states that if one specified to bring [an n71v] from 7pa — cattle, but did not recall which type, he
must bring both possibilities, 221 19 — a bull and male calf. The Mishnah then details numerous other animals one
would be required to bring for broader possibilities (e.g., an n71v from “an animal,” or a shelamim, which can include
females). The Gemara wonders why, in the first case, he must bring both a 19 and an 7ay; let him bring a 1a alone,
which would even fulfill a 712 for an 72y, since a 19 is bigger!? It answers that this reflects the opinion of Rebbe from
the end of the Mishnah, which states: xx' N7 |bp X'2nI 721Ta — if one pledged to bring a large animal as a korban but
brought a small one, he did not fulfill his obligation. However, 7172 X'ani |bp — if he pledged a small one and brought
a large one, the Tanna Kamma says he is &xI', but Rebbe says he is not xxI'. The Gemara explains that the 8910 is
teaching that the above law (requiring to bring a 19 and 7av) is the subject of a machlokes Tannaim.

3. Why were there six boxes for niam in the Beis Hamikdash?

A Mishnah states: N2T17 nww — there were six collection boxes in the Beis Hamikdash for donated offerings.
Numerous explanations are given for why there are six boxes. Chizkiyah says they were for the six niax 'ma -
paternal houses of Kohanim (divided by the days of the week), which the Sages instituted nT DV NT DI7Y XN'W — so
there would be peace between one and the other. Since the skins of korbanos brought from these boxes were given
to the Kohanim of that day’s ax n'a, one AX N2 may receive more skins than another, leading to disputes. Therefore,
separate boxes were made for each ax n'a. Rebbe Yochanan says that since the donations were numerous, the
Sages instituted to have several boxes so the money should not corrode. Ze'iri says they were for a bull, a calf, a ram,
a lamb, a kid, and a goat (the six possible animals for an n71v): each of these korbanos has a particular minimum cost
(as taught in the previous Mishnah). One who donated any of these korbanos placed the requisite funds into its
particular box, whose funds would be used for that korban. Three more explanations are given for the six boxes, as
discussed on the next Daf.

Siman — Couscous

The man in the couscous restaurant that modeled itself like the Beis HaMikdash was so angry when they didn’t let
him have a one lug bottle of oil for his nesachim salad with his three lugin bottle of wine, and when he forgot
what he ordered for his olah special and made him take both a 19 and an 72y, that he didn’t leave a tip in any of
the six boxes for nedavos.

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1. What is done with 7172 |02 Yw naxn n'wy INIn?

Several Amoraim disagree about the law of 2"n2 2w Na'xn NM'wWY NN — the excess funds of the Kohen Gadol’s nnan
|'mian of one-tenth of an na'x of fine flour (i.e., money was designated for the 'n'an, but the flour decreased in
price, leaving excess funds). Because the |'n'an are called a nxvN elsewhere, some hold that its niNNIN are used for
112X N2TI — communal [olah] offerings, like excess funds of a nxLN. Others hold 2p' — [the excess money of the
|'mnan js left to rot; since it is not actually brought to atone for a Xbn, its money cannot be used for 11a'x NaT1. Rav
Nachman bar Yitzchak brings support for this second opinion: a passuk says that a XvINn NNin does not require N1117,
"N'n nrvN 1" = for it is a chatas offering, and Rebbe Yehudah darshens: NRLN NP MNX |'RENIRDN DNP RN =t is
called a chatas, but no other [minchah] is called a chatas; this teaches that the 2172 |02 2w naxn n'wy is not called
a nxoN, and does require N1127. Similarly, its excess funds are not brought for 11a'x N2, and are instead left to rot.

2. A single n21v which developed a Din can be redeemed and brought as two ni21v, and vice versa

The next Mishnah states that if one said "n%1v Nt uW" — this cow is an olah, and it developed a DIn, then x'a' X1 DN
DI I'NTA — if he wants, he may bring two with its redemption money. If two animals were designated ni71v and
became blemished, he may bring one n71v with their money. Rebbe prohibits doing so (but agrees that if he did, he
is XXI'), and the Gemara explains that he considers it similar to bringing a small animal when he donated a large one.
It adds that Rebbe argues in the first case as well. The Gemara asks that the previous Mishnah taught that if one
pledged to bring a 71w worth a ni1n and instead brought two animals, together worth a nan, he is not xxI'1? It
answers that where he said “D1 1w is a korban,” and it became a nIn %v3, he is exempt from his 171 as soon as the
N71V became a 0N %v2. In the earlier Mishnah, where he said "Iw 1'2u Mn" — it is incumbent on me to bring a Y, he
remains responsible to fulfill his 112 until he actually brings the korban he pledged.

3. One who is makdish “one of his animals” is makdish na' |'va

The next Mishnah states that if one says, wTpn 'wa1n TN — “one of my lambs shall be hekdesh” (as a korban), then
if he had two animals, the larger one is hekdesh. As the Gemara explains, w'Tpn nat |'va wrTpn — one who is makdish
does so generously, and we assume he intended to be makdish the better korban. If he had three animals, 1112
wTpn 0NAY — the middle one of them is hekdesh. The Gemara asks that this implies that one is makdish nu |'val!?
Shmuel explains that the Mishnah means we also consider the possibility that he may have meant the middle
animal, because it is N9 relative to the smallest (but the largest animal also certainly may be hekdesh). Because of
this doubt, Rebbe Chiya bar Rav says he must wait until the middle one develops a DIn, and transfers its kedushah
onto the larger one, so that the middle one is permitted, and the larger one is definitely hekdesh.

Siman - Pickpocket

The mischievous kohen who pickpocketed some 21Ta |n2 'n'an "nin and had to bury it, and his friend who
pickpocketed the money redeemed from one animal that was a DIn 2v2 and used it to buy two, were told that it’s
time to behave and they should donate one of their animals to hekdesh, which would mean their largest one
because w'Tpn na' |wa.
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The mischievous kohen who pickpocketed some 21Ta |n2 'm'an nin and had to bury it, and his friend who

pickpocketed the money redeemed from one animal that was a nin 9v2a and used it to buy two, were told
that it’s time to behave and they should donate one of their animals to hekdesh, which would mean their

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1. A1 to bring a korban in 11N N2

The next Mishnah states that one who vows to bring a korban must bring it in the Beis Hamikdash, and if he offered
it in 11N N2 — the Temple of Chonyo in Alexandria, he is not XxI'. However, if he said 1710 N'22 n1anpRw 21V v NN
— “It is upon me to bring an olah, to offer it in the Temple of Chonyo,” he still must offer it in the Beis Hamikdash, but
if he offered it in 1"3IN N2, he is &XI'. Rebbe Shimon says N71V IT |'X — this animal is not an olah at all, because the vow
was illegitimate. The Gemara asks about the second case: n70p 207 K — he has merely killed [the animal], i.e.,
sacrificing in "IN N1 it is not a valid offering at all!? Rav Hamnuna explains that his condition to “sacrifice” it in n1a
171N is tantamount to vowing NNIMNNA A''NNN K7W 1"V — “on condition | am not responsible for replacing it if it dies,”
since he has declared his intent to kill it. Rava explains differently: |'1an2 [T AT DTX — this man only intended to
bring a gift, not an actual korban, saying: XJN1D 1IN N'22 XD 'X — “If it suffices to bring it in 11210 n'a, | will bother to
do so, but not more than that.”

2. Machlokes about disqualifying a Kohen for four forms of idolatry

A passuk permanently disqualifies any Kohen who served idols from ever performing avodah in the Beis Hamikdash.
Rav Nachman and Rav Sheishess argued about four different forms of idolatry: (1) njp112 aaw — if [a Kohen] acted
mistakenly regarding throwing blood for avodah zarah, Rav Nachman says: nin'a N1 13121j) — his subsequent korban is
a pleasing aroma (i.e., accepted, after he repents), but Rav Sheishess says he is permanently disqualified. He holds
the passuk’s expression "|Iu 21w2n%" — a stumbling, an iniquity refers to two types of sin, Ttn and aIw. (2) T
no'nwa — if he acted intentionally regarding shechitah for idolatry, Rav Nachman says his subsequent korbanos are
accepted, because the phrase "Imw! 1WK" — because they served [idols] implies that only nin'w — service for idolatry
disqualifies Kohanim, and shechitah is not nN'w. Rav Sheishess says the Kohen is disqualified, because mwn nwwa
D'1212 NTIAYY? — he became an attendant of idolatry (but would not for shechting aawa). (3) If he bowed to an idol, or
(4) nTin — accepted an idol upon himself, Rav Nachman says his avodah is valid after repenting, but Rav Sheishess
says he is disqualified.

3. Machlokes if 1"1In N2 was idolatrous (the story of its origins, and the danger of prominence)

Tannaim debate if 1'31n N2 was a pagan temple: Shimon HaTzaddik instructed at his passing that his younger son 11210
should serve as Kohen Gadol after him. According to Rebbe Meir, his older brother 'wnw was jealous, and tricked
him into wearing feminine clothing to his inauguration, telling the Kohanim that 111n had vowed to his wife to wear
this clothing to his inauguration. The Kohanim sought to kill nin for the disgrace, and he fled to Alexandria, and built
an idolatrous altar there. The Sages said: if 'unw, who had not even obtained prominence, still plotted his brother’s
death out of jealousy, NnN2I NNJ NNX 2V N7 TI'N — one who actually obtains prominence, all the more so will act
destructively if removed! Rebbe Yehudah relates the story differently: 1"2in declined the position, leaving it for his
older brother 'unw. However, he changed his mind and plotted to have 'wvnw killed by having him dress in feminine
clothing to his inauguration (the reverse of the above version). However, 'wnw revealed 11n’s plot, and the Kohanim
sought to kill 11N, whereupon he fled to Alexandria and established a temple there, sacrificing b'nw Dw?9. The Sages
said: if Chonyo, nann mMaw — who originally fled from [prominence], eventually came to this tragic end, 712 wpann
NNJ1 NNJ NNK 2V N7 — then one who seeks to obtain prominence, all the more so!

Siman - Kit (Hatzalah kit)

The Hatzalah member who grabbed his kit and ran to treat the man who cut his finger while shechting an n1v in
1"1n N1 told a Kohen he found there doing a1wa npt that he can no longer serve in the Beis Hamikdosh and was
mesmerized by the mural depicting the story of how 1'21n n'a got started.
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The Hatzolah member who grabbed his kit and ran to treat the man who cut his finger while shechting an n%1v in n1a
11N told a Kohen he found there doing aaiwa npt that he can no longer serve in the Beis Hamikdosh and was
mesmerized by the mural depicting the story of how 1110 n'a got started.
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1. Learning Torah is considered like offering korbanos

A passuk says '"n¥7 wan 101N DIpn %21 — everywhere [there are korbanos] burned [and] presented for My sake.
Rebbe Yonasan darshens: these are the 0'nan 1N involved in learning Torah everywhere: 17'82 |02V I Nun
mey wani "1'opn — | consider them as if they were burning and presenting [korbanos] for My sake. Another passuk
blesses all servants of Hashem "ni%"72 'n naa o' TnIvn" — who stand in Hashem’s house at night, and Rebbe
Yochanan darshens: these are the 0'nan 17N involved in learning Torah at night, whom the Torah considers 17'82
NTIAV1 D'pIov — as if they were involved in avodah in the Beis Hamikdash. Reish Lakish says nnin? n7iw% mmn nxr"
"DWNYI NNLNYI — this is the law of the olah, the minchah, the chatas, and the asham teaches: 19'82 mINa poivn 72
DWNI NNDN NNIA 071V ANjpn — anyone who involves himself in learning Torah is as if he offered an olah, a minchah, a
chatas, and an asham. Rava darshens it that anyone involved in learning Torah does not need any of these offerings.
Finally, Rebbe Yitzchak says "Dwnn miun nxt" "nkonn MIN NRT" — this is the law of the chatas; this is the law of the
asham, teaches: NNDN 21PN 17'8] NRLN NMINA POIVN 72 — whoever involves himself in learning the Torah of chatas is
as if he has brought a chatas, and anyone who involves himself in learning the Torah of Dwx is as if he brought an
DWN.

2. DMWY 127 |'"12'W 11711 b'YANN TANRI N1INN TR

The final Mishnah states that the Torah uses the phrase "nina N nwN" — a fire-offering, a satisfying aroma by an
nnNa N71Y, as well as by an qlvn N7y, and also by a minchah. This teaches: 0'ynNN TNXI N2NN TNX — whether one
gives a lot or a little, his korban pleases Hashem equally, D'aw'? 127 |"1>'w Ta%21 — provided that he focuses his intent
towards Heaven. Rebbe Zeira darshens a passuk as a source for this principle: N2 DXI VYN DX TAIWN NIY NFZINN
DN — sweet is the sleep of the one who serves [avodah in the Beis Hamikdash, because he can sleep without fear],
whether [his korban] is a lot or a little, he will benefit [from its reward]. Rav Adda bar Ahava gives another source:
N'72IX 121 NAIVN NIDNA - as goods (i.e., korbanos) increase, so do those who consume them (Kohanim), |Inwd nnl
N'72v17 — “what advantage, then does the Master (Hashem) have, [except for what His eyes see],” that he brought
the korban with the right intentions.

3. InN2TNh DdaIX1Y

Rebbe Shimon ben Azzai quotes pesukim which demonstrate that Hashem does not need korbanos for eating.
Rather, He says: | did not tell you, “Shecht korbanos” so you should say: 121x1 nwy' 121¥71 nwWUKR — “I will do His will by
offering korbanos that He needs (and thereby “bribe” Hashem) so that He will do my will.” N7 D'NAIT DNN 1IX17 X7
D'NAIT DNK DJ2IXY? — It is not for My [benefit] that you are shechting; rather, it is for your [benefit] that you are
shechting, as the passuk says: InNATN D2IX17 — you shall shecht it for your will. Alternatively, this passuk teaches:
INAT D22IX17 — shecht it according to your will, meaning: INQT DONVT? — shecht it with your awareness, which Rashi
explains to mean that he must intend to shecht. This is the answer that Rav Huna gave to Shmuel’s inquiry: |'In
2109 XINW 0'WTA pounn? — from where do we know that if one is involved in a mundane activity and
unintentionally shechts [korbanos], that it is invalid? After darshening a passuk 1p2a |2 DW? NLD'NY NNNW — that
shechitah should be done for the sake of the young bull, Shmuel asked for the source that it is 22un, to which Rav
Huna responded with the above derashah from 1Innam D2121x1Y.

Siman - Gold Key Ceremony
At the Siyum Mesechta Menachos Gold Key Ceremony where a man who learned about a chatas was awarded the “I Brought a
Chatas” gold key together with a man who learned about an asham who was given the “l Brought an Asham” gold key, a poor
man who brought a minchah was presented with the ninn N nwn gold key because his kavana was towards Shomayim while
the Master of Ceremonies concluded the evening by saying that Hashem can’t be bribed by a gold key or a korban, and that we
shecht korbanos for our benefit.
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This is for bringing your minchah
with your kavanah towards Shomayim.

Even
Rebbe Yehudah, who considers one who vows and pays meritorious, only says so for one who said "It 0" — “This is
hereby [hekdesh],” where he is not responsible if the item is lost. However, saying "*2u nn" — “It is hereby upon me”
(which includes 1Nu-vows) is not commendable, since he remains responsible even if the item is lost.
