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1. One who brings two korbanos, even of the same type, requires two sets of D120

The Gemara asks why the Torah needed to write N2T12 "IN" 1T1 X79%. According to Rebbe Yoshiyah, who holds a
passuk is always needed to divide between items, this word tells us that 0201 are required for bringing a 1T or a
N2T1, without bringing both. According to Rebbe Yonasan, who holds a passuk is not needed to divide between
items, the word is needed because one might think TnT 02012 nO™M N1 1T M — if one brought a 172 and a NaT3,
it is sufficient with nesachim of one. The word "IN" teaches that he must bring separate 01201 for each korban. The
word "IX" is written three more times to teach progressively greater novelties: (1) Even if one brought an n21v and
07w which were both a 1M, or both a nam, two sets of 0201 are still required. (2) Even if one brings two ni71v, or
two 0'7w, one as a 171 and the other as a N1, two sets of 0201 are required. (3) Even if one brings two Ni%1v, or
two 0'7w, both as either a 771 or a NnaM, two sets of 0'201 are always required.

2. The nxvn and WK of a metzora require D20

The Mishnah on the previous Daf taught that although a nxbn and Dwx generally do not require 00, the nxvn
and DWN of a metzora do require D'20). A Baraisa teaches that when the passuk about a metzora’s korbanos
requires bringing a minchah, 1271 21IMJN NATN DY NNAN NNINA — the passuk is speaking about a minchah which
comes together with the korban, rather than an independent minchah. This is proven from the later passuk which
says NNINN NN N2IVN NIR N3N N2VUinl — the Kohen shall offer “the olah and the minchah,” implying that the minchah
is brought because of the olah. We derive that 0201 (of wine) are also required, from the passuk discussing D202
which says to bring a quarter of a |'n of wine for a 703, "TnXN w127 NAT7 IX N21Vn 2V" — for the olah, or the sacrifice,
or the one lamb. "n71V" refers to a metzora’s 71V, "NaT" refers to a metzora’s NnRLN, and Nat? "IN" alludes to a
metzora’s DWK, thus requiring wine 0'201 for all three. The Gemara proceeds to prove that the passuk refers to a
vINn’s korbanos, and not the NNvN and DWN of a nazir, nor the N1V brought by a woman who gave birth.

3. A "0a%9" requires 0201 like an '~

The Gemara asks why the passuk says 7'87 "IX" — “or” for a ram, and answers that it teaches that a "0379" requires
the same 0'201 as an 7', not like those of a wa121. A D279 is a male sheep in its thirteenth month, older than a w22 -
lamb, but younger than an 7'8 — ram. This answer fits with Rebbe Yochanan, who holds a Da%ais a "nm1" —an
independent entity (neither w121 nor 7'N), so a passuk is needed to teach which 0201 to bring. As a Mishnah states,
one who brought a Da7a (after vowing to bring either a w121 or an 7'X) brings 01201 of an 7'N, but it does not count
for his korban. However, Bar Padda holds in this case: 'anni mmn — he brings [0'201 of an 9'X] and stipulates (that if
the D279 is an 7'N, all the 0201 are for it, and if it is a w22, the surplus 0201 should be a voluntary offering), xj'aoT
NIN — because [a 0179] is a case of doubt (i.e., if it is a w21 or 7'N). The Gemara asks, according to Bar Padda, 710N
N'90 1217 N — is a passuk necessary to include a 790 to require bringing the 0201 of an 7'8?! The Gemara
concedes that it is definitely difficult according to Bar Padda.

Siman - Exit Sign (nx'x1)

As the man bringing two olos as nedavos left the nesachim store, under the Exit Sign with his two nesachim,
followed by the metzorah with his nesachim for his chatas and asham, a man entered with his thirteen month old
0279 which had an old exit sign in its mouth, to get nesachim similar to an 7'N, not a waa.

The next Mishnah states that all 7112xn N112p do not require semichah, except for the 712'x 7w 12T 070 19 and TWw
n7nwnn. Rebbe Shimon says that the 0a212 nT1av 1w (for 121 D7Vn of idolatry) also requires N2'N0. In a Baraisa,
Rebbe Shimon argues that n2'no is always performed by a korban’s owners, whereas the semichah of the 1w
nnwnn is performed by the Kohen Gadol!? Rebbe Yehudah (our Tanna Kamma) replies: 12 ['192N0 1721 1NN DTN —
even with this [N2nwnin 1'ww], Aharon and his sons are atoned (and are also “owners”). He says a hekesh compares
the N9 of 011N, 017, and DKWY, teaching: NNK N1927 171D WIN — they are all equated for one atonement,
specifically, the n19> of the n7nwnn ww for all aveiros. But Rebbe Shimon says that just as the "17'1 — confession
recited over the N7nwnn 1'ww is 192n for all (other) aveiros of non-Kohanim, so too the "IT'l over the 19 atones for
the Kohanim for all other aveiros, and they are not included in the n7nwnn 1'ww’s atonement. Rather, they are only
“equated” insofar as they are all atoned for all aveiros.

2. Machlokes if the n'a>1> NTIAY V'YW requires Nd'NoO

In the Mishnah, Rebbe Shimon disagreed with the Tanna Kamma and said that a 0'2212 NTIAV 1'WW requires NJ'ND. In
a Baraisa, Rebbe Yehudah darshens: 7190 w1 2u DT NX DU 2T 12N00I1 - the elders of the congregation shall lean
their hands on the head of the bull, teaching that only the 127 D7un 19 requires N2'MD, but not the NTIAV N'ww
D0'2212. In another Baraisa, Rebbe Yehudah says that the word "'"nn" — the live [goat] written about the nN7nwnin 1w
teaches that only this 1'ww requires Nn2M0, not 0'2212 NTIAY "'We). Rebbe Shimon replies that "1nn" teaches that
D'2212 NTIAV WY do not require semichah by Aharon (like the Nnwnn 1'ww), but they do require semichah by the
D011, who are owners. [The Gemara will later present Rebbe Shimon’s source that 1"V "' require semichah.] The
Gemara asks why Rebbe Yehudah needs a passuk to exclude D212 nTIay N'ww from semichah, since Ravina taught
above that 11232 NIaMO M Nma — there is a tradition that there are two cases of semichah required for a
communal korban, and this is not one of them!? It answers: Xn7u1 X0 — it is merely an XNJnNOKX, but no passuk is
actually necessary.

3. Bechor, maaser, and pesach do not require n2'no

The Mishnah concluded that all T'n' nI12j? require semichah, except for bechor, maaser, and pesach. A Baraisa
darshens the word "1121p" — his sacrifice written three times in the pesukim about 07w to exclude these three
korbanos from semichah. The Baraisa explains that without a derashah, they all should have required semichah
based on a kal vachomer from n'n%w: If a shelamim, bmn NYITH |'RW — whose sanctity is not from the womb,
requires semichah, then a bechor, which is wiTp from the womb, certainly should have required semichah. And if a
shelamim, DN"INN71 DN1I97 'WTN 'Y — which does not sanctify something before and after it, requires semichah,
then maaser, which sanctifies the animal before and after it (if one mistakenly designated the ninth as “tenth,” the
tenth as “ninth,” and the eleventh as “tenth,” they are all wiTp), certainly should have required semichah. Finally, if
shelamim, which one is not required to bring, requires semichah, then pesach, which is a requirement to bring,
certainly should have required semichah. The Gemara objects that none of these korbanos could have been derived
from shelamim, which requires D201, and waving of the piwi nTn!? It concludes that these derashos are a mere
NNINON.

At the semichah training course held inside a giant turtle-shell building, where a Kohen Gadol was practicing doing
semichah on a N"YNwnn 1'Ww for eating turtle soup, and two DpT were doing semichah on a N1 NTIAV 1YW for
Beis Din paskening it was mutar to bow down to a giant turtle idol, three men bringing a A"wun 113, and noa
were turned away and given turtle shaped “No n2'no" signs.

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1. Machlokes if a wni' performs semichah and makes ninn

Rav Chananyah taught a Baraisa in Rava’s presence: JnI0 12'K wNI' — an heir does not perform semichah on a korban
he inherited; M™m 11'8 wI' — an heir cannot effect temurah. Rava asked him that the Mishnah on the previous Daf
states the opposite: IO wI'n — an heir performs semichah, '2701 NX N'aNI — he brings its nesachim, "nmI — and he
effects temurah!? Rav Chananyah asked if he should reverse his Baraisa’s text, but Rava explained that the Baraisa
reflects Rebbe Yehudah’s opinion from a recorded machlokes. Rebbe Yehudah darshens that one only performs
semichah on "1nMp" — his own sacrifice, "aN |20 K71 — and not his father’s sacrifice, and it is not considered his own.
wTpn qion wpn 7NN 971 — He then derives the beginning of hekdesh from the end of hekdesh (i.e., temurah,
where the second animal receives kedushah, from semichah, which is performed just before shechitah): just as a
vt does not perform semichah, he also cannot effect temurah. The Rabbonon darshen "1 1nn" — substitute he
will substitute to include a wnI', and then derive wTpn qI10 (semichah) from wTpn N7'NN (temurah) to teach that a
v performs semichah.

2. Semichah is "nixn m'w" and is not 191 13Vn

The next Mishnah states that all people perform semichah, except for a wan, a nviv, a |bp, a blind person, an
idolator, a slave, a n"7w, and a woman. [The Gemara explains all these exceptions.] nixn N'w N2'MoI — Semichah is
considered the remnant of a mitzvah, and is not 12un the M921 if it was not performed. A Baraisa explains: the
passuk uses the word "nx11" — and it shall be acceptable in reference to Nn2'NO. Since M 92 is accomplished with the
blood of a korban, this passuk teaches nixn M'w N1'M0Y? NRYY OXY — that if he treated semichah as a mere remnant
of a mitzvah (i.e., unimportant) and did not do it, 1912171912 X7 17'N2 2IN2N 'V NPun — the passuk considers it for him
as if it did not atone in the best way, but it actually did atone somewhat. An identical derashah is made regarding
NaIn — waving, about which a passuk says 1917 na1an? — for waving, to atone, even though it is the DT which
achieves maa.

3. Laws of semichah (&x1in 2v, two hands)

The Mishnah taught that semichah is performed 0T '212 WX 7V — on the head of the animal with two hands. A
Baraisa darshens three mentions of the words "wx1n 2u" to teach that the semichah may not be performed v
ANIXD — on the neck, nor D'"22N 2V — on the back, nor NTNiN 2V — on the breast. The additional novelty of the animal’s
back is that it is level with the animal’s head, and the additional novelty of the ntn is that it is used in naiN. They
inquired if one may perform semichah |'TTxN 2V — on the sides of the animal’s head, and concluded that he cannot.
Rebbe Yirmiyah asked if a cloth would be a nx'xn between his hands and the animal, and a Baraisa is presented
which states that there cannot be any nx'xn. Reish Lakish explains the source for performing semichah with two
hands. Regarding the 2T8TU7 MWW, the passuk says: IT MY NN NNN 01— and Aharon shall lean his two hands. The
word is written "IT" as if it were singular, yet it says "mw" — two, being plural. This teaches that even where the
Torah says "Im" — his hand (such as regarding semichah), it means with two hands unless specified otherwise.

Siman — Train Chugging Along

The train conductor heading to Yerushalayim with his inherited korban who wasn’t sure if he should do semichah
on it when he gets there, was relieved when he was told that semichah is not "9 12vn, but if he does it he should
be sure to do it on the head and not the neck, back or breast.
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The train conductor heading to Yerushalayim with his inherited korban who wasn’t sure if he should do semichah
on it when he gets there, was relieved when he was told that semichah is nixn v and not n191 13wn, but if he
does it he should be sure to do it on the head and not the neck, back or breast.
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1. One qni¥ performs naian for the others, but each qniw performs semichah

The next Mishnah compares the relative stringencies of semichah and naiin. The stringency of semichah is TNNW
D"M2aNN 727 91N — that one owner can wave a korban for all partners, b 2NN 727 10 TNX |'KI — but one cannot lean
on the korban for all partners. The stringency of naln is that it is performed even on 112'X NI111p, even on shechted
korbanos, and on nonliving items (e.g., NTIN 'NN7), in contrast to semichah. A Baraisa darshens "12120p" — his sacrifice,
N2'M0Y7 |1 V2 23 NIAY? — to include all owners of a korban for semichah. Without a passuk, we would have derived
from a kal vachomer that if naian, which is required even for some shechted korbanos, still can be performed by one
owner for the others, certainly this should have applied to semichah. The Gemara asks that since "1121p" requires
semichah by every owner, a reverse kal vachomer should require naian by every owner!? It answers that this is
impossible: if they would all perform naian simultaneously, there would be a nx'xn between the korban and the
other owners; they cannot perform na1an one after the other, because the Torah said to perform "nann" (singular),
and not multiple niain.

2. There were three n'019T — molds for the nn1an on?

The eleventh Perek begins: nnx NNX NIwWI?'1 DN70 MY — the Two Loaves (of Shavuos) are kneaded one by one nianai
NNX NNX — and baked one by one. The D'19n DN? are kneaded one by one, but baked two by two. nwiv n'n 01912l
INIX — He would make [the 019N oN?] in a mold; | TN RInw2a — when he would remove them from the oven, |ann
172N N7W 12 01972 — he put them in another mold, so they would not become ruined. A Baraisa darshens: nnwi
DNIN — and you shall place them, meaning 01971 — in a mold. DN |'019T NWYY — There are three molds used in
preparing the n1an on?: (1) it was placed into a mold while it was dough, to form the shape of the n'1an on? (as
discussed below), (2) there was a sort of mold which contained it in the oven, and (3) when he removed it from the
oven, he placed it in a mold so it would not be ruined. It could not be returned to the first mold, because it had
expanded through baking.

3. Machlokes if the n'1an nn% was shaped like an nxNa nam, or a NTPIN N1'a0

Amoraim argue about the shape of the 02190 bn%. Rebbe Chanina says: NnXN9 nam |'N1 — it was shaped like an open
box (with its cover and two walls removed). Rebbe Yochanan says: NTpin n2'90 |'na — it was shaped like a fast ship,
tapering at the bottom and both ends. The Gemara asks, according to Rebbe Yochanan’s opinion, where the |'2'1a
would rest, since the bN% has no level area? It answers that the Kohen would fashion a resting place in a wall of the
DN before baking it. It asks where the outer 07 — rods would rest (since the on% ended in tapered edges), and
answers: In? T'AV XwIN — he made protrusions of bits of dough on the ends of [the bn?]. The |'9'10 — [prop]
attachments of the |N71¥ were able to support the Dn?, according to Rebbe Yochanan, because 22um 107 73vT — they
were circular, formed around the bottom of the Dn%. The Gemara then asks, if the on% was like an open box, why did
it need the support of the |'9'107? It answers: N7N DN7T KIpPI' 2K — because of the bread’s weight, [the lower DN7]
could break. The Gemara adds that according to this opinion, the |'9110 rested on the ground.

Siman — Hunter

While one hunter did naian of an animal on behalf of himself and his hunting partners, while they lined up to each
do semichah on the sheep they caught, the camp cook used three metal molds to bake breads that looked like
open boxes and fast ships.

Amoraim asked: NIY0ON1 2091 12'N IN NIVONA 2091 01190 DNY — did the D290 DN become invalidated (through xxI' —
leaving) during the journeys (in the 12Tn, when the |awn was dismantled), or did it not become invalidated during
the journeys? Rebbe Yochanan and Rebbe Yehoshua ben Levi discussed this topic; one of them said it becomes 7109,
and the other said it does not. The Gemara assumes they are arguing about this question, but ultimately objects
that 1TIoN2 — where [the DNY7] was arranged (on the |N71w while journeying) all should agree it remains 1w, because
the passuk says n'n' 'V T'NNin ONY71 — and the constant bread shall remain on it, implying the bn% remains valid
while journeying. Therefore, Rav Dimi suggested they are arguing 771001 — where [the DN%] was removed from the
IN71¥ before journeying. However, a Baraisa proves that the on% does become 7109, because 1WO! |2 1IN WK — “as
they encamp so shall they journey” compares their encampment to journeying, teaching that the on becomes %109
through &xI'— leaving when the mtv is dismantled during journeying. Therefore, the Gemara concludes that there is
no argument; one Amora is discussing where the on was arranged on the |n71w, and the other was discussing
where the Dn% was removed.

2. Sending 0'ar and o'wixn out of the niann when the |]awn was dismantled during nivon

A Baraisa taught: nivon piI7'0 nuwa — during the removal of the |awn for the journeys in the 12n, all kodashim
became 7109 through &xI' (since there was no n1tw), and |'at and |'u1IxXn were [NX'NNY? YIN 'N7NWN — sent out of their
partitions (i.e., 2T were sent out of the nN'I7 Nann, and |'u1IXN were sent out of the 781w Nann), because although
there was no n11aw nann (which invalidated the kodashim), the n1% nann and 78w nann remained. The Gemara
objects that another Baraisa states: NnaInan 1972210 — once the Curtains surrounding the m1tv were rolled up for
traveling, DWY% 01217 |'vixnl 1At NNIN = the 12t and |'U1Ix¥n became permitted to enter there!? Rav Ashi answers
that it is a machlokes, and the latter Baraisa follows Rebbe Eliezer, who darshened a wip'n between sending out |'a1,
|'v1ixn, and those tamei from dead bodies, to teach: |'n"7nwn DN '"now nuwl — at a time when those tamei from
the dead are sent out of the Mikdash, |'"n2nwn |'u1IxNI |'at — zavim and metzoraim are also sent out of their niann.
But whenever those who are tamei from the dead are not sent out, |'aT and |'V1IxN are also not sent out.

3. Which preparations of the nnn 'mw and n19n nn’ took place n191?

In the next Mishnah, the Tanna Kamma says about the bn%n 'mw and nn1an on? that yina jnanwi w7 — their
kneading and their shaping may be performed outside the M1y, 01192 |Nuani — but their baking must be inside the
MITU. NAWN DX NINIT [2'R1 — And their [baking] does not override Shabbos, rather, they must be baked beforehand.
Rebbe Yehudah says: 011921 Dn'wyn 21 — all their preparatory activities must be performed inside the m1y. Rebbe
Shimon says: 1117 921 1 071V7 — one should always be accustomed to saying: the bn?n M and 0290 DNY are valid
in the M1y, and also valid in axa N (i.e., throughout Yerushalayim). The Gemara explains that the Tanna Kamma
holds the [INwy (the 72 for measuring the flour) was not a mw 172, and was not wTpn it (to disqualify it through
being outside the m1v), but the 112N in which the bn% was baked was a mw 173, and was wTpn it, so it must be
baked D'192.

The Kohen placed the length of the b1an DN across the width of the |n71v, and bent
upwards two and a half tefachim of excess length from either side. |N71w 2w 12M X701 1218 XxN1 — It emerges that
[the oNnY’s] length fills the |n21E’s width (and the two stacks of loaves filled its length). Rebbe Meir says the |n71w was
twelve tefachim long and six tefachim wide, and only two tefachim of the n1an on% on either end were bent
upwards. After doing the same with the second stack of loaves, there remained two tefachim of the |n71v between
them, DN2 Nawan NN XN T2 — so that air will flow around them, keeping them fresh. Abba Shaul says the two
|'2'12 of N2127 were placed in those two tefachim, but they told him the |'2'12 are placed on top of the nx9n onY.

2. Machlokes if the maon of the |n?21w was nvn or n2un?

Rebbe Yochanan calculated that according to the opinion that the on% was folded upwards two and a half tefachim
on each side, the |n71w can be mekadesh up to fifteen tefachim high (the total from the six loaves). According to the
opinion that it was folded two tefachim upwards, the |Nn71¥ can be mekadesh up to twelve tefachim high. The rods
did not add height, because they were sunk into the loaves. Although they were a bit raised to allow air flow, this
was less than a tefach, which Rebbe Yochanan did not take into account. The |'2'1a rested inside the nn?, and the
“horns” of the on? were folded into the 0onY, so they did not add any height. The Gemara asks that the maon —
frame of the |n71w added a tefach of height, and first answers that Rebbe Yochanan'’s calculation follows the opinion
that nn'n non? IMaon — [the |N21W’s] frame was below the tabletop, and did not add height. Even if the maon was
n7unY, it was attached to the outside of the |n71¥, not on top, and the DNY rested on the |N7IW. In a Baraisa, Rebbe
Yose says there the |n71w had no |'910 — support attachments, because the bn% was supported by the n1aon above
the |n71w. They replied that the mon was underneath.

3. "nijman 19% nanan IX1": the D190 on remained hot and fresh the entire week

The Gemara asks that the |n21¥ should not have been susceptible to tumah, because it was nn17 1wun yu 91 —a
wooden utensil made to remain in place, and only a wooden 122 which is |jpM1 X711 20201 — moved both full and
empty is susceptible to tumah!? It answers that the |n71w was moved: Reish Lakish explained that the passuk’s
expression, "nbNn |N7wN", which implies it can possibly become tamei, as teaching that they would lift the |n71w
before those who came to the Beis Hamikdash on the n'221 and display the bn% on it, saying: DIjpnn 1197 DaN2'N I
— “See your belovedness before Hashem!” This follows Rebbe Yehoshua ben Levi’s statement: DN%1 nwwi 217a 01
D190 — a great miracle occurred with the D290 DN, NITOA Ip17'0 — that during its removal it was as hot and fresh as
during its arrangement a week earlier, as the passuk says: Inj?2n DI'a DN DN? DIWY? — to place bread which is hot on
the day it is taken off. Since the |N71w was lifted to show them the 0'1an nnY, it is susceptible to tumah.
