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1. Determining the “majority” of n'aawin n"a leaving the n1v to be metamei

The Tanna Kamma of the previous Mishnah taught that as soon as 0'9wan b9 are carried out of the M1y, they are
metamei the people carrying them. Rebbe Elazar asked, if half the body was outside and half inside, and the
majority of one limb was outside, do we say: N'2 |2'T& 12N 11N N2 1ART NDIVNA 'R0 — regarding this minority part of
the limb left inside, we “throw” it after its majority to consider the entire 12N, and thereby the majority of the
animal, outside? Or does it follow the majority of the animal (i.e., its actual location), and its majority has not yet
left the m1u? Rabbah bar Rav Huna taught this question m2131 — about men: where five people were involved in
carrying the body, and three of them had left the M1 while two were still inside. |2'7T8 |'poynn 2N N1 - Do we
follow the majority of those involved with the body, and those inside would also be tamei, |3'2T8 nnna N2 IX —or do
we only follow the majority of the animal, not of those carrying it? The Gemara concludes: Ip/mn.

2. MINN ANNIL XNL'? NI is metamei food automatically and does not require "wan

The Torah says that "u1t" — [edible] seed is only susceptible to tumah after "wan — preparation for tumah (i.e.,
becoming wet, and later contracting tumah). This model teaches that just as seeds, which will not be metamei with
"minn nxRnIL" — severe tumah (i.e., as an NNNILN 2N, which food can never become), require 1waN, the same
applies to anything which is not metamei with minn nxniv. This excludes the neveilah of a kosher bird, naiow
MINN NNNIL XNL'? — which is destined to be metamei with a severe tumah, "w2N NJNX |'NKI — so it does not require
w20, but is metamei food automatically. Rebbe Meir says that the bodies of D'aawan nn9, the nnITX M9, and the
n7nwnin 1wy, all of which are metamei those involved with their procedure with a mimn nxniv (but are not
metamei people through contact), are themselves metamei foods through contact. The Chochomim hold that
although these items can be metamei on their own without contracting tumah from anything, they need to be
susceptible to tumah. Thus, they agree that the M9 and nnITx N9 are xnon foods, but hold that the n"ynwnin 1wy,
which is alive and unfit for tumah, is not metamei foods.

3. Whatever cannot be metamei a person through contact, is only metamei food as a 1w

According to Rebbe Meir, who said even items unfit for tumah can be metamei foods if they are destined to be
metamei with "nmn nxniv", there are cases where a N'm of a kosher bird’s Nn7'211 would be metamei food (despite
lacking the minimum size for tumah). Rav Hamnuna asked Rebbe Zeira: 'awi [IwX1 12 |20 — do we count rishon and
sheni levels of tumah from it, or not? Meaning, does the food it touched become a nxnILY? [IWK1, which can be xnVN
other food as a w? Or does the food it touched only become a '1e? He answered that only something with the
ability to be 8nvn a person Vana — through contact, can be xnvn food as a [IWX1 and then a v, but |'NT X2 72
W IYNT 121210 'R VAN DTN NnLbn — anything which cannot be metamei a person through contact, we do not count
rishon and sheni levels of tumah from it, rather, the food becomes a sheni. A similar question was asked regarding
two half-nmma of N%'121 which are attached with liquid, which are only considered connected for "n%p nxniv" —
lenient tumah (i.e., foods), but not to be metamei people. Here, too, the foods they touch are only made a 1w, since
they cannot be metamei people.

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1. yina nunni vniwn

The thirteenth Perek begins: yina n2unni bniwn — one who shechts and offers up a korban outside the Mikdash, 1''n
NN2UN 2V AN NL'NWN 2V — he is liable for the shechitah and is liable for the offering up as well (they are separate
aveiros and obligate two nixvbn). Rebbe Yose HaGlili agrees that yina nuni 01191 vnw — if one shechted inside the
Mikdash and offered it up outside, he is liable (because the korban was shechted properly and was a valid korban),
but 1109 yIina n%uni yina bnw — if he shechted it outside and offered it up outside, he is exempt, 12T NN N2Un K7W
2100 — because he only offered up something invalid. Since the korban was invalidated when it was shechted outside
the Mikdash, the subsequent nX7un is not liable. The Rabbonon replied to Rebbe Yose HaGlili that according to his
reasoning, even one who shechted inside and was n7un it outside should be 1109 for the NX7UN, because INNXINW |I1D
1709 — once he took it out, he invalidated it, before the nN7uN. Since one is liable in that case, he is liable where he
shechted it outside as well.

2. The o'wa1y and nNatx for nub'nw and yina nx?un

The Gemara seeks the sources for shechting and offering up yina. The walw — punishment for NnX%un is in the passuk
"llax] X7 Tuin 70K NNa 281" — and to the entrance of the Tent of Meeting he will not bring it...(which concludes
with n12). The MNTN — warning in the Torah is "1MI21V NN |19 77 MW" — beware for yourself, lest you offer up your
olos [in any place you see fit], (because the words "mwn", "|9", and "7x" are all considered a nwun x7). The waiv for
shechting yina is from "IN'an N7 TUIN 70X NNAa 781" — and to the entrance of the Tent of Meeting he did not bring
it...(which likewise concludes with m2). As far as its MmN, the Gemara first suggests deriving it from Nx TV IN2T N7
DN'NAT — and they shall no longer slaughter their sacrifices (which is not needed for prohibiting shechting for
idolatry). However, this passuk is needed for another law (presented below). It then attempts to derive it from a kal
vachomer, but eventually objects that an mnTN can never be derived from a kal vachomer. Ultimately, a niw N1
from NX7uUn (either NN NXaN or oW DwW) teaches that shechitah yiN1 also has an NMnTx.

3. Even korbanos designated nina In'n nvwa cannot be sacrificed yina once Nina become prohibited

The Gemara proves that the passuk of "Inar 871" cannot be used for the minx for yina no'nw, because a Baraisa
darshens it for another law: the earlier pesukim (quoted above) were discussing NINAN 10N NUWA |WITHNY DWT) —
korbanos which one was makdish during the period of bamah prohibition, Nninan 110'R NUWA APl — and he
sacrificed it during the period of bamah prohibition, for which there is both a clear mn~ and waw. The latter
pesukim are discussing korbanos which one was makdish ninan an'n Nuwa — during the period of bamah
permissibility, but sacrificed after nina became prohibited. Thus, the passuk says that 287wt 111 shall bring binrnar”
"0'naIT 0N YWN — the sacrifices that they (currently) slaughter, implying: 112 77 '/mINnw 0'Nat — even those sacrifices
which | previously permitted to you to shecht on a bamah, "nTwn 19 V" — on the open field, teaching that one who
shechts such a korban yina after nina are prohibited, NTwn 119 2V 21N 17'82 2AN2N 19V n2un — the Torah considers
him as if he sacrificed “upon the open fields” (i.e., for idolatry). The nwun N7 for this case is "INt 871" (however, this
case is excluded from m).

A Mishnah on Daf 110a teaches that one who performs np1t of some blood yina is 2"'n, and Tannaim debate its
source. Rebbe Yishmael says the passuk about shechting yina says "awn' o1" — it will be considered as blood, nia%
TN — to include one who throws blood yIna. Rebbe Akiva says the passuk about yina nX7un says "nat IN" —or a
korban to include yina pit. Later, Rebbe Avahu says a practical machlokes emerges where someone shechted and
was YIN2 ir, or was It and yind n2un. Rebbe Yishmael, who derives npt from no'nw, would obligate one korban
for paimvniw and two korbanos for n2uni M, whereas Rebbe Akiva, who derives npmt from nx%uin, would say the
reverse. However, Abaye says there is no machlokes, because the passuk says: "nwyn nwi...n%un ow" — there you
shall offer up...and there you shall do. This grouping teaches: NN NTIQV |7137 KWV 2NN — the passuk made all of
them (besides NnX7un) like one service, so pIT LNIY is 2''N one korban, but Nuni It is 2N two. All agree that if one
was DNIY, PIT, and YINa nun, he is 2''n two korbanos.

2. One who shechts a korban on the roof of the 72'n

A Baraisa explains that the phrases "nanna" —in the camp and "ninn% yinn" — outside the camp together teach that
one is liable for shechting in the N7 nann (and not only outside all three niann), but only in a place which is not fit
for shechting any korbanos (and not for shechting D'wTp 'wTp in DNT). Based on this, Ulla says: 721 2w 122 %u bniwn
2'"n — one who shechts on the roof of the Heichal is liable, NaT 21 NL'NWY "IN |'RI 2'NIN — since it is not fit for
shechting any korban. Rava objects that the phrase "Tuin 7nx nna 9&" — to the entrance of the Tent of Meeting
seems superfluous, and comes to exclude shechting on the %2'n roof!? Rav Mari explains that according to Rava, that
"nanna" is no longer necessary to obligate for shechting inside n'7 NaNn, it is instead 02921 MININI YIN 1712 MIN'N7 —
to include one who shechts a korban whose entire [body] is outside, but its neck is inside, as 2''n, despite the
shechitah act taking place inside, because the rest of the animal is outside.

3. Machlokes about ntn |n12 nYunn (if X2? TNV NPT ANV nWTH NIWR DRITH)

Amoraim discuss: NTN |NTA n?2unn — if one offers up a korban yIN1 nowadays, Rebbe Yochanan says he is 2''n, because
N27 TMY7 NWTHINNUYY NWTH NAIWRY nWITp — the original sanctification of Yerushalayim and the Beis Hamikdash
sanctified [them] for that time and for all future times, so the prohibition to sacrifice on a nna remains. Reish Lakish
says he is 1109, because he holds n1IwXY NwITH was only for that time, but not 817 TMYY%, and sacrificing on a nna
became permitted after the |211N. The Gemara suggests this parallels a machlokes Tannaim. Rebbe Eliezer says that
when they built the 920 of the second Beis Hamikdash, D'w7p n'wiv 1'n — they set up curtains in the 22'n and M1 as
temporary partitions. Rebbe Yehoshua says: n'a |'Rw 'a v qx 'anpn 'y Munv — | heard that that they would
sacrifice [korbanos] even though there was no [Beis Hamikdash], and they ate D'wTp 'wTp in the MtV area even
without curtains, and ate 07 D'wTp and 1w (wun inside Yerushalayim even without walls, because niwN1 nwITp
N17 TNU2 N TR NnuY? N T, The Gemara assumes that Rebbe Eliezer disagrees (and required curtains to permit
these activities), but concludes that there may be no machlokes, and the curtains were just for privacy.

The man who did npt with DT mixed with couscous outside the Mikdash, who tried to distract the two Rabbis
yelling at him, one comparing it to nb'NW and one to NX?UN, by pointing to the man shechting on the roof of a
replica of the Heichal, was relieved when another Rabbi said he is 1102 because there is no more kedushah
nowadays because X217 T'NY? nU TN X? MIWKRI nWIT)H.
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The man who did npt with DT mixed with couscous outside the Mikdash, who tried to distract the two Rabbis
yelling at him, one comparing it to nv'nw and one to NX?vN, by pointing to the man shechting on the roof of a

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1. Two people who together shecht yina, or are yina nyun

The next Mishnah describes the relative stringencies of yina no'nw and yina nX7un. The greater stringency of
shechitah is that one who shechts [a korban yina] b TN — for a commoner (i.e., human consumption) is liable,
whereas nx?un for a LI'TA (i.e., to worship him) is exempt from yina nx%un (although he would be liable for
idolatry). The greater stringency of NnN?un is that b"1LA IDNWI 201 ITNNY DY — two people who held a knife
together and shechted yina are exempt, but |'2'n 17un1 12K ITNR — if they held a limb of a korban and offered it up,
they are liable. The Gemara analyzes the sources for these various laws, and during the discussion, additionally
excludes nuLINI DIIX AW — one who is mistaken, coerced, or misled to be yina n%un. It also darshens "'n%" to exclude
one who shechts yina the 78TNTW2 1'ww, which is not offered to Hashem.

2. Machlokes about n2vuni TN nuUn

In the Mishnah, Rebbe Shimon said that if one was n7un multiple times yina, he is 2"'n for every nX7un, but Rebbe
Yose says he is only 2''"n once. This machlokes is explained in numerous ways. Reish Lakish says the machlokes is '1a
DMK NI —one who is N2un four or five limbs from one korban. Rebbe Yose holds that "Inix niwy%" — to make it,
which teaches: 70NN v 2''n 12181 2N RINDYWN 2V — he is liable for offering a complete [thing] not for a deficient
[thing], refers to the entire animal, i.e., one is only liable for being Nun an entire korban. Thus, he is only liable once
for being n%un all “four or five limbs” which completed the animal. Rebbe Shimon holds this rule refers to the nx7un
of each 12N, and one is therefore 2'n for each 1ax. However, all agree that nX%un of a single 1aN in several
segments only obligates once. Rebbe Yochanan says the machlokes is about nN7un of one 1aN in several segments.
Rebbe Shimon holds nonw n1a nopm - [limbs] fit to be burned inside (i.e., they were shechted inside the Mikdash)
which became incomplete obligate for their nX7un. He holds "ImIx" only excludes incomplete limbs of korbanos
shechted outside the Mikdash. Incomplete limbs of korbanos shechted inside, which are returned to the nam if they
burst off, also obligate for nN7un. Rebbe Yose exempts in this case. All agree one is liable for each 1ax one is n7un.
Additional interpretations of the machlokes are presented.

3. Machlokes if yina nXyun is only on a natn or even on a stone

In the Mishnah, Rebbe Yose says: Natnn w17 N7U'w TU 2'N 12'8I — one is not liable unless he offers [a korban] on top
of an altar, but Rebbe Shimon says even if he was n2un on top of a rock or stone, he is 2'"N. Rav Huna explains that
Rebbe Yose derives his opinion from the passuk which says that Noach built a namn to bring korbanos. Rebbe
Yochanan explains that Rebbe Shimon derives from nian, who brought a korban on a 11X — rock. Rebbe Shimon holds
that Noach built a natn for Xxn7ua nnaix — a mere high place for easier offering, not because it was required. Rebbe
Yose holds that although nian sacrificed on a rock, that was a nU¥ NXIN — a unique momentary ruling instructed by
the angel (since it was a time when sacrificing on Nnina was prohibited altogether). Alternatively, Rebbe Shimon says
that since the passuk says to build a nam “at the entrance of the Tvin 2nx,” we infer that for sacrificing on a nna, a
Nnatn is not required, and it can be a single stone.

Siman — Pickpocket (Take — np)

A Baraisa darshens various phrases to include
all korbanos, as well as NiNan, 020, etc. in YIN1 NXUN. Kodashim which became 7109, such as through na'9,
shechitah with improper intent, etc. are included from the phrase "niwy% 1ax121 7" — he will not bring it to make it
[for Hashem], which teaches: yina 'y 1ann Tuin %08 NN91 72pnnn 72 — any [kodashim] which is accepted in the
entrance of the Twin 70X (i.e., if it was placed on the natn), one is liable for offering it up outside the Mikdash.

2.7w2 and |"In'x of a 0'n%w cannot combine for a n'ma

The Mishnah concludes that if one is N2un a N1 composed of (w21 and |"MIN'X of an N71Y, all of which should burned
on the N2, he is a"'n. This implies that regarding a D'N%Y (whose 1WA is eaten) one is not 2''n for a N'1a made from
qw2 and |MM'R. This supports a Baraisa which teaches that for an n71u, the meat and |"n'~ combine for a n'ma
regarding yin2 nX7un, as well as for 71219, 1N, and xnv, and implies that for om7w, the meat and MM~ do not
combine for a n'1a. The Gemara objects that this is contradicted by a Mishnah teaching that all 71319 foods combine
to a N2 to be liable for eating them, and the same applies to 1N11!? The Gemara answers that 1wa and MM of
D0'N7w do not combine for a N1 of 21319 Nnawnn — piggul intent, since intent to be 1L items for consumption (or
vice versa) are ineffective. Regarding "1ni", the case is where the korban was destroyed before np1, and all that
remained was a half-n'ma of 1wa and a half-n'ma of M. These do not combine to a Nn'1 to allow npT, following
Rebbe Yehoshua’s opinion that N1t may only be performed where it permits a n'm.

3. Machlokes about offering yina miiop

In the next Mishnah, the Tanna Kamma says that one who offers a n'ma of ynip, n112%, NP, and others, is liable, but
Rebbe Eliezer exempts him |21 Nk anp'w TV — until he offers all of it, because for non-blood offerings, he considers
the offering invalid unless it is complete. A Baraisa states that if one offers half a 019 of the daily miop, the 11a1y’s
obligation is fulfilled, and Rav said that Rebbe Eliezer agrees with this ruling. The Gemara objects that Rebbe Eliezer
does not consider incomplete mbpn valid, and three interpretations are given: (1) Rabbah says all agree that a n'1a
of ordinary mivp qualifies for a mopin (and is liable yin1). They argue about the mivp of Yom Kippur, and disagree if
the "1"an X7n" — his [two)] handfuls of the ketores are 12un. (2) Abaye says this 11U'w is certainly 12un, and they
argue about burning a n'1a of Yom Kippur ketores yina, and whether we derive its law from the “Outer” (daily)
mivp. (3) Rava says they argue specifically where two half-D79 measures were put into a '72, and disagree if the
designation in the 72 sets its mMvpn at a full D19, and less is incomplete.

If nx'mp was performed, N2IN% NxNIp 1TNI — and its kometz went back into [the
minchah] and one offered it yina, he is 2'n, since such a MvpN would be valid in the Mikdash (albeit forbidden). The
Gemara asks: 'NnXI — But why is he liable for offering the ynijp which was mixed into its minchah? ynip? oni'w 2011
— Let the remainder of the minchah nullify the kometz, and invalidate the mvpn!? Rebbe Zeira answered that a
gezeirah shavah (mvpn Mopn) between the ynijp and b'w teaches: N'an 7010 ynip '8 ynip Mopn NN — just as
regarding burning the kometz, one kometz does not nullify another (i.e., if one kometz became mixed with another,
the larger one does not nullify the smaller one), ynip |"702n D'w 'R D' MNP 9N — so too regarding burning the
o' of the minchah, the 01'w do not nullify the kometz.

2. D'W1 ITA] 1N 1NN YNIp

The next Mishnah states that if one offered either the ynip or the n1127 of a minchah yina, he is avn, but Rebbe
Eliezer says he is only a'n if he offers both, because burning both is necessary to permit the nm'w. If he offered one
inside and the other yIn3, all agree he is 2"'n (since this second element completes the offering). Rebbe Yitzchak
Nafcha asked: D"1'wa 1m0 AN 10NN ynlip — does the kometz permit part of the remainder parallel to itself? Nawm
w7 wi?p IN N — Does burning the ynip permit half the bn'w, or does it merely weaken the prohibition of the
entire D"1'w? The Gemara clarifies that according to Rebbe Meir, who holds 1'nn 'xna |'229n — one can effect piggul
even with intent about half the permitter, it is clear that each element of a 1'nn permits half. According to the
Rabbonon who disagree with him, why would we assume that it either permits half or weakens its prohibition?
Perhaps it does neither!? The Gemara explains that the question was asked according the Rabbonon of our
Mishnah, who say burning the ynip is a valid mvpn which obligates yina. The Gemara concludes: 1pm.

Rebbe nxaTI' DNIn says that
Rebbe Elazar follows the opinion of his teacher, Rebbe Akiva, who holds Xn"IXT DN 102 — the pouring of water
on Succos is a Biblical obligation. Rebbe Akiva darshened "n1on" — and its libations, the plural implying D101 w2
127N AIM2N — the passuk discusses two libations, the D'mn 7101 of Succos, and the standard |''n 710" brought with
every TnN. Reish Lakish asked Rebbe Yochanan that if b'min 7101 is derived from a passuk about |"n DIOY, it should
require three |17 like |''"n 71011 does, yet Rebbe Elazar implies that any pouring yina, even less than three |17, is
a1n!? Furthermore, 0'nin 71011 should be required daily, like |0 q101!? Therefore, Reish Lakish said that Rebbe Dnin
nNaTI overlooked Rebbe Assi’s statement, that 0'nin 71012 (among other things) is a '1'on nwn% na%n.

Tannaim argue if pouring three |17 of wine yina is liable, or only if he was first wrTpn the wine in a mw 192. In the
second interpretation, the Gemara explains they argue whether nni1 0'a01 117 — they offered libations on a private
02 (which is a known machlokes Tannaim). If 0'201 were brought on a T'n' NN2, which never requires a Mw 72,
one would also be liable for pouring wine yIna without sanctifying it first in a mw 72.

The Mishnah concludes: yina NIva 01921 N'w2AN T KXN1 — it emerges
that the method of [a bird’s] validity inside (i.e., nj''2n) is its case of exemption when performed outside, whereas
D191 NILA YINAN N'WIN NT — its method of validity outside is its case of exemption inside. [Since shechitah yin1 is
certainly not “valid,” but 2''n, the Mishnah is emended to read "1a1'n" —its case of liability.]
