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1. Animals exempt from sacrificing yina because they are unfit for n1192a

The fourteenth Perek begins: nnan yin n9ww NXLN Ma — a “chatas cow” (i.e., NNITR MAa) which one burned (Rashi
has “shechted”) outside of its designated pit, or a N"?Nnwnn 1'ww which one sacrificed outside the Mikdash, he is
exempt, because the passuk says: "IN'2N N7 TUIN 708 NNA 981" — and he did not bring it to the entrance of the Tent of
Meeting, teaching that Tuin 90X NN 28 X217 I8 |'RW 92 — anything which is not fit to come to the entrance of the
TUIn 70X, one is not liable for offering it yina. The Mishnah then lists numerous other disqualified korbanos, such as
animals which had relations with people, were worshipped, an |INN, and others, and says one is exempt for
sacrificing them yIna because the passuk says "'n |awn 197" — before the Mishkan of Hashem, teaching that |'Nw 72
N |]awn 19% X272 "INY — anything which is not fit to come before Hashem’s |a¥n (as a korban), one is not liable for
sacrificing it yina. The Gemara will discuss why a second passuk was necessary for this group.

Tannaim argue if someone sacrificed a korban which was temporarily unfit for sacrifice, but would become fit later
(e.g., atemporary DIn V1, or a korban before reaching its required age), if he violates a nwun N7.

2. The six periods in history when nina were permitted and forbidden

The Mishnah lists the six different periods in history when sacrificing on nina was permitted or forbidden, and the
laws of kodashim during each period. (1) NN NIN2AN I'N QWNN DPIN K7W TV — Until the Mishkan was erected, nina
were permitted, NINID11 NTIAVI — and avodah was performed by the firstborns. (2) After the |own was erected, nina
were forbidden, and the avodah was performed by Kohanim. D'wTj 'wTp were eaten D'V [N 0197 — within the
curtains of the 1x¥N, and 0'7p 0'wWTj were eaten anywhere in the 281w Nann. (3) In 2273, NIN2 were again permitted,
and 0'7p 0'wT could be eaten DI 721 — anywhere. (4) In N7'w, NN were again forbidden. There was no roof, but
a stone structure with cloth canopies. This was the "nnin" — resting place mentioned in the Torah. 0'%9p o'wTp and
11w 1N could be eaten NN 721 — within sight of N7'w. (5) In 212 and [1lva), NN were permitted, and D7) 0w
could be eaten 78w Ny 921 —in all cities of Yisroel. (6) When they came to Yerushalayim, nina were forbidden and
were never again permitted. It is the "n%n1" — inheritance mentioned in the Torah. 07 D'wTp and W 1wun were
eaten nnINN [N D197 —inside the wall.

3. The various violations of sacrificing yina, depending on when the korban was sanctified or sacrificed

The Mishnah details the possible violations of one who sacrifices korbanos yina: 110\~ Nnuwa |[wWrTpnw D' TPN 72
ninan — all offerings which one sanctified during a period of nn2 prohibition, yinan Ninan 10X NYWA |ANpnl —and
offered them during a period of Nn2 prohibition, he violates an Nnwy, a NWUN X7, and is liable to N2. Rashi explains
the nwy is "TuIn 208 NNa 98 'n% onanl" — and they shall bring [their korbanos] to Hashem, to the entrance of the
Tent of Meeting. The nwUN N7 is "M%V n2un |9 17 1nwn" - beware for yourself, lest you offer up your olos [in any
place you see fit]. If one was wTpn a korban during Nnina 1N, and sacrificed it during NN 110'N, he violates the
nwy and nwun X7, but does not incur M2, which only applies where he would be liable for sacrificing it yina when
he was originally wrTpn it. If he was wrTpn it during nina 110'R, and 2Mpn it during niNa an'n, he only violates the
NV (since he was commanded to bring it to the Mikdash when he was makdish it), but not the nwun x9, since
when he was 2Mpn it, it could not be brought in the Mikdash.

Siman — Rubik’s Cube

The Kohen who was so distracted by his Rubik’s cube while walking the nonwnn 1'ww to the mountain that he told
his friends to sacrifice it yina, which they were 110a for, was trying to solve the six sided cube with each side
showing a different stage of nina An'n110'R, and discarded the instruction manual that showed what someone
who brought prohibited nia1p outside the Mikdash would be liable for.
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Rubik’'s Cube

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1. A nniT8 mMAa which was shechted "nnan yin" — outside its pit

The Mishnah taught that if a nnIT8 N9 was burned (or shechted) nnan yIn — outside its pit, he is not liable for
avodah yina. Amoraim debate the meaning of "nnan yin". Reish Lakish says it means 07 pITan oipnn yin — outside of
the place which was inspected for it beforehand to be free of nn NxNIL. Rebbe Yochanan objects: 78w yax 72 X711
N'N NPITA — but all of Eretz Yisroel is automatically considered inspected and free of nn nxNIL!? [This machlokes will
be explained.] Rather, Rebbe Yochanan says it means he shechted it D"2wn' nnin |n 0197 — within the wall of
Yerushalayim. The Gemara wonders why Rebbe Yochanan did not simply say it was shechted outside Yerushalayim,
but not opposite the entrance of the Heichal, because just as Rebbe Yochanan says if the ma was burned not
opposite the Heichal entrance, it is invalid, because burning is compared to nxt (Reish Lakish disagrees), he also
invalidates a shechitah not opposite the entrance!? The Gemara answers that Rebbe Yochanan means to teach that
even if it was shechted inside Yerushalayim, n2p 'anpT — where he brought it closer to the Mikdash, it is still invalid.

2. Machlokes if Eretz Yisroel is "ninT1a": did the 712n descend to Eretz Yisroel?

Rebbe Yochanan and Reish Lakish argue above if Eretz Yisroel is "np11a" — automatically considered inspected and
free of nn nxnIw. The basis of this machlokes is explained: Reish Lakish holds 28wt yax? 212n 11 — the Flood
descended to Eretz Yisroel, so there is a concern about the bones of those who died there, while Rebbe Yochanan
holds the 712an did not descend to Eretz Yisroel. Their argument revolves around a passuk where Hashem tells 7xptn!
to say to Eretz Yisroel: N'n mnIbn X7 YIX NX — you are a land that has not been cleansed; DUT DI'A NNWIA K7 — she
was not rained upon on the day of fury. Rebbe Yochanan reads it as a rhetorical question: “Eretz Yisroel, are you not
cleansed (from tumah)? Did the rain fall upon you on the day of fury?” Reish Lakish reads it as a statement: “You are
a land that was not cleansed; did the rains not fall upon you on the day of fury?”

3. 1mn n2na WX %0 (how the ox1, the nan, and a1y withstood the boiling waters)

Reish Lakish asked Rebbe Yochanan that the passuk says about the 71an: Inn na1na WX %30 — of everything that
was on dry land died, indicating the 71an did reach Eretz Yisroel!? He answered: X710 DIwn — because of the heat,
like Rav Chisda said: 12172 |'nnNa1 17p2) |'NNINA — they acted corruptly with a boiling substance (V1T N1Jw); they were
punished with boiling waters. In another version, Reish Lakish was challenged from the passuk’s term “nan” — dry
land, indicating the 71an did not reach Eretz Yisroel, but he explains it means the previously dry land. This
description teaches that the 712n was never decreed against the fish of the sea. The Gemara asks, according to Reish
Lakish, how did the DX (a gigantic creature) survive the 712n? Although the Gemara answers that the tip of its nose
was inserted into the nam, it objects that it should have died from the boiling water. The Gemara counters that the
nam itself should have been destroyed (since the pitch should have melted); furthermore, where did |wan 1710 a1y
stand? Therefore, it concludes that a D1 happened: namn 'T'¥1 1M1LXIW — that [the waters] were cooled at the sides
of the na'n.

Siman - Geek

The geek, obsessed with the parah adumah, who discovered the pit where it was typically burned but one time
wasn’t, was shocked to find bones from the mabul there as well as the giant ox1’s horn lying in the massive
footprint of Og, who survived the flood.

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1. o'wTp nit21 which become disqualified as [anx, 087, etc. before they are born

The Mishnah listed two groups of disqualified korbanos, and presented two different pesukim to exclude them from
liability yina. The Gemara explains that the first passuk excludes korbanos which were never fit to be brought to the
TUIn 90N (e.g., a NnITX M9), and the second passuk excludes those which were initially fit but were later
disqualified. The Gemara explains how each of the second group became 7104 later (for example, a van who had
relations with a person after becoming a korban). However, | 2NN — a harlot’s hire and 1'nn — exchange (for a dog)
cannot take effect on a korban (since the korban does not belong to him), and D'N72 and |9IT RxI' — [an animal] born
by Caesarean section are both disqualified immediately. Therefore, the Gemara explains that these four cases are
D'WTP NIT212 — with offspring of korbanos. This Tanna holds 0'wITp | [NMN2 0w TP 121 — offspring of korbanos
become sanctified when they are born, not earlier, so the fetuses could be transacted as an |anx before they became
hekdesh. Still, they were originally fit for the natn, because they could have been sacrificed as fetuses along with
their mother.

2. Rebbe Shimon’s source that anything fit in the future as a korban is subject to a nwyn %

In the Mishnah, Rebbe Shimon said if someone sacrificed a korban which was temporarily unfit for sacrifice, but
would become fit later (e.g., a temporary DIn 72, or a korban before reaching its required age), he violates a X7
Nwun, but does not incur M. Reish Lakish explains that the passuk says: DI'n N9 D'WIV 1INIX WX 222 [IWUN X7 — you
shall not do everything that we do here today, [each man what is proper in his eyes], i.e., to bring all kinds of
korbanos (since nina were forbidden). Moshe was thus telling Klal Yisroel: when you enter Eretz Yisroel, during the
fourteen years of conquest and dividing the land (while the |awn was in '2273), 1IAMpN NN — you may sacrifice
“proper” (i.e., voluntary) korbanos, but 1I21jM X7 NIaIN — you may not sacrifice obligatory korbanos, since Nina were
permitted then. 2272 was considered |nT 101NN — premature relative to N7'w (regarding obligatory korbanos which
could not be brought until n7'w), and a nwun X7 prohibited bringing them during 7272.

3. Shechting an YIn1 DWN prematurely mw? X9w

The Chochomim in the Mishnah exempt one who brings a korban yina prematurely, including where the owner is
not yet ready, such as the own of a u1xn before the end of his purification process. Rav Chilkiyah bar Tuvi said this is
only true if he shechted the asham nw?3, but if he shechted it INW9 X7, he is liable, D191 MW7 X7W'7 N1 'NIN —
since [an DWN] shechted Inw?7 7w is fit to be brought inside the Mikdash, since korbanos sacrificed nnw? X7w are
valid. Still, one who shechted an bwx prematurely Inw? is not liable, and we do not consider it fit for the Mikdash
since it could have been shechted Inw7 N7w, because m'j)y 'Wa — it requires a positive uprooting to make the korban
fit for the Mikdash. Only if he actually uprooted it by shechting it Ine% N7v is it considered fit for the Mikdash (and
liable yin1). Rav Huna objected to this ruling: w7 w2 1'Nw 12T 72 W' 121 —is there anything which is not valid as a
korban when shechted Inw?7, Inw? N72w w2l — yet is valid when it was shechted 1nw7 X2/?! Since this DWKX is not
valid Inw9, it is also invalid mw% X7w (and exempt yina).

Siman — Kiddie Park

The newborn n'wTp NIT21 going down the slide at the kiddie park who were pasul for a korban because they
were D'N721 |INX from before they were born, watched one Rebbe tell the goats from the 9272 class that they were
premature to go on the n2'® swing and therefore were |nT0INN and one is only chayav a nwyn X7 if sacrificed,
while inside another Rebbe told his boys preparing an asham for the yina viixn play to make sure to announce
they were bringing it Inw? in order to be 1IvA.

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1. 1711 0'n%W NIwa NN IR N0A9 re: being valid Inw? XYw

On the previous Daf, Rav Huna asserted that there cannot be a korban which is invalid when shechted 1nv9, but is
valid when shechted inv 87. The Gemara objects that there is such a korban: nawn NiN' IXW2 ND9 NNl — but there
is the case of a korban pesach during the other days of the year (i.e., before erev Pesach), which is not valid if it was
shechted 1nwY (as a pesach), but is valid if it was shechted w7 X9w1? The Gemara answers: NIWN NIN' INY2 ND9
IN1'1 D'NYY — a pesach during the other days of the year is considered a shelamim. Since it is considered a D'n7w
then, it is thus valid when shechted "Inw?", i.e., as a D'n7w.

2. When was the avodah taken from the ninida and given to Kohanim?

Rav Huna bar Rav Ketina was once sitting before Rav Chisda, who read the passuk 98wt 111 mya NN NYw —and he
sent the youths of the children of Yisroel, explaining it to refer to the firstborn. Rav Huna told him that Rebbe Assi
said: Ipoal — and they ceased thereafter; after this final avodah of the nini1a, the Kohanim would perform it from
then on. Rav Chisda challenged him from a Baraisa teaching that until the [own was erected, Nnina were permitted,
and avodah was performed by ninina. All kosher animals could be sacrificed, including ni'n — wild animals, males
and females, and |'"ain '9ua — blemished [animals], all of which were brought as ni71v, and they required bwan and
nin1. The Gemara answers that Tannaim debate who performed avodah between the giving of the Torah and the
|awn’s erection. The passuk says: I TPN' 'N 72X D'wWAIN 02020 DAl — and also the “Kohanim” who come close to
Hashem should prepare themselves (i.e., keep their distance from the mountain like all Jews). Rebbe Yehoshua ben
Korchah says: ninna niwna It — this refers to the separating from the mountain of the firstborns, who performed the
avodah then. Rebbe says it refers to 111 and 1n'aN, i.e., Kohanim, who performed avodah from then on.

3. Hashem was sanctified through the deaths of Nadav and Avihu

When Aharon’s sons died, Moshe told him: wTpx 'anpa K 'n 127 WK RIn — this is what Hashem spoke, saying: “I
will be sanctified by those nearest Me.” This can refer to the above warning to keep a distance from the mountain, or
that Hashem foretold of their deaths when He told Moshe, “I will set My meeting place there (in the |awn) with the
children of Yisroel, 'T1222 wTpal — and it will be sanctified through My honor.” Do not read it as "'71221", rather, as
1721201 — through my honored ones. Moshe did understand this statement until Aharon’s sons died, at which time
he said: XIn 1N2 wWITHn 2w 1IN wrTpn? X7X 112 1NN X7 'NX NNR — My brother Aharon, your sons did not die except to
sanctify Hashem’s Name, by demonstrating how Hashem punishes those closest to Him for relatively small
misdeeds. When Aharon heard this, he was silent, and was rewarded for it. Similar messages are darshened from
D'70nN and '7wn. Rebbe Yochanan quoted the passuk: qwTpnn 078 X111 — You are awesome, Hashem, from Your
sanctuaries. He said, do not read it as \wTpn, rather as (wTIMN — from Your sanctified ones, meaning: nwiyw nuwa
I'WITPA |'T XIN N2 wITpn — when Hashem executes judgement against His holy ones, 770nni n2unni X1'nn — He
becomes feared and exalted and praised.

Siman — Ketores

The thick smoke from ketores that blinded a Kohen, resulting in his confusing a pesach for a shelamim which was
valid as a shelamim, came from the ketores that bechoros who no longer did the avodah were burning, to honor
two young Kohanim who died to sanctify Hashem’s name.
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1. How did Noach know which animals were M1np?

A Baraisa taught that although na 12 could bring all types of animals as korbanos on a nna before the [own was
erected, they could only bring |"InL — kosher [animals], but not |'"NnV — nonkosher [animals]. The Gemara asks: i
NNIUY NN [MINDI'RNAD 1IN — but were there nonkosher and kosher [animals] at that time? But the Torah had not
yet been given!? Rebbe Yonasan answers: 1nD'2 |'TMUN [NINN — it means they brought from those animals which
would be kosher in the future, when the Torah would be given. The Gemara wonders how they knew which animals
were kosher, and quotes how Rav Chisda explained how Noach knew which animals were kosher (to bring seven of
each into the nam): namn 19 ['aun — he passed them before the Teivah; 11INL XINY VITA NL2IP NANMNW 91 —
whichever ones the na'n received seven of them were thus known to be kosher, and whichever ones the na'n did
not accept seven of them were known to be nonkosher. Rebbe Avahu quotes a passuk: "napai 12t oxantl" — and
those that came, male and female, implying [n'2&n |'NaN — those animals which entered the na'n came on their own.
Seven of each kosher species came to the nam, whereas only two of each nonkosher species came.

2. Machlokes if nn' came before nn |Nn, and what prompted him to come

Rebbe Chiya’s sons and Rebbe Yehoshua ben Levi debated if n'n mm [nn oTIp NNt - Yisro’s arrival was before the
giving of the Torah, or after min |nn. This reflects a machlokes Tannaim about what event Yisro heard about that
made him come and convert to Judaism. Rebbe Yehoshua says he heard about the war against p7nv. Rebbe Elazar of
Modai says he heard about nIn |nn, because when the Torah was given to Klal Yisroel, Tu1 D?71un qIon 210 171 NN
1910 — the sound of [Hashem’s] voice carried from one end of the world to the other, and all the kings of the idolators
were seized with trembling in their palaces, and recited m'w. They asked nv72 about the tremendous sound, afraid
that another 712n was coming. He said it was not, and explained: I'12a n121 17 ' 2L NN — He has a wonderful
precious item in His treasure house, which was hidden away with Him for nine hundred seventy-four generations
before the world was created, 1127 nan'2 wip'al — and He sought to give it to His children, whereupon they said n'w.
Rebbe Eliezer says that Yisro heard about qio D' nunp.

3. N1 m are still permitted to sacrifice on nina nowadays

A Baraisa teaches that na 12 are still permitted to sacrifice on nina nowadays, because the prohibition against nina
was only told to Jews. Therefore, any gentile may build a nna nowadays and sacrifice whatever he wants on it.
However, Rav Assi said: [NIN"¥ NIwWY71 |U07 110X — it is prohibited to assist them or to perform their agency in
sacrificing on a nn2a nowadays. Still, Rabbah said: M [IN7] IN2INY1 — it is permitted to instruct them how to bring
korbanos themselves. This is illustrated by the story of TmiIn x9N, King Shapur’s mother, who sent a korban to
Rava and asked that it be sacrificed D'mw nw?%. Rava instructed Rav Safra and Rav Acha bar Huna to find two gentile
youths of similar age, and find a place where the sea threw up sediment with which to build a namn (which was
never used), and take new (unused) wood, and make a fire with new steel, and thus sacrifice the korban. This
follows Rebbe Elazar ben Shamua, who says that both the namn and its wood must never have been used for
mundane purposes, which Rava applies to nina as well.

Siman — Barber (Haircuts)

The animal barber who let in seven pure animals but only two impure animals at a time into his shop, was giving a
great non-Jew, who converted because he heard the Torah had been given, a haircut, leaving his na na friends
outside who were happy they were permitted to bring offerings on a bamah.

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1. The n'? nann in n'w did not protect inadvertent murderers, but did in the 12N

A Baraisa stated: 7271 niann 1w X7X I'n X7 N2'w1 — in Shiloh, there were only two camps. However, Rava proves from
the laws of 0'8nb who must be sent out of various camps that all three niann must have been present. Instead, he
explains that n7'w “had only two camps” N7 — for refuge for inadvertent murderers; although there was a nann
n'7, it did not function as a place of refuge for killers. This implies that the n'1? nnin in the 127N did protect killers,
which is supported by a Baraisa: "DIjppn 12 mnwi" —and | will set “for you” a place [where a killer will flee to],
implying 71"N2 — in your (Moshe’s) lifetime. "Dijm" — a place implies i — your (Moshe’s) place (i.e., the N7 nann).
"nnw o1 "WWN" - that he shall flee to, 1211 |'722nw TN7N — this teaches that they exiled [killers] even in the
Wilderness, and they were exiled to the N2 ninn.

2. Which korbanos could be brought on a nna: five opinions

A Baraisa presents five opinions about which korbanos could be brought at a nna. (1) Rebbe Meir says: 1111111 92
nn11 1 N0 — any [korban] which is vowed or donated could be sacrificed at a private bamah, but any korban
which is not vowed or donated, i.e., obligatory korbanos, could not. Also, ninan and korbanos for nNm were
brought on nina. (2) The Chochomim say: 7171 0M7wI NI7IW K78 T'N' 120D N2 — individuals only brought olos and
shelamim, but not ninan or korbanos of niN'm. (3) Rebbe Yehudah says that any korbanos which the 112X or T'n!
could bring in the Tuin 2nN in the 12N could also be brought in the Tuin 70N in 2272, His statement implies that
Rebbe Meir and the Chochomim held an individual could not bring personal niain (e.g., NIXLN) even in the n21TA NN2
in 7273, and Rebbe Yehudah disagrees, and says the only difference between the 12Tn and 7273 is whether private
Nina were permitted. (4) Chochomim disagreeing with Rebbe Yehudah appear to be identical to the first
Chochomim, and the Gemara will explain that they hold 0201 were also brought on private nina. (5) Rebbe Shimon
says even the 112 would only bring 0'no9 and niain whose time is fixed, such as the Tnn, but not other ninap
1.

3. The machlokes about a nazir's korbanos on a private nna

Rebbe Meir and the Chochomim argued in the above Baraisa whether a nazir's korbanos could be brought on a
private nn1. We darshen that Moshe told Yisroel that when they would enter Eretz Yisroel, 121pn nnw' — you may
bring “proper” (voluntary) korbanos, but 12PN X7 NiaIN — you may not bring obligatory [korbanos]. Rebbe Meir
holds that a nazir's korbanos are also "nnw'", since acceptance of nn'm is voluntary. The Rabbonon hold korbanos
of NN are considered NiaIN, since he only volunteered to accept the restrictions of a nazir, and that automatically
obligated him in its korbanos. Shmuel suggested that they only argue about the nxvn and Dwx of a nazir, but all
agree he may bring a nazir's n71v and 0% (since these are generally voluntary korbanos). However, Rabbah quotes
a Baraisa that even the D'n%w of a nazir could not be brought, proving that the Chochomim argue about the om7w.
Therefore, Rabba concluded that they only argue about the nazir's n71v and D'n%w, but even Rebbe Meir agrees that
the nxvn and Dww of a nazir could not be brought on a nna.

Siman — Gabbai with a set of keys

The Gabbai with a set of keys who wouldn’t open the gate for the nxin to enter the Shiloh n% nann since it didn’t
serve as a place of refuge, told him to go hide behind the five people standing around a nna and arguing over
which korbanos can be brought on it, and ask the nazir bringing his D'm%wi n%1v on it for directions to an L7 1.
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The Gabbai with a set of keys who wouldn’t open the gate for the nxin to enter the Shiloh n'? nann since it didn’t
serve as a place of refuge, told him to go hide behind the five people standing around a nna and arguing over which
korbanos can be brought on it, and ask the nazir bringing his n'n?w1 n21w on it for directions to an v?jmM 'w.
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1. Sources for eating 0'2p D'wTp in Shiloh nNINN 211, and why Yosef merited n%'w |awn in his portion

Four sources are given to allow eating 0'7p 0'wTp in Shiloh nNINN 921 — anywhere within sight of n7'w. (1) Regarding
N7y, the passuk warns against offering up korbanos "nNIN MWK DIpN 921" —in any place that you see, implying: 722
N7UN NNKX 'N ININ WK DIpN — you may not offer up [korbanos] in any place that you see, DIpM 221 721N NNN 92N
NNIN NNRY — but you may eat [korbanos] in any place that you see [N7'W]. (2) The name "n%'w naxNn" hints 72w DIpn
17w D'WTP NIR 2V 1190 NINNN INIR AIRNN — a place which (after its destruction) whoever would see it would sigh
over its former permit of eating kodashim [nxNn 221]. (3) Yosef is described as "|'v '2v ma 2" — a fruitful son
because of the eye, teaching: 17¥ 12'R¥ 12T NIIN'YI |IT? NNX1 K7W 'V — the eye which did not want to feed from and
enjoy something which was not his (19'D19 NWNK), N2V X712 7a8NI N2 — should merit to eat [kodashim] as far as its
eyesight.
