1. Rebbe Shimon agrees that improper niawnn during na71n of ni'nnan nixvn invalidates them

Rebbe Shimon ben Lakish said that although Rebbe Shimon holds that nnw% X7?w intent during n2%1n does not
disqualify korbanos, Nni'mnan nixbN N2J71N2 [IVAW ' NTIN — Rebbe Shimon concedes regarding bringing blood of the
inner chataos that 1n1 N7019 nawnn — intention (for a different korban) invalidates them, because NJ71n is
unavoidable for this korban, since it is shechted in the M1y, and its blood is applied in the 22'n. The Gemara objects
that Rebbe Shimon holds that one is not liable for 71a1a intention for any korban whose blood is not applied on the
[IX'NN N2TN — outer mizbeiach (and presumably the same applies to Nnw7 X7w)!1? The Gemara answers that although
a N'N9n NRLN cannot become 7121 (to obligate N2 for eating it), the korban is still 2109, based on a kal vachomer:
if intent NnnWY X7w, which does not invalidate a 'Y, invalidates a nxvN, then intent for 13017 yin, which
invalidates a 0'Yw, certainly should invalidate any nxon! [However, since intent nnw? X7w does not incur M2, we
cannot derive M2 for ninan nixon from this kal vachomer]

2. M na%n

Rav Chisda was asked: 1nn 112 n271n — what is the halachah if the bringing of the blood was done by a non-Kohen?
He answered that it is valid, bringing support from a passuk which says “they” shechted the pesach, and the
Kohanim threw the blood "DTn" — from their hands, i.e., the hands of those who shechted. Since a 1 can shecht,
this implies that 01 can also do n271n. However, this is refuted from a Baraisa which explicitly invalidates n27i1n
performed by a 1. The passuk is explained: NALXN nwyn TaUT — [the 71] only did the act of a pillar, i.e., he stood in
place while holding the blood, without bringing it closer to the natn. Rabbah and Rav Yosef said that this question is
subject to the machlokes between Rebbe Shimon and the Rabbonon. According to Rebbe Shimon, that n22In is not
considered an NTIAY, since it can be avoided, then na%1n of a 71 would not disqualify. Below, the Gemara objects that
bringing the DMIN'x to the Nam, which is not critical for N9, must still be performed by a |n2!? The Gemara
suggests that this is a specific 21M2n N1, but objects that a kal vachomer dictates that the same should apply to
n2721n, which is essential!? Indeed, Rebbe Elazar said that even Rebbe Shimon agrees that 212 n271n is 2109.

3. N'n AT IN? nLNY

Rabbah and Rav Yosef had said that according to the Rabbonon, that even avoidable niTiav are considered an nTIay,
then 712 N2%10 would be 7109. Abaye asked them that nv'nw is unavoidable, yet it is still valid when performed by a
11!? They answered: N'n NTIAY IN? NO'NY — shechitah is not considered an avodah. Rashi explains that since all
people disqualified from other niTiav may perform shechitah (and, Tosafos adds, a |n2 is never required for any
shechitah), it is apparently not a significant nTIau. The Gemara objects that Rav disqualifies shechitah of the n19
nNITN by a 11!? It answers that nniT~ ma is different, because it is n'an p12a 'wTp, i.e., monetary kedushah, and has
no NTIAV at all. Rather, its disqualification of "1 must be a unique 2IMan M'M. The Gemara objects that if a 71
disqualifies the shechitah of n'an pTa "W}, certainly he should disqualify the shechitah of true korbanos!? Rav
Shishi brei d’Rav Idi explained that this is similar to Dwa1 NN — appearances of [MuxX]- afflictions, whose
examination is certainly not an nTIAY, yet requires a Kohen.

Siman — Hand (Juggler)

The Kohen who got distracted when he saw a juggler off in the distance and did na%21n of a nnwY XYw nmaa nxovn
which was 2019 the korban, had told a 1t that he couldn’t do na%1n and had him shecht a korban instead since
N'D NTIAY IN? DLW,
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The Kohen who got distracted when he saw a juggler off in the distance and did na%1n of a nnwY X?w n'mna nxvn which was
2019 the korban, had told a 11 that he couldn’t do na%1n and had him shecht a korban instead since N'n NTIAV IN? NL'NW.

1. 7211 XYW na%21n — Is it possible to rectify?

The Gemara asked on the previous Daf: N271n nnw 72202 N7w n221n — Is bringing blood closer to the natn not by foot,
but by hand, considered legally bringing, or not? After several proofs are rejected, Ulla quotes Rebbe Yochanan
saying it is not considered nNJ71n. The Gemara then asks, if it was brought closer through this invalid method, Twan
NAIPN? IWaKR X7 IX NN — is it possible to rectify (by taking it back and bringing it again properly), or is it not
possible to rectify, since it was already “brought” improperly? Ulla quotes Rebbe Yochanan saying that 7w na%71n
22711 is "n72109" —invalid, from which he infers that it cannot be rectified. However, Rav Nachman challenged Ulla
from a Mishnah stating that if blood spilled from a mw 122 (after n72p) onto the floor, and a |2 gathered it, it may
be used for nj1. Since some of the blood presumably flowed toward the natn, it should be disqualified for npnr!?
The Gemara attempts to limit the Mishnah to a case where no blood flowed inwards, but this is ultimately rejected,
and the Gemara concludes: NN2I'N — jt is a refutation.

2. 12'7101 3TN1 [N N'TANI T 12'210 (or the reverse)

The Gemara discusses: 11 121210 — if a non-Kohen brought the blood closer, 1212101 7tN1 |02 N'TNini — and a Kohen
returned it to its original place and brought it again, the sons of Rebbe Chiya and Rebbe Yannai dispute its status.
One party holds it is valid, because n1ipN7 "wan — it is possible to rectify [this disqualified n271n], and the other party
says it is 7109, and cannot be rectified. The Gemara considers the reverse case: N'TNNI [N 12'721N — a Kohen brought
the blood closer and returned it, 1T 12"21n1 3TN — and a non-Kohen brought it again. Rav Shimi bar Ashi says that the
opinion who ruled the first case valid, would rule this case invalid, because he considers the final n271n to be the
primary n271n (which, in this case, was by a 11). The opinion who ruled the first case invalid, would rule this case
valid, because he considers the first Nn271n to be the N271n. Rava contends that all would agree that the second case
is invalid, n"bNK? 1MX XNT — because once the blood was returned, it needs to be brought again and is a necessary
271N (thus requiring a |n2). However, a Baraisa ultimately proves otherwise.

3. Disqualified people and methods for nTn n7ap

The second Perek begins with a list of people who, if they perform nTn n%2ap (or N2710, or npT), the NTIAV is invalid:
(1) At —non-Kohen, (2) |21 (one whose close relative just died), (3) oI' 2120 — one who immersed that day, and is
tahor for chullin, but remains tamei for kodashim, (4) 0191 101NN — one who lacks atonement (i.e., requires a
korban to complete his taharah process), (5) D'TA1 10INNI — one lacking the requisite clothing [of a Kohen], (6) N7w
D'201 0T ymM — one who did not wash his hands and feet beforehand, (7) 97V — someone uncircumcised, and (8)
someone tamei. The Mishnah proceeds to list ways the n%1p is performed that are disqualifying: awn —if he is
sitting, or he is standing on top of 072, an animal, or his colleague’s feet (thus, he is not standing directly on the
Mikdash floor). 728nwa 21 — if he received the blood with his left hand, the Tanna Kamma says it is valid, but Rebbe
Shimon says it is invalid. The Gemara will seek the sources for all these n'7109.

Siman - Fruit Bowl (related to vawa 1'"v)

1. The source that a It is nT1avV Y7nn

The Gemara provides three sources that nTIAv performed by a 1T is invalidated. Levi darshens 98wt 22 '"wTpn N1 —
“and they [the Kohanim] shall separate themselves from the holies of Bnei Yisroel...and they shall not profane,”
hinting that “Bnei Yisroel” (non-Kohanim) should separate themselves from performing avodah, and invalidate
avodah they perform. Rebbe Yishmael says that if a DIn 2v2, who can eat kodashim meat, invalidates avodah he
performs, then certainly a 1T who cannot eat kodashim, invalidates avodah! Although the disqualification of Din 2ua
uniquely applies also to a korban itself, he ultimately says that 21N demonstrates otherwise, and although jaIx is
uniquely prohibited from eating maaser, a niwn TX — common factor is 197'N ITAV DXI NTINY — that they are warned
(not to perform avodah), and if they did avodah, they invalidated it, so the same applies to a 1. Rav Mesharshiya
derived 11 from awI' — one sitting while performing avodah, who may eat kodashim but invalidates avodah he
performs. Although awi is uniquely disqualified from testifying, a ban 7NN may testify while sitting. Even if we
consider the general category of awi' stricter because most people cannot testify while sitting, a niwin TX can be
derived from awi' and one of the above cases.

2. Source that jaIx is nTIAv Y7nn

The Gemara provides four sources that an |aIx invalidates avodah. (1) The Torah tells a Kohen Gadol, if a close
relative dies, 77n' X71 RX' X7 WTpnn |nI — he need not leave the Mikdash, and he shall not profane, implying: 1NN NN
99'N RX' N7W — but someone else (a bI'TN [N2) who did not leave (but performed avodah) invalidates it. (2) Rebbe
Elazar says that when the wTIn wx1 1'ww was burned on the day 211 and XIn'ax died, Aharon said to Moshe: |n
12PN — “Did they (1TWU78 and "nN'R) sacrifice it, while they were D12Ix for their brothers? No, mapn ax —/
sacrificed it,” (and a Kohen Gadol brings korbanos as an JaIX). QNN 1'aw 217K INI'N 'NT 77210 — [This defense]
implies that had they sacrificed it, it was proper that [the NXON] was burned, because a korban brought by an 21X is
invalid. (3) A Baraisa of Rebbe Yishmael’s yeshiva derives |3IN from a niwn TX between DIn 72, 71, and NN, all of
which are prohibited from avodah and invalidate avodah they perform. (4) Rav Mesharshiya derives jaIx from 2w —
one sitting while performing avodah, the same way he did earlier regarding 1.

3. An |2IN’s avodah regarding a 112ty |2

Rava said that an |3IX’s avodah is only invalid for a private korban, nx1n 112X |20p2 92N — but regarding a communal
korban, it effects acceptance, based on a kal vachomer from nxniv: if tumah, for which no exception is made for a
Kohen Gadol regarding a T'n' |2, yet a 112'X |21 may be offered by a vI'Tn |N2 in a state of tumah, then NN,
which is permitted for a 2172 |02 for (even) a T'n' |20, certainly would be excluded from its disqualification for a |2p
112X !? This kal vachomer is based on three suppositions of the laws in the above cases. Rava bar Ahilai argued that
every one of these laws can be questioned based on restructuring the kal vachomer. Therefore, he concludes: NX7X
12N 9'N7 XJ'NI 2N 97 NI — rather, it possible to ask [a kal vachomer] this way, and it is possible to ask [a kal
vachomer] that way, leading to contradictory laws. Instead, n'N2IT2 Ip'M NTNI NTN 72 — every one of these laws
should remain in its place, how it would apply without a ka/ vachomer, and no kal vachomer should be made.

Siman — Toes (Acrobat with large toes)

When the zar acrobat with big toes swung down with a jug of blood to do an avodah and a judge waved three
“21nn flags, another judge was about to wave a 971nn flag when he saw he handed the jug to an onen acrobat but
didn’t when the crowd cheered it’s a 212 [2.
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When the zar acrobat with big toes swung down with a jug of blood to do an avodah and a judge waved three 271nn flags,

another judge was about to wave a Y71nn flag when he saw he handed the jug to an onen acrobat but didn’t when the crowd
cheered it’s a 11ax 2.
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1. The necessity for the Torah to write that xnv, or' 212v, and 0192 101NN all invalidate avodah

Rabbah explains why the Torah needed to teach that a xnv, a 0I' 7120, and a D192 101NN all invalidate avodah. Had
the Torah only written Xnv invalidates avodah, that may have been Nnvn |ow — because it uniquely can make other
items tamei. 0192 101NN could not be derived from DI' 2120, NNINNA %109 |aW — because [a DI' 71aV] is ineligible for
eating terumah, in contrast to D192 10INN. A DI' 7120 could not be derived from DM1923 101NN, NWYN 101NN QW —
because [a D191 10INN] lacks an act (bringing his korban), whereas a DI' 711V’s purification finishes automatically at
night. Furthermore, D192 101NN could not be derived from both ¥nv and D' 712, since both are ineligible to eat
terumah. However, the Gemara asks that DI' 7120 could be derived from xnv and 0M191 101NN together, for although
both require an action (since a NnL needs N7'1D), INKNIL N7 KW'7) 910 qI0 — in the end, the tumah of [D'1921 10INN]
is weaker, since a D192 101NN has already passed nightfall. The Gemara concludes that Rabbah holds n"191 101NN
'NT 212 21T — a zav who lacks atonement is similar to a full-fledged zav (and would be n12 arn for eating kodashim,
and be metamei it as a [IUN)).

2. Machlokes if 0191 101NN of a a1 can burn the nnITx N9

The Gemara suggests that the question if 21T 0M192 101NN is like a AT is a machlokes Tannaim. In a Baraisa, the Tanna
Kamma says that if a D192 101NN burned the NnITX N9, it is (w2, but 2120 qoI' says it is 7109. The Gemara
presumes that they disagree whether a 21T 0192 101NN is like a aT; *7220 qoOI' holds he does, and since the
procedure must be performed by a “tahor,” he is ineligible. However, the Gemara responds that they argue about
the following derashah: 11NN NNl — and the “tahor” person shall sprinkle (which is repetitive, since the previous
passuk already required a tahor), XnL NINW 9920 — this implies that he is someone who is still tameij after attaining
some taharah. Mo1wWaw DI' 2120 2V TN — This teaches that a D1 212V is eligible for M9 procedures. The Tanna
Kamma holds a Di' 7120 of any tumah of the Torah is eligible (including one requiring a korban the next day), and
Yosef HaBavli limits the permit to the tumah discussed there, i.e., N NNNIL (and certainly lesser tumah, like y1v),
but not a D192 101NN, 19121 1'7U ARXI' IRNIV |2W — since his tumah issues from his body.

3. Source that n'Ta 101NN invalidates avodah

The Gemara provides the source that a 0'Ta1 101NN — one lacking requisite clothing of a Kohen invalidates avodah.
The passuk commands Moshe to clothe the Kohanim, and concludes: 0?71V njpn? naina 0N nnni —and the
priesthood shall be for them as an eternal law, teaching: DNV DN1IN] DNV DN'TAAY |NTA — when their clothing is
upon them, their Kehunah is upon them, but if they are lacking in n21n2 '3, their Kehunah is “not upon them,” i.e.,
they cannot perform avodah, like any 11. The Gemara asks that there is another source for this law: a passuk teaches
that |" "inw — those who have drunk wine invalidate avodah, and a gezeirah shavah (npin npin) extends this to a
D'T2 101NN and one who did not wash his hands and feet. The Gemara answers that this latter source would only
teach to invalidate avodah for a 11 which incurs the death penalty; the first source teaches that a 0'1a1 101NN even
invalidates an avodah which does not incur the death penalty.

1. Additional novelties taught for n'1aa 101NN (e.g., 1NY)

Having derived that a b'Ta21 101NN invalidates avodah, the Gemara addresses other sources for this law. The passuk
says: [N2N 1NN 22 1221 — “and the sons of Aharon ‘the Kohen’ [shall place fire on the nat],” indicating the Kohen
Gadol must be 12122 — in his state of Kehunah (i.e., wearing his 0'T1). This teaches that if a 721T2 |02 only wore the
D0'72 of a LITN N2 and performed avodah, it is invalid. The Gemara explains that this derashah teaches an
additional novelty, that even m921 X13un K77 NTIAV — an avodah which is not critical for atonement (such as lighting
the fire on the nam) is also invalidated by a D'Ta2 101NN, Another passuk says: '1a1 D'NNIN IR D'2N20 NN 2101 —
and the sons of Aharon “the Kohanim” should arrange the pieces, etc. The word "D'anan" implies j21n'21 — they must
be in their state of Kehunah (wearing the appropriate 0'1a1), teaching that if a bI"Tn [n2 wears the D1 of a 21Ta [N,
his avodah is invalidated. The Gemara explains that without this derashah, one might have thought that only 110'n —
deficiency of D' can invalidate avodah, so the above derashah teaches that even 1IN — wearing an excess of 0'T2
also invalidates avodah.

2. MmN 11 which are too long or too short (011 raised with the v1ax)

A Baraisa states: |'7winn 'n — if [a Kohen’s 0'121] were dragging on the ground because they were too long, |'/p710n —
or suspended above the ground because they were too short, D'pniwn — or were worn out, the avodah is still valid.
Shmuel ruled that suspended 0'T1 are 2109, and Rami bar Chama explains that the Baraisa’s case is 'T' 7u |p7'0w
DI1AN — where he suspended them with the belt. Since they are actually the correct length, but were merely raised by
his belt, the avodah is valid. Rav says that both dragging and suspended clothing invalidate avodah, and the Gemara
objects that the Baraisa taught otherwise. One cannot answer that the Baraisa’s “dragging” clothing were lifted with
his belt so they are not dragging, Tax Tam 12N — and the belt is considered to have “cut off” the excess material,
because then the case of suspended D11 would be difficult (since suspension with the v1an should be invalid)!?
Rebbe Zeira answers that Rav interprets the Baraisa as a single case: biax '"'v |p7'0W |"7wINn — dragging clothing
which he raised to the correct length with the belt.

3. Three-cornered and five-cornered garments regarding n'x:x

In a Baraisa, the passuk "1ni02 N1912 vaX 2u" — upon the four corners of your garment excludes a three-cornered
garment from n'x'x. The phrase "na noan "wWR" — with which you cover yourself comes to include a five-cornered
garment to require N'x'x. The inclusionary phrase is used for five corners (and not for three), vaix wnn 9721 ww —
because four is included in five, but not in three. Another Baraisa argues, darshening "Mniod Niv1d vax 7u" to
exclude even a five-cornered garment from nx'x. Rebbe Yirmiyah from Difti said that these Tannaim argue whether
MT NMINT XN N — something extra is like it is present, so a five-cornered garment would not require n'xy, or if it
is N'M9T |XN2 — like it is not present, so it is as if it has four corners and requires n'x'X. The same machlokes would
apply to excessively long n11nd 1. However, the Gemara responds that all agree that something extra is considered
present, and the Tanna who nonetheless obligates a five-cornered garment in Nnx'¥ is based on the specific derashah
of N2 NDJIN TWN. The other Tanna darshens this phrase to include a blind person’s garment to require n'x'x (in
contrast to a night garment, which is exempt).

Siman — Chuppah

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1. Numerous questions about nx'x¥n regarding n1ind 'mMa

The Gemara presents eight questions about nx'xn for NN 2. (1) T2 NN 17 N0121 — What if a wind entered [the
|N2’s] clothing, creating space between the T2 and his body? |2'va "INwa 72u" — Do we require the Tx1 to be physically
“on his flesh,” which it is not, or do we say 121 nw'a2 T — this is a normal manner of wearing clothing? (2) Do lice
constitute a nx'xn? Dead lice certainly are, but if it is alive, do we say that since it comes and goes on the body,

N'N NN — it is considered like a natural growth of the body, or since it bothers him, it is a nx'xn? (3) Is dust of
earth (which is unnoticeable) a nx'xn? (4) Is space under his armpit considered a nx'xn, since it is not physically
touching his body, or not, since it is the normal manner of wearing? (5) If he puts his hand into his clothing, m191a
Y'"n — does his own body constitute a nx'xn? (6) Is a detached thread still stuck in the garment a nx'xn? (7) If his hair
ran under his garment, is it a nx'xn, or is it like his body (assuming his body is not a nx'xn)? (8) Are tefillin a nx'xn?

2. The procedure for o'x1 DT WIT'

A Baraisa describes the procedure of 0*2x11 D' wiTp. The Tanna Kamma says: N'an'n 1720 122 2u N 1T NN — he
places his right hand upon his right foot, and his left hand upon his left foot, wTpni —and he sanctifies them by
releasing water from the 1113 onto both hands and feet simultaneously. Rebbe Yose bar Rebbe Yehudah says he
places his hands on top of each other, which he places on top of his feet which are placed on top of each other, and
is wTpn. The Rabbonon told him: |2 NiwY? "wan '® NNA79n — You have exaggerated, it is impossible to do so without
falling! Rav Yosef explains: 1u"on n'ani — he washes whiles his colleague supports him so he does not fall. Abaye
explains the Tannaim argue if T¥N N NNV — standing with support from the side is considered standing. The
Rabbonon do not consider this halachically standing, so he must stand without support. He cannot be wTpn while
sitting, because the passuk says "mw?" — to serve, NIn TRIwWN NN'wI — and service must be performed while standing.

3. Machlokes if o'sx1 o' wIT'HPA NYVIN N2Y

In a Baraisa, Rebbe says that if a Kohen was wTjpn his hands and feet during the day, he does not need to do so again
that night, but if he was wTpn by night, he needs to be wTpn again the next day, because Rebbe holds n%vin na?
D'201 DT WITA — the passage of night is effective in disqualifying the sanctification of hands and feet, thus
requiring a new WIT). In another Baraisa, Rebbe adds that even if he performed avodah the entire night, he must be
WTpn again the next morning, even though there was no interruption between the niTiav. Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe
Shimon says in both Baraisos that a Kohen does not need a new wIT'p) the next day, because he holds nvin n1'7 '
D'201 DT wWIT3, and a single wIT can even be valid for ten days. Rebbe’s opinion is derived from the word
"onwna" — when they approach (to do avodah), thus requiring a new wiTj for each new “approach;” each day’s
avodah constitutes a new “approach,” since the wood on the nam is arranged daily. Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe Shimon
darshens the word "onI111" — when they come (to the Mikdash), indicating that wiT'p is only required each time he
enters.

Abaye answers that it follows Rebbe,
N'N |127T N2'71 — but the disqualification of wiT with the passage of night is only Rabbinical (since the water used for
wITp has already dried). The small amount of time from |wTh nninn (which takes place when the rooster crows)
until daybreak does not disqualify even |1211Tn, since people perceive his wiT as having been on the next day. Rava
answers that Rebbe Yochanan partially agrees with Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe Shimon: he agrees regarding n7'nn
NTIAV — the start of the day’s avodah that wiTy is not disqualified with na'7 (i.e., "nwn TiNv), but disagrees regarding
wiTp for NTIAV q10 — the end of [the previous day’s] avodah.

Assuming nN'X' does not disqualify wiTp, is that because 'Tn X123 — the person is still fit to perform avodah (when he
returns), whereas a tamei, who is unfit for avodah, is surely nuT nton from his 02211 0T wIT'p, or perhaps since he
will become tahor again, he is not NuT Nton? This question is only pertinent when he became tamei close to sunset,
and will not have to wait long after tevilah to become tahor.
