The Mishnah on the previous Daf taught that if one shechted with the intent to be pITits blood (or some of it), or
burn its 1M (or some of them) 1NN — the next day, or to eat its meat, or a N'1 of it, or a N'1 of the n*7xn v —
hide of the tail the next day, it is 71219 and obligates m2. The Gemara assumes that 'nT N8 N8N 11V — the hide of
the tail is like the tail. Therefore, just as a sheep’s tail is burned on the Natn and not eaten, its 11V is as well. The
Gemara wonders, how intent to eat the n'2Xn 11V generates 71a1a: DTR? NATA N7'INN AWNN K Rl — but he is
intending for something meant for natn consumption to be eaten 1In17 YIN by a person!? Shmuel answers that our
Mishnah follows Rebbe Eliezer, who holds DTX N'7'aX7 Natn N71axN "awnn — one can effectively intend for something
meant for Na1n consumption to be eaten by a person, as well as the reverse. Rav Huna says the n'9&8n W is not like
the n'9X, and is eaten. Rav Chisda answers that the Mishnah is discussing the n'8n 1V of a goat, whose tail itself is
eaten.

2. Source for 11017 yIin and Mi1pnY yin: the pesukim in 1¥x nw1a and D'wITH Nw1a

The Gemara asks for the source that intent for 13117 yin makes full-fledged 71219, and eating the meat incurs N1,
whereas intent for 1nIpn7 yin does not. The passuk in IX N9 says: NX1' N2 'W2N DI 1'M7Y NAT 12N X' I8N ONI
—and if some of the meat of his shelamim offering shall be eaten on the third day, it will not be accepted. After
Rabbah’s attempt to derive both laws from this passuk is rejected, Abaye presents a Baraisa quoting an additional
passuk from D'wITP NWIQ, which says: nx1' X7 XIN 2109 'w*2win 011 72K 928N ONI — but if it will be consumed on the
third day, it is rejected, it will not be accepted. Since the passuk in IX already taught about 12117 yIn, the passuk in
D'WITR must refer to INIpN? yin. 1N 123 Xanm vu'ni — and the Torah [in the next passuk in D'wITP] made an
exclusion regarding leftover [kodashim meat], saying Xw' 111lv '72I81— whoever eats it shall bear his sin, thus
excluding nipn? yin from m2. The Gemara ultimately derives from a gezeirah shavah (&TIp wWTIp) that this passuk
refers to 1nn.

3. I"NX N2"IN NN 10212

The Gemara objects to the above sources: how do we know that the "~N2N X" — lengthy passuk (in 1X) refers to
13117 yIN, and thus liable to N2, and the passuk in o'wITH refers to 1NIpNY yin, and thus excluded from N12? Perhaps
it is the reverse!? Rava ultimately concludes: |"nx X2 Xpn 101712 — all of [the laws] are derived from the lengthy
passuk in 1X. He proceeds to detail many laws of 71a1a derived from this passuk, including 121017 yin and mnipn% yin.
The word ""wi9w" refers to intent to consume the korban 11017 yin, and the word "71a19" later in the passuk refers to
intent of INIPNY7 yIn. The passuk concludes: 13NN N72XN WAl — and the soul which consumes of it [shall bear its sin
(i.e., mM2)]. The singular term implies D1aw X971 TNN — only one of the two disqualifying intents incurs N2, and not the
two of them. We derive that 12117 yIn is the one which incurs N1 through a gezeirah shavah (|Iv |1v) from N1,
which is similar to 12012 yin with "ar", i.e., they are both |nt— time related 0'7109, and these laws apply also to nina,
in contrast to 1NIpN7 yin, which only applies in the Mikdash.

Siman - Strong Man

While the very strong Kohen shechted a sheep having in mind to eat the hide of its tail 13n1% yIn, his strong friend at
the gym studying for an exam on the sources for 1117 yin and 1nipnY yin was challenged by his trainer to hold the
barbell above his head the entire time he read the lengthy passuk in 1x.

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1. Proof that the passuk in 1¥ is about intent for 13n1% yIn, not eating "nn

A Baraisa analyzes the passuk in I1¥ which says if D'n7¥ meat is “eaten” on the third day, it will be 71219 and will not
be accepted. Rebbe Eliezer says: uinw? 7218 12 — Tilt your ear to hear the correct interpretation: the passuk is
discussing 'w'2win DI 1N2TN 21287 2NN — one who intends to eat of his korban on the third day. It cannot refer to
literally eating the korban on the third day, because 709" qITh' "W NINW INK — after it was valid through the
completed avodah, can it revert to become invalid by being eaten on the third day?! Rebbe Akiva objects that we do
indeed find such phenomena: a ar1, Nar, and DI' TA12 DI' MNIY, who were ML NPTNA —in a presumed state of
taharah, yet if they experience a discharge, NN0 — they undo their prior taharah retroactively, so the same could
conceivably apply to a korban eaten on the third day. Therefore, Rebbe Eliezer darshened the word "1npnn" — the
one who offers, to teach: 2091 XIn N2pn NVWA — it can become disqualified during the offering, 'w'9w2 9091 13'NI —
but cannot be disqualified on the third day. Another derashah is presented below.

2. 71219 requires INIXN 1'NNn 1, without other disqualifying niawnn

The next Mishnah lays out the rules of %121a: anyone who performs one of the four primary nimav (nv'nw, n71p,
n271n, and npn1) with the intent to eat what is normally eaten, or burn on the Nnatn something normally burned, yin
INIpnY, it is 2109 but does not obligate M. If his intent was to eat or burn it 13017 yIn, it is 212'a and obligates m2 for
eating it, IMIXN] 1'NNN 2Np'w 12211 — provided that he offers the “permitter” as required, meaning, the blood is
brought on the natmn without any other disqualifying intent. This is illustrated: if one shechted np'nwa — in silence
(i.e., without disqualifying intent), and was 721, 7*721n, and pt with an intent of 13117 yIn, or the reverse, or he did
all four nimay with 13017 yin intent, this is INIXN2 1'Mnn 1, despite the intent of 11nT7 yIn being repeated several
times. However, if he shechted with inipm? yin intent, and did the other three niTIav with 13017 yin intent, or the
reverse, or some of the nITiav of a Noa or nxLN were done |NW7 7w (which disqualify them), this is not a case of
INIXN] 1NN 1, and the korban is 7109 but not 71a1a.

3. Machlokes if the order of niawnn matters, and if the machlokes is by two or even one nTIaV

The Mishnah continues that if one intended n'ma yina Nt 2108 — to consume a N'1a outside the prescribed place
and then intended to consume a N1 the next day, or the reverse, or has such intentions about half a n'1a each, the
korban is 7109 and does not obligate M2, because there is another disqualifying nawnn. Rebbe Yehudah says we
follow the first intent: DIpNN NAWNNY? NNTP NPT NAWNNW 9] — wherever the intent of time preceded the intent of
place, it is 71219 and obligates N2 (despite the subsequent nawnn of NIpNY yin), but if the intent of N1NY7 yin was
first, it is 2109 and not 21x19. X97'N says this machlokes is only for two niawnn expressed NITIAV M2 — during two
avodos, but if both niawnn were thought during a single NnTIAy, everyone agrees 'ln NIAYNN AN — jt s a mixture of
disqualifying intents, and is not full-fledged 712'a. Rebbe Yochanan says they even argue where both niawnn were
during a single nTIav (because Rebbe Yehudah holds |Iwx1 |Iw7 D19n — give primacy to the first phrase).

Siman — Cot

The Kohen lying on a cot who turned his ear to hear a Kohen say, "l am not eating 13112 yin. | am thinking about
eating 1112 YIn", told everyone else to please be quiet while doing the rest of the avodah so he can enjoy the
pigul taking effect, when a man named Yehuda said it doesn’t matter because we only follow the first nawnn.
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The Kohen lying on a cot who turned his ear to hear a Kohen say, "I am not eating 131112 yIn. | am thinking about eating yin
11n12", told everyone else to please be quiet while doing the rest of the avodah so he can enjoy the pigul taking effect, when a

man named Yehuda said it doesn’t matter because we only follow the first nawnn.
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1. One who said "nixn?" instead of D'M%w NN a1 NN

A Mishnah teaches that if one says: Dm%w MmN N2 MINN IT N - this [animal] is hereby designated as a substitute
for an nN%1V, a substitute for a 0'N7v, Rebbe Meir says it is fully an n71y, following his first phrase. Rebbe Yose says
that since it is impossible to say both simultaneously, if he originally intended to say both, |'a''pp 12T — his words
stand, and both nininNn take effect. The Gemara asks if he says it should be "0m%wi n71v NIMN", without saying
"minn" separately for 0'n7w, would Rebbe Meir agree that both nininn take effect? If he would argue even in this
case, what if he said "nixn%" — it should be halved between being a N1V mMinn and a 0'%w MINN? Since it is a single
statement, does Rebbe Meir agree that both nininn take effect, or does he hold, even in this case, that the minn
n71Y, which was mentioned first, takes effect first and its kedushah spreads through the entire animal? Abaye says
Rebbe Meir agrees in this case they both take effect, but Rava says Rebbe Meir argues even in this case.

2. Are two niawnn during nu'nw like a case of nixn%?

Rava challenged Abaye from our Mishnah, where one had two intents during shechitah (12017 yin and nijm? yin),
which parallels a case of "nixn%", since the intents can be applied to different b'n'm and do not indicate a retraction.
Still, Rebbe Yehudah holds that we follow only his first nawnn and it is full 21219, and not considered mixed with the
nawnn of nipn? yin!? Abaye responded: do you think 91027 878 nL'NW7 N1'X — shechitah is only [considered
shechitah] at the end of the act, in which case both niawnn would take effect simultaneously? It is not; rather, naw!
Q10 TUI N7'NNN NL'NY? — shechitah is [considered shechitah] from the beginning until the end. Our Mishnah’s case is
where he said he is cutting the first |n'o with an intent of 1117 yIn, and the second |n'o for INIpNY yin. Because the
two niawnn take effect separately, Rebbe Yehudah holds we follow the first nawnn. Abaye explains a parallel
machlokes about dual niawnn by ninin to be where he burned the ynip with an intent of 11117 yin, and burned the
N1127 — frankincense with an intent of NIpNY7 yin.

3. Machlokes if Rebbe Meir’s opinion is based on [iwxY 1% DI1an

Rav Dimi said that Rebbe Meir, who ruled that where one says "D'Mm%w minn 21wV munn it n", the animal is only a
n21v minn, follows Rebbe Yehudah’s opinion in our Mishnah, that [ilwN [Iw% DI19N — give primacy to the first
statement (so if the 12117 yIn intent preceded the N1pNY7 yin intent, it is full 71219). Abaye asked Rav Dimi: but Rabbah
bar bar Channah said in Rebbe Yochanan’s name that it is possible to limit Rebbe Meir and Rebbe Yose’s argument: If
one said IT 21NN 72 AINNI T 2INN — “This [n71 MINN] should take effect, and afterwards this [D'M%w NMiNN] should take
effect, everyone agrees that only the n71v minn takes effect. If he said, IT NN 2"N XX IT 21NN X7 — “This should not
take effect unless this one also take effect, all agree they both take effect. Specifically where he said n%1wv minn
D'M7w MinNn, Rebbe Meir reasons that had he intended to say both, he would have said "nmbwi n?21v minN"; since
he said "minn" again, it indicates a retraction. Rebbe Yose says that he intended to say both, but thought that
saying a single "minn" would make it half n71v and half o'm%w, so he attempted (erroneously) to make it fully n71v
and 0'Yw by saying "Mminn" twice. Thus, Rebbe Meir does not necessarily hold [lwx [Iw7 DIan!? Rav Dimi replied
that he disagrees with Rabbah bar bar Channah, and holds they do argue about jilwx1 [Iw7 DI9N.

If one first intended to consume a half-zayis 13017 yIn, then intended to consume a half-zayis inipn% yin, and finally
intended another half-zayis 12017 yIn, Rava says: 712'an w2 yp'l — the 21019 is awakened like one who was sleeping.
Meaning, the first n't 'xn of 11117 yIn, which originally joined the n't 'xn of NIpNY yin to disqualify the korban
(without making it 71x19), is able to join with the second n'T 'xn of 12017 yIN to create full 71219, as if “awakening” from
“sleep” (and the n'T'xn of ININ7 yIn is not significant enough to prevent the 71a'a). Rav Hamnuna says it is 2N
niAawNn — a mixture of intents, because once the Nt 'xn of 1IN17 yIN joined with the n'T 'xn of INIpN7 yIn, it can no
longer make 71219. Rav Dimi quoted X19p 12 teaching that in a case of a InIpn? yin n't 1xn, then two consecutive half-
zeisim of 11077 yIN, it is 71119, because the two half-zeisim of 11017 yIn are consecutive (as opposed to the original
case). Ravin quoted X192 12 as only discussing where the two half-zeisim of 11117 yin were before the n'txn of yin
INIpNY7. Rav Ashi quoted 819 12 as fully agreeing with Rava above.

2. Intent for dogs or fire to consume the korban 12017 yin

Rebbe Yannai said: 1nn? 0272 IN1908'w aw'n — if one intended that dogs would consume [the korban] the next day, it
is 7119, because a passuk says: 78U 22N 02720 192X 721K DRI — and the dogs will consume Izevel in the portion of
Yizre’el, using the term "n%1ax" in the context of dogs’ consumption. Rebbe Ami asked that if so, one who intends for
fire to “consume” the korban the next day should also make 71219, since a passuk says: N911 X7 WX IN72NN —a fire
which needs no blowing shall consume him, using the term "n7ax" regarding fire as well. Yet, our Mishnah states
that intent to eat a n'T 'xn and 1'LPNY? — to burn a N'T XN on the N2 the next day does not together make 21219,
proving that the burning of a fire is not “consumption”!? The Gemara answers that if he would have used the term
"n71aN" (intending for a fire to “consume” a N'T 'xN the next day), the two “consumptions” would combine. Since he
used the term "muvpn" — burning, they do not combine, because the two terms are considered different intents.

3. Intent for a N2 to be eaten by two people, or consumption longer than 018 n%'ax ']

Rav Ashi asked: 1nn 0T~ 12 awa N1 21087 awn — if one intended for a n'1a to be eaten together by two people the
next day, what is the halachah? |2'2T8 nawnn N2 — Do we follow his intention, where there is a total n'1a to be
consumed and it makes 71219, or [2'7TX |*72I1X "1N2 — we follow the consumers, and since neither of them consumes a
full nim, it does not make 21a1a? Abaye presents a proof from our Mishnah, which teaches that intent for a n't'xn to
be eaten and a n'T 'xn to be burned on the nNatn does not make 7121a because they are different categories, implying
that a parallel case of two people eating a Nn'1a would combine to make 71a'1a. Rava asked, if one intended for a n'ta
to be eaten D19 N7'aX 'TaN N — in longer than enough time to eat half [a loaf of bread], does this make 71a1a?

N2 27T N1 NN — Do we compare [human consumption] to the consumption of [the Natn] (since they are
compared in the passuk), which has no limit of 019 N71ax T2, or N7 3TN LI'TN N2'ANY — do we compare it to a
commoner’s consumption, limiting it to 019 N71ax '127?

Siman —Judge (Law)

The judge called in to rule on the case of the sleeping half kezayis of 13n1? yIn, informed the Kohanim present that a
dog and a fire are called ni%'an, and brought along his D18 n%'ax 12 watch for the Kohen who was thinking about
the mizbeiach eating very slowly tomorrow.

The Gemara answers that although a 1T may shecht even n7'nn17, the Mishnah expressed it
as after the fact, because D'8nL may not shecht N7'NN2%, 111 1WA XNY MM — because of a decree that they may
touch the meat and be xnvn it.

N71V said in the name of Reish Lakish: njp1? 0197 1T 0130w XNV — a tamei person who put his hands into the M)
receives malkus, because the passuk says (about a tamei woman): "I van X7 wTp 721 — she may not touch anything
sacred [and she may not enter the Mikdash]. nun17 Nk wipn — This passuk compares entering [the Mikdash] to
touching [kodashim]; N1 NN NXpNA nU1 NN — Just as partial touching is considered touching (since normally one
touches without his entire body), NnX'2 NnNW NX¥pn1 NN X — so too partial entry is considered entry. Therefore, if
any part of a tamei person’s body enters the Mikdash, he incurs malkus for entering the Mikdash as a tamei.

[Rebbe Yochanan says this prohibition is only [2217.] The Gemara asks, if 82 nnw Nxpna nxa, how will the vixn
extend his hand into the m1w for the blood of his bwx and oil to be placed onto his thumb? Since partially entering
the mtv is also an M2 12 w'w nwy, it should not be overridden to facilitate bringing a pesach!? Ulla answered that a
viixn is different: 1M'p2 NN MuIx? anini 9'RIn — since he became permitted (to extend his thumbs into the n1v)
[despite] his nu1y, he is allowed to do so [despite] his 17 [nkniD].

Siman — Scientist in a Lab

immediately follow the semichah, by doing the n2'no in the location required for the nb'NY. The exception is an
VIINN DY, because a VIxn cannot enter the MtV until his kLN and DWN procedures are completed. The Gemara
suggests that this proves nN'2 nnw NXpna NN — partial entry to the Mikdash is considered entry, because if not, he
could simply extend his hands into the m1w and perform n2'no right before its nu'Nw!? Rav Yosef answers that this
Baraisa follows the Tanna that says "j1ax" (where D'w T '"wTp must be shechted) is only parallel to the nam, far from
11211 WY (the eastern gate) where the un1xn may stand. Alternatively, Rav Yosef answers: 0110 1211 1wR1 nion 92
— whoever performs semichah must bring his head and most of his body into the m1vu. This is because Nn2'M0O requires
IN2 72 — all his strength, which cannot be done without most of his body.

2. Why the v11¥n cannot fully enter the N1V to do n2'no on his Dwx

The Gemara then asks, if the n2'mo of an viIxn DWN is required XN'MINTA, and the law requiring NL'NY NJ'ND% 9N
—that the shechitah should immediately follow the semichah is also NN'"MINTN, then X'TNY% 710071 71V — [the vIxN]
should enter [the m1u] and do n2'nO outright, since the Torah dictates it!? Rav Adda bar Masna answers: Xnw m'm
NIY'091 N1t — there is a Rabbinical decree prohibiting him from entering for N3O, out of a concern that perhaps he
will take extra steps in the M1y, which would incur n2. Alternatively, he answers that nb'nw N2'MDY% 92N is not
required XNN'MINTN. This is refuted from a Baraisa which darshens a wp'n between n2'mo and nb'ny, teaching that
just as N2'No must be performed with people who are tahor, so too nb'Nw must be performed by those who are
tahor. Now, the entire reason n2'MO cannot be performed by |'knD is to ensure that the no'Nw, which must be
inside the M1y, immediately follows the n2'nD, proving that nb'Nw N1'MDY qan is required xNMINTNA!? Rather, the
second answer is that the Nn2'MD of an vlIxn DWN is not required NNMINTN.

3. A tamei person who touches kodashim foods

The Gemara says: WTpa VAW XN — if a tamei person touched kodashim foods, Reish Lakish says he receives malkus,
because the passuk says an X7 w7 '122 — he shall not “touch” any sacred food. Rebbe Yochanan says he does not
receive malkus, explaining that this passuk refers to touching terumah. The Gemara objects that Reish Lakish uses
this passuk for the NnANTX for a tamei who eats kodashim meat!? [Rebbe Yochanan disagrees and says the mnix is
derived from a gezeirah shavah (INKN1V INKNIV) from a XNV who entered the Mikdash.] The Gemara answers that
the prohibition against touching kodashim food is derived ny'a1 [IwW'72 XanN N'P9XT™ — from the Torah expressing
[this prohibition] in terms of touching (and not eating). The prohibition against eating kodashim is derived from a
hekesh to a Nnv entering the Mikdash, which is nnwi1 n'7'01 12 W'w 12T - something which involves the taking of life
(i.e., mD), which teaches that this passuk also includes eating kodashim, which also incurs kares.

Siman - Peg Leg Pirate

The peg leg pirate who was banished from the ship because he had tzaraas and told that he cannot extend his
hands into the N1V to do n>'o on his DWK since it requires 1N 7D with most of his body, and that there is a
n7a from entering for N2'™o since he might take extra steps which would incur malkus, was glad he wasn’t the
tamei pirate he passed who was getting malkus for touching kodshim foods.

The Gemara says: D' T NPT 197 UTR WWA '7ORW XL — if a tamei person ate kodashim meat before the N7t of
the [korban’s] blood, Reish Lakish says he receives malkus, because "van X7 wTp 721" prohibits a Xnv from eating
kodashim, whether before or after njz"1. Rebbe Yochanan disagrees, because he derives the nOnTX for eating
kodashim while Xnv from a gezeirah shavah from the word "Inxniv", which is discussing kodashim permitted to a
1INV (i.e., after nj"1T).

—an invalid cup of blood (e.g., it left the NM1w) renders the remaining blood n'"1'w. Rebbe Yochanan responded that
its law is the same as the N1 of a 7109 person. In a third version, Abaye asked: D"1'w IX 'INT N'AN NN NYWVU'Y 1NN DI
—does one cup of blood which was used for npt render the other cup of blood “rejected” blood, or “remnants”? |s
the second cup spilled out as rejected blood, or poured into the TI0' — base of the natn, like the extra blood in the
first cup? Rabbah presented a Baraisa, which teaches that if the four blood applications were performed from four
cups, all their remnants are poured into the TI0!, but if all four niann were performed from one cup, Tannaim
disagree if the other three are spilled out, or poured into the TIO".

The Mishnah on Daf 32a taught that if a "w2 person was 72y the blood and handed it to a 2109, or to his left hand,
or poured it into 21N 22 — a non-sacred vessel, or it spilled on the floor, it is returned to its place to perform npnr.
The Gemara asks that the blood should become 'InT — rejected by being in an invalid state, and remain permanently
disqualified from npmt!? Rava answered that our Mishnah follows mxnn |an, who does not hold that something
becomes disqualified through a temporary 1n'T (he ruled that if the 718107 VW dies, even after the 'n7 1ww is
shechted and its blood received, the 7TI8TU7 "W is replaced, and the received blood of the 'n? 1'ww is still valid). Rav
Ashi answers: 'INT "IN X7 IT'AW 22 — any [disqualification] which is in his power to rectify is not considered rejected,
and becomes valid when feasible. This is proven from the fact that Rebbe Yehudah, the Tanna who ascribes to the
principle of permanent "1n'T, still holds that received blood which spilled onto the floor may be gathered up and
used for npnt.
