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1. np1 of blood from the floor on Erev Pesach, and why the m1v was plugged

Rebbe Yehudah said that on Erev Pesach, a cup was filled from blood on the m1v floor from the numerous D'noda
which had been brought, and applied to the Nnatn, so that if any pesach’s blood had spilled from its 122, it would be
validated. Since Kohanim are |'t11 — diligent, they are certain to have been 721pn all the blood, but since they act
rapidly, some may have spilled from its '92. Although most of the blood on the floor may not be fit for the natn,
Rebbe Yehudah holds 07%van o7 '8 — blood cannot nullify blood, so even a minute amount of valid blood is
qualified to use for its pesach. Rebbe Yehudah asked the Chochomim, who held this blood cannot be used, why then
was the M1 plugged on Erev Pesach? They answered: D72 [N'MIAIDIN TV 1270w DR 1127 RIN DAY —jt is a praise to
the Kohanim that they walk in blood [of korbanos] up to their knees. Since it is a liquid, it does not constitute a nx'xn
from the floor. Since they cannot perform avodah with soiled na1na T2, this was only done when they carried wood
to the natn, which is not an avodah. During avodah, they walked upon 'avX'X — raised [stones] in the m1tv floor.

2. Intent to eat something not meant to be eaten - ex. blood

The next Mishnah states that if one shechts a korban with intent 21287 1277 |'Rw 12T 212K7 — to eat something not
meant to be eaten (rather, to be placed on the natn, i.e., blood or |N'K), 1'LPN7 12T |'RW 12T 1'VPINI — or to burn
on the N2 that which is not meant to be burned (rather, it is meant to be eaten), and he intended this to occur yin
12117 or INIpN? yIn, the Tanna Kamma says the korban remains valid (because he did not have intentions that were
legitimate), but Rebbe Eliezer invalidates it. If his intent was to eat something meant to be eaten, or burn something
meant to be burned, for less than a N, the korban is valid (even if he intended to eat a n'T'xn and burn a n't'xn).
The Mishnah states that if he intended to eat a n'1a (13117 yIn or 1NIpNY yin) of something neither eaten nor burned,
such as 11V — hide, bones, horns, etc., the korban remains valid. Furthermore, one is not liable for eating such items
even if the korban became 71219, "N, or XNv.

3. Parts of korbanos which cannot make 21219, but become %1212 together with the korban - ex. 1w

Rebbe Elazar said: nata 7219 — if one had piggul intent about a korban, 7'2¥n 23ana — the fetus of the korban also
becomes piggul, and obligates kares for eating it. However, N2t 22an1 X7 2"7w2a —if he had 7139 intent only about
the fetus, the korban does not become piggul, because the 7'7v is not ordinarily eaten. Similarly, 71219 intent to eat a
bird’s 998 — neck sinew, which is edible, renders even the nxk1In — crop piggul, although it is not ordinarily eaten, but
intent about the Nx1M would not make the 9% piggul. Finally, 71319 intent to burn the |min'~ of ['aawan ona - bulls
which are burned outside D2 renders even the DM9’s meat piggul, but 21219 intent to eat the bMa’s meat does
not make the "N piggul. Ultimately, Rava supports Rebbe Elazar from our Mishnah, which states that 7119 intent
to eat the 77w or N9 — afterbirth of a korban does not make the korban 71219, and 71319 intent to eat the eggs or
milk of korbanos, also does not make the korban 71xa. It then concludes that one is not liable for eating the eggs or
milk of korbanos which are 71219, implying that one is liable for eating the 2'9v or X*2w of a korban which was made
2119,

Siman - Children’s Choir Singing La-la-la

As the Zevachim Children’s Choir stood in fake blood up to their knees singing the praises of the Kohanim, one boy
pretended to do a shechitah, and performed a 13117 yIn duet with intent to eat the blood which isn’t typically
eaten, with another boy dressed up as a sheep who harmonized that he was piggul and his little fetus was too.
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As the Zevachim Children’s Choir stood in fake blood up to their knees singing the praises of the Kohanim, one boy pretended
to do a shechitah, and performed a 121017 yin duet with intent to eat the blood which isn’t typically eaten, with another boy
dressed up as a sheep who harmonized that he was piggul and his little fetus was too.
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1. Other intentions to transgress the laws of a korban — ex. Intending to leave its blood until next day

The next Mishnah states that if one shechts a korban 1nn7 MM IX INT NX N1NY7 NIN 2V — intending to leave its
blood or ["un'~ until the next day, YIN? [N'XIN7 IN — or to take them out of the M1y, Rebbe Yehudah invalidates the
korban, but the Chochomim say it is valid. If he intended to place its blood somewhere on the natn other than its
correct place, or on the wrong nam, or that Xnv people should eat it, or offer it on the nam, or that 077w should
eat it, or offer it on the natn, or to break the bones of a korban pesach, or to eat a pesach not fully roasted (both of
which are prohibited), or to mix its blood with blood of invalid korbanos, the korban remains valid in all these cases,
despite the intent to transgress the laws of the korban, Inipn?7 yini 12017 yina X278 N7019 nawNnN |'RY — because no
intent invalidates [a korban] except for intent for consumption outside its time and outside its place, NTXLNNI ND9NI
N7 X7v — and intent to perform avodah of a pesach or chatas not for its sake.

2. Rebbe Yehudah holds nia'n nawnn - intent to leave a korban past its time invalidates it

In the Mishnah, Rebbe Yehudah said that one who shechts with the intent to leave the blood or |Min'~ until the next
day, or to take them out of the m1y, invalidates the korban (the Chochomim disagree). After the first explanation is
challenged, the Gemara eventually presents a Baraisa in which Rebbe Yehudah says to the Chochomim: Dnn 'x
2109 XINY 1NNY% INN DRW D'TIN — “Do you not agree that if he actually left [the blood] until the next day, that [the
korban] is invalidated? 2109 1NN7 IN'IN7 2wW'N X — So too, if he merely intended to leave it until the next day, [the
korban] is invalidated. Similarly, just as removing the blood from the m1v invalidates the korban (since it is
disqualified for npn1), intent to do so also invalidates the korban, according to Rebbe Yehudah. The Gemara
proceeds to explain why Rebbe Yehudah agrees that none of the other intents of the Mishnah invalidate the korban.
For example, intent to break the bones of the pesach, or eat it partially unroasted, does not invalidate the korban,
since even if he would do so, the korban would remain valid.

3. One nInn is adequate Tav'Ta for korbanos of the [IX'nn NatN

The fourth Perek begins: DinIx 'Nnw N — Beis Shammai says: |IX'NN NATA 2V 'IN'0 72 — regarding all bloods which
are to be applied on the Outer mizbeiach, 192 NNX NINNA N — that [the Kohen] only made one application, he
effects atonement (even if two were required n7'nN17). Regarding NNLN, which requires four niANN, Beis Shammai
says that if two NnIINN were made, it is 192N, but Beis Hillel says: 19'2 NNX NaNN NINIw NXLN 9N — even regarding a
chatas that he made only one application, he effected atonement. Since one nInn effects 93, the Mishnah states
that if he made the first nann properly and the second with an intent of 12117 yin, the korban is valid. In contrast, if
the first nann was made 12017 yIN, and the second N7 yin, it is full-fledged 21a1a. A Baraisa teaches the source that
all korbanos brought on the |IX'NN Nat are 1921 with a single NnaNn: 19w 7'Nat 071 — and the blood of your korbanos
shall be poured, implying a single “pouring” is sufficient. The next Daf discusses numerous other derashos made
from this passuk and ultimately offers another source for Tannaim who darshen this passuk differently.

Siman — Lulav

The Kohen lulav merchant who was in a rush to the shuk and held that thinking about leaving the blood until
tomorrow won'’t passul the korbon, was told by another Kohen that if actually leaving it is passul, then thinking
about leaving it is too, while another seller rushing out only did one nann on the [Ix'nn natn for a korbon that
needed two, which was also 1a1.
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The Kohen lulav merchant who was in a rush to the shuk and held that thinking about leaving the blood until tomorrow won’t
passul the korbon, was told by another Kohen that if actually leaving it is passul, then thinking about leaving it is too, while
another seller rushing out only did one nann on the jIx'nn nam for a korbon that needed two, which was also 191.
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1. Machlokes if a korban requiring np"t is RXI' with n2'aw — pouring

A Baraisa had derived from "jaw' 7'nar oT" that one nann suffices for korbanos of the |Ix'nin Nat. The Gemara
objects that another Baraisa darshens this to teach n2'awa janaw N2 a1 — for [bloods] which should be
applied by throwing, which [a Kohen] applied instead by pouring, that he is NxXI'!? It answers that the first Baraisa
holds like Rebbe Akiva, that na'aw 77221 np1 8% — throwing is not included in pouring, NPT 7721 N2'aw X721 —and
pouring is not included in throwing, i.e., one who pours the blood of a korban requiring NnjpMTis not KxI' [since he
does not darshen the passuk like Rebbe Yishmael, it is thus available to darshen that one nann suffices]). This
machlokes emerges from a Mishnah, in which Rebbe Yishmael says: nat 2 nx 10a noan n212 2 - if one made the
berachah for [eating] the korban pesach, he has also exempted that of the korban [chagigah]. Since a pesach’s blood
is poured, and a naaN’s blood is 13, he holds na'aw %%11 npT, and the pesach’s berachah covers the nanan.
However, the chagigah’s berachah would not cover the pesach’s. Rebbe Akiva says neither berachah covers the
other, holding that even nj11is not n2'aw %712.

2. Machlokes about the source that bechor, maaser, and pesach require D"1n'~1 DT NN

The Gemara asks that "Jaw' 1'nat 01" is needed for yet another derashah: in a Baraisa, Rebbe Yishmael says that
although a passuk teaches that a bechor’s blood is 1, and its DX are burned on the Nam, the source that
nNNNawyn and pesach also require DNIN'RIDMT NN is "9w' 1'NAT OTI". How can this passuk also teach that a single
ninn is sufficient? The Gemara answers that the earlier Baraisa holds like Rebbe Yose HaGlili, who derives that
maaser and pesach require DNIN'RI 0'NT NN from the passuk of bechor itself: DNT X7X N1 X7 INT — [the passuk]
does not say to throw “its blood,” but “their” blood; D17N N7X 1K1 N7 127N — jt does not say to burn “its fat,” but
“their fat.” These plural terms teach that bechor, maaser, and pesach all require |1 DMT |NN. [Accordingly,
Rebbe Yose HaGlili holds the blood of these korbanos is pa11, whereas Rebbe Yishmael holds it is poured.] This
passuk says "7 Nt wal" — and “their” meat shall be yours (i.e., for Kohanim). According to Rebbe Yishmael, the
plurality refers to all nn122. According to Rebbe Yose HaGlili, this teaches that a bechor nin %v1a is also given to a
Kohen.

3. Machlokes if one or two niann of a nXvN is 12N

In the Mishnah, Beis Shammai said that two niann of blood of a nxvn are 13un. Rav Huna explains that the pesukim
mention the word "ninp" — horns (of the Natn) three times, with the plural term indicating a total of six. Four of
these are nIxN% — the commanded procedure, and two are 12un. Beis Hillel holds only one nann is 12un, because
two of the words are written as "ni1i2" without a "I", and can be read as the singular "n11?". This results in a total of
four; three are ni¥nY%, and only one is 2dyn. We do not say all four are ni¥n%, and none are 1dyn, because N19d
[NDWUNX X7 121 — we do not find atonement without any [avodah on the natn). Alternatively, Beis Hillel holds 1nx
NN10N NRI RN — the pronounced form of the word has effect, and the written form has effect. Thus, the
pronounced form (indicating six N1ANN) adds one to the lower number, and the written form (indicating four)
subtracts one from the higher number, resulting in a total of five. Four of these are nixn%, and one is 2Dyn.

Siman - Laser Tag

At the “19w' 9'nat 071~ laser tag game featuring the nj?*7 versus the n>'ow teams, where the goal was for the
ND'O9Y team to capture a N T member, one player was able to hit the D" n'x1 o' T |Nn target in the maaser
beheimah and pesach area, while two players were arguing whether a minimum of one or two niann shots were
2oyn for the nxvn challenge.
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At the “qaw! 9'nar 07" laser tag game featuring the npt versus the n1'aw teams, where the goal was for the na'aw team to
capture a njpp" T member, one player was able to hit the D1 0T NN target in the maaser beheimah and pesach area,
while two players were arguing whether a minimum of one or two niann shots were 12vn for the nxvn challenge. .
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1. nvn? |"¥NI N2UNY |"'¥NY DT 12'¥N XY

A Baraisa provides another source for Beis Hillel’s opinion that a single nann suffices for a nxvn: the pesukim about
NINDLN say three times 1921192171921 — and [the Kohen] shall atone, etc. The first teaches X7X N1 X7w 'a v qr 1921
vv — “he shall atone” even though he only made three applications, the second 19211 teaches that he atones even
with only two niann, and the third 1921 teaches that even a single nann atones. The Gemara asks that perhaps it
should be darshened differently, with the first 1921 teaching that even if he only placed three of the niann above the
line and one below (instead of all four above), it is still valid, and the second and third teaching that even one above
the line and three below is still valid!? It answers: nbNY7 |"xNI N2unN7 |"XNY DT 12'x0 X7 — we never find blood
applications of which half (i.e., some) are placed above the line, and half are placed below the line. Therefore, the
passuk must instead be teaching that only a single nann is 21aun.

2. Why n"1'e’s placement is not an example of non? |''xni nunY |"xn

The Gemara objects to the previous assertion (that no blood niann are partially “above” and partially “below”) from
various NINTN performed by the 212 |02 on Yom Kippur, but clarifies that they were not done in different places. The
Gemara then asks that bn'w — remnants of a NnNLN are poured into the base of the Nam, while its niann are above
the linel? It answers that the pouring of b"'w is not 12un, and the principle that all niann must be in the same place
only refers to niann which are 12un. The Gemara still objects that there is an opinion that 09N on'w — pouring
the remnants of the blood of inner NINLN is 12UN, yet it is poured in the TI0' of the Natn, while the niann are all
placed on the ninp of the 'm1an nam (“above”)!? It answers: |2NKp DIpn TN — we are only saying about one
location (i.e., one Natn) that all niann are either above or below, but this does not apply to a n'n1an nxvn, whose
ninn are placed in the m1an nam, and its 0DN'w on the [IX'Nin NN,

3. The last three niann of a nkvLN have some halachos like the first nann, and some like the n"1'w

Rebbe Yochanan said: nixbnaw niann whvw — the three last applications of chataos, which are not critical, nixa 2N
N7191 — are not brought at night, like ordinary N1, NN'M INN2 NINAI — but can be brought after the death of the
owner (unlike the first critical nann), 2''n yina |nn nunini — and one who offers any of them outside the Mikdash is
liable to M2 (the punishment for avodah outside the Mikdash), just like for the first nann. Rav Pappa says: |nn !
IN7NN2 — some of the laws of the last three niann are like its beginning (i.e., the first, critical nann), 19102 [nn w1 —
and some of their laws are like its end (i.e., pouring D"1'w). In addition to Rebbe Yochanan’s laws of "yin" and "n%%"
above, they are considered like ordinary nj"1 regarding disqualifying D1, requiring a nw 192, performing the nann
onto the 1 of the Nnatn, and with the Kohen’s finger, the law of 0122 — requiring the washing of a garment onto
which blood spattered, and these niann create oM'w (i.e., the remaining blood in the 173 must be poured into the
TI0Y). In addition to Rebbe Yochanan’s law of "nn'n" above, they are considered like b1'w such that they do not
permit the meat for consumption, cannot create 21219, and do not invalidate the korban if the blood enters the 72'n.

Siman — Chicken Soup (n% 127)

The young Kohanim in training using chicken soup for practice who made sure never to do part of a nJnn above the
line and part below, had no problem pouring the leftover chicken soup on the base since pouring isn’t 12un, and
were careful to never do the last three of a nxvnN at night or outside the Mikdash.
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The young Kohanim in training using chicken soup for practice who made sure never to do part of a nann above the line and
part below, had no problem pouring the leftover chicken soup on the base since pouring isn’t 23un, and were careful to
never do the last three of a nxvN at night or outside the Mikdash.
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1. Proving that the three niann of nxvN require DI

On the previous Daf, Rav Pappa said that the three latter niann of a NNLN are subject to DIA] — requiring the
washing of a garment onto which blood spattered. He offered proof from a Mishnah which states that if blood of a
NNLN spattered onto a garment from the |Nj» — horn or from the TI0' — base of the Natn, it does not require DI21.
This implies that 0p% '8 [N — blood which is fit to be placed on the horn, i.e., the last three niann, does require
0I1'1. However, the Gemara objects that a similar inference should be made from "Ti0" that blood “fit” for the TIO,
i.e., D"N'w, should require 0121, which it does not!? This question is discussed at length and ultimately stands. Ravina
answers by distinguishing between the two terms: wnn npn [n — “from the horn” means literally blood taken from
the p itself and implies that blood “fit for the Np” (the last three niann) would not require 01112, as Rav Pappa said.
However, "TI0'n n" means even that which is “fit for the TI0"” (i.e., D"1'w). He explains that "|7jppn |n" cannot include
blood “fit” for the N, because then it would be unnecessary to teach that blood fit for the 110! does not require
D12,

2. Source that 1"'v m'ww are ni'n1a nixvn, but o'221 M'ww and n"1 "MW are not

The Mishnah on Daf 36b taught that all niann of nixvn which are applied to the mnan nam are 12un. A Baraisa
derives these from extra words in the passuk about 1121 2w 127 0%Un 19. The word "nxvbnn" teaches: MY 19N
D'1210 NTIAV — these are the goats brought as a nxbN for communal idolatry (resulting from a mistaken ruling),
teaching that they are also ni'ta nixvN, thus requiring blood niann before the naina and on the 'm1an nam, and
burning its meat outside Yerushalayim. We do not include the 0'221 m'vw and wTIn WX M'Ww (i.e., goats brought for
the qoIn on these days) to also be nia nixvn, because the word "19" — for it excludes them. The Baraisa explains
how it was known to include the 1'v m'ww, and exclude the others:nuIT NIXN MV Y M0 198 DK IR NN -/
include these (1"v "'ww) which atone for known transgressions of a mitzvah (similar to the 127 02uin 19), and exclude
the other b"'ww, which do not atone for known transgressions (but for unknown tumah transgressions in the
Mikdash).

3. NaMo and D"'w are not 1avn for a N!N1an NxVN

After deriving from extra words that all nINTh — sprinklings of NniMan NIXLN are 12Vn, the Baraisa darshens: "9a211"
—and he shall atone [for them], teaching: N0 K7W 19 YU N —even if he did not lean on the korban as required,
"n%011" — and it shall be forgiven for them, teaching: Dx1'w N1 K7W 19 U N —even if he did not pour the blood
remnants into the TI0'. The Baraisa explains how it was known to invalidate a korban missing NIXTN, but validate a
korban missing N2'MO or DN'Y: DIPN 221 NIAAVNW NIRTNA ['IN] Y019 — [ invalidate [the korban] where sprinklings
were omitted, because they are essential in all other places, DI 221 NI22VN 'Y DY D201 AR 1'wanl—and |
validate [the korban] where na'no or pouring the remnants was omitted, because they are not essential in all other
places.

Siman — Letter (Mailman)

The Kohen mailman delivering the three latter niann of a nxvn that spilled on his uniform which would now
require 0I11Y, arrived just in time to inform the Kohanim that n"1 mww are not like the Nt nTIAV M'ww which were
applied on the mnan narn, while a second Kohen mailman was in such a rush to deliver his mail that he forgot to
do n2'no on a nN'na nxon and was relieved to hear it’s not 21aun.
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The Kohen mailman delivering the three latter niann of a nxvn that spilled on his uniform which would now require

0111, arrived just in time to inform the Kohanim that n"1 "M'ww are not like the Nt nTIAv Mww which were applied on

the 'nan nam, while a second Kohen mailman was in such a rush to deliver his mail that he forgot to do namo on a
nmMIa nxvn and was relieved to hear it’s not 1aun.
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1. nntn is not performed if the 22'n roof was broken through

In a Baraisa, Rebbe Shimon says that because the Torah says the plural nia1p — horns regarding the 7172 |02 19, and
again regarding the 127 0%UNn 19, and the two are compared with a wp'n, we know that both require niann of their
blood on all four nixp of the 'Man nam. Rebbe Yehudah says this derashah is not necessary, because the passuk
says about each: Tuin 7nNa — in the Tent of Meeting, teaching that the blood must be placed TuIn 2nxa mxn 73 %v
—on all [the ninp] mentioned in the TuIn 2nKR. According to Rebbe Shimon, the phrase "Tuin 7nN" teaches: Drw
N NN K7 72'0 2w Mpn nnnal - that if the Heichal roof was broken through, he would not sprinkle the blood. The
Gemara clarifies that Rebbe Yehudah derives four niann from the word "MwWx" — that is [in the TuIn 9nK], and agrees
to darshen "Tvin 7nN" the way Rebbe Shimon does.

2. wp'n to DM1920 DI' 18 teaches "n7'ap1 DTA NR" — “NN” teaches blisters do not constitute a nx'xn

The Baraisa on the previous Daf taught that the word "19%" in the passuk about 127 0un 19 alludes to the nI'19
DM1930. The Gemara discusses what law is derived from this wp'n, and Rav Pappa ultimately says: N78 X21¥1 X7
N2'2011 DT NNY — it is only needed to teach the halachos derived from the words "nx" and "DT1", and the Kohen’s
requirement of dipping his finger into the blood to sprinkle it. Rav Acha bar Yaakov explains: the word "nx"
(implying something subordinate to his finger) teaches that the Kohen may sprinkle the blood with blisters on his
finger, and they do not constitute a 072" .NX'XN" teaches NI'un N7'20 TIW'W 0T KN'W — that the blood should be
the amount needed for dipping from the beginning (i.e., when it is received in a '72). Meaning, if blood was received
in two vessels, each being less than enough for dipping and nxTn, they cannot be combined for nxt. Finally, "7201"
—and he shall dip (his finger) teaches he must dip his finger into the blood to sprinkle it, x20n X721 — and he cannot
wipe the blood from the walls of the 2.

3. Rebbe Yishmael’s kal vachomer equating the avodah of the n"19an ni' 19 to another 19

In a Baraisa, Rebbe says the word "19%" — to the bull (written about the 127 07Un 19) comes to include the 19 of
Yom Kippur |'2u1 WX nn %37 — for everything stated in the section of 12T 0%vUin 19. Rebbe Yishmael says this can be
derived from a kal vachomer: |22 |27 niwin N2w Dipna nnl — if in a place where a korban is not equated with
another korban (to be brought from the same animal), 0'wun? 0'wun niwn — yet [the Torah] equated the procedure
of one with the procedure of the other, then |27 |27p Niwnw DIpn —in a place where [the Torah] did equate a
korban with another korban (to be brought from the same animal) nwun% nwun niw'w |'T112'R —is it not logical that
it equated one procedure to [the other] procedure? After some discussion, the Gemara ultimately explains: a 19
12T D%VUin and the 011920 DI' 1'Ww, despite being different animals, share the same procedure 1n2 1N2T 'wNY% —
regarding that which was written explicitly about them (i.e., sprinkling towards the nana and placing on the nam
mnan with his forefinger). Therefore, a 01930 01" 19, which is the same animal as a N'wn |N2 19, is certainly
subject to the same avodah, specifically, the laws of "n'2'avalI o712 NN" discussed above. Similarly, the o1 1'ww
DM192N is subject to these laws, derived from D'1212 NTIAY "M'ww, using the same kal vachomer.

1. How 12T 0%Vn 18 can teach that ni'22 mwi mnre apply to 02212 nTav Nww

On the previous Daf, Rebbe Yishmael said that the first mention of "19%" written in the pesukim of 12T 0%uin 19
alludes to 112y Yw 121 02Un 19. The Gemara objects that this section is explicitly discussing 112X 7w 127 0%UN 19, so
why would the Torah need to allude to it? Rav Pappa answers that the case of 12T 0%Uin 19 is coming to teach that
the law of ni"22 mwiI MmNt — the diaphragm and two kidneys being burned on the nam should also apply to nww
D'1211 NTIA. This law is not written explicitly by 12T 0%un 19 itself (but is derived from n'wn |02 19 with a wpn).

It answers that it is
analogous to 12NN 7V DVUTY 0TI w1171 — a flesh-and-blood king who became infuriated at his dear friend, vumi
INA'N 1291 12IM02 — but minimized his wrongdoing because of his love for him. Similarly, the section about Klal
Yisroel’s sins, 12T 07un 19, is written briefly, because of Hashem'’s great love for Klal Yisroel. Another Baraisa asks
why the term "wTpn NnaNa" — the “holy” Paroches is written regarding n'wn |2 19, but not regarding 12T 0%Uin 19
(where it merely says "nana"). It answers that it is analogous to a human king na'Tn 'y NNNOW — whose country
acted offensively against him. nn1o nbIvM X — If only a minority of [the country] acted offensively, 17w X'9na
nn"pNn — his close council still stands; if a majority sins, then his council is disrupted, because he partially removes
himself from them. Similarly, when discussing a sin of a majority of the nation, the naina is not described as “holy.”

A Mishnabh states that if one has a 71a1a intent while burning the ynip of a minchah, but not while burning its n1127,
Rebbe Meir says the minchah is full 71219 and obligates N2, but the Chochomim say there is no kares %31 229'w Tu
MNN — unless he has 712'a intent for the entire “permitter.” Since he only had 71319 intent for one of the two essential
components which are 1'nn the minchah, it is not 71219. Reish Lakish explains that Rebbe Meir’s reasoning is not
because he holds 1'nn 'xn1a |"229n — one can effect 711'a9 even with intent during part of a 1'nn. Rather, the case is
where he placed the ynip on the natn with 2139 intent, and then placed the n1127 silently, without specific intent.
Therefore, Rebbe Meir holds nwiv XN NAIWNY NUT 2V nwIVN 72 — whoever does several acts does them all according
to his first intent. Since his first act was done with 21219 intent, the others are considered to be with 71219 intent as
well, unless he specifically intended otherwise. Reish Lakish infers this position from the Mishnah on Daf 36b, but
the Gemara deflects this inference. His position is challenged on the next Daf.
