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1. 7122 with some of the numerous niann of M1an narn v 'annan

On the previous Daf, Reish Lakish said that Rebbe Meir, who ruled that being 722an on either the ynij or the n11a%
makes full 71219, does not hold 1'nn 'xna |"239n, but holds that the person completes his act nIIwx1 NUT 2V —
according to his first intent. This is challenged from a Baraisa discussing 71a'a of nixbn whose blood is placed on the
M9 Natn, such as the forty-three niann of the Yom Kippur korbanos or the eleven niann of the n'wn |n219 or 19
127 07V (sprinkled seven times towards the NaNna and applied on the four nimp), all of which are 213un. The Baraisa
states: N'wYwA a1 N1IWA A1 NIWKRIA |2 29 —whether one had 71219 intent for the first set of niann (in the wp
D'wWTpN), the second (towards the NaNa), or third (on the 'M1an natn), Rebbe Meir says it is 7119, and the
Chochomim say it is not 71a'a unless he has 71219 intent for the entire 1'nn. This proves that even without 71aa intent
on the first set, Rebbe Meir still holds it is 7121a!?

2. Rebbe Eliezer exempts one who offers a n'ta of a minchah yina

Rav Yitzchak bar Avin suggests that the Baraisa refers to 71219 during the shechitah of an animal for the first, second,
or third set of niann (because the first korban’s blood spilled). Since the previous set of niann was finished, they are
not repeated, rendering this shechitah an entire, independent 1'nn. The Gemara wonders why the Chochomim
would argue, and suggests it is Rebbe Eliezer’s opinion: if one burned, outside the Mikdash, only a n1a of a ynip,
N2127, or minchah which must be completely burned, the Tanna Kamma holds him liable for avodah yina, but Rebbe
Eliezer says he is exempt unless he offers them entirely. Since he holds a significant part of an avodah is not
considered an avodah yIn2, he presumably holds the same regarding 71319 of shechitah for just some of the Yom
Kippur niann. The Gemara objects: Rava said Rebbe Eliezer agrees regarding D'nT — blood applications, that one is
liable for a single yina nann, because Rebbe Eliezer holds that if blood spills during Yom Kippur niann, he continues
from the next nann (even during a set), considering each n1nn an independent avodah. If so, he would also hold
21219 during a single nann, and certainly during a second shechitah, will effect 712191? The Gemara ultimately
concludes: "Nwp" — it is a difficulty.

3. How can niann after a 213'a nawnn qualify for 'nn %3 111p?

The Gemara above had attempted to prove that Rebbe Meir holds that one can effect 71219 with 21219 intent for some
ninn of ninnan nivvn. The Gemara asks that 71219 cannot obligate kares 1"'mn 22 12p'w TV — until all the
“permitters” (i.e., critical NITIAV) are offered. Here, once he had 71219 intent during the niann inside the o'wTpn wp,
MT TR N77T [N N2109 — it is invalid as if he did not sprinkle the blood at all; thus, when he later sprinkles its blood
(without 71219 intent) in the Heichal, "Tx NjppT NIn 8n7u1 X' — he is essentially sprinkling mere water, since it is
invalid!? How can this korban become 21219? [Rashi explains that this is not problematic for every shechitah or n21p
of 71219, because since the Torah dictated that 71x1a is effective, its "npnt" is by definition sufficient for 21x1a. Similarly,
if one has 71312 nawnn for all niann of these nixvN, it is entirely a N1 of 21219, as opposed to here, where the later
ninn were performed without 71219 Nnawn]. Rava answers that even with a single animal, nxn 1712197 — it effects
acceptance regarding 71219 (similar to np™T which follows a shechitah of 71a19).

The next Mishnah lists numerous sacrificial items which do not obligate ma for eating them as 71219, because they
do not have something else which permits them [to be eaten, burned, etc.], such as the ynip of a minchah, mivp, or
N1127, or certain NiNan which are completely burned, all of which are 1'nn themselves. The same applies to blood,
which is 1'nn the rest of the korban. Tannaim dispute the status of 0'201 — libations brought together with a korban,
and the 217 of oil of a 11NN, The rule is expressed: NATNY7 |'2 DTNY |'2 "N 17 W'w 720 — anything which has a
permitter, whether for people or the mizbeiach, 7119 DiwnN 1"V 'a'n — one is liable for it for piggul. Some novel cases
of 2121 are explained: for an 71y, the nj1 of its blood permits its meat to be burned on the nam, and its hide for
use by Kohanim. The blood application of an qiun N7y permits it to be burned on the namn, and the blood
application of a qIUn NXLN permits its meat to be eaten by Kohanim.01

2. 11 171219 Upa NATAN 2 %V 12vaw 2129 ynip

N71V said: namn 1 v 1unw 21019 ynip — if the kometz of a minchah that was piggul was brought up onto the
mizbeiach, 1101 171019 upa — jts piggul status leaves it. He explains why: 21a1a 1'% x1an 0NN ox = if burning [this
Ynip] can bring other [elements of the minchah] to piggul, |]2w 92 X7 INXV KIn — should it not be effective for itself?
The Gemara elaborates: if it is not accepted as a mopn, how can it bring the other parts of the nnin to 71a1a status
through completing its offering? The Gemara discusses the practical import of X71U’s statement, and ultimately
explains: normally, the halachah is 1T X7 19V DX — if [korbanos brought with 71219 intent] were brought up onto the
natn, they are not brought down (although they should not have been brought up), and 15u! X7 1T DX — if they were
brought down, they are not brought back up. N7V is teaching that in a case that 1Ixn [na N2wn — the fire took hold of
[the invalid ynip], it is brought back up (because "natm Yw 1INN7 nwwl" — it becomes the bread of the mizbeiach).
Although X71v already taught this principle elsewhere, here he teaches that even regarding a kometz, manT — which
is separate pieces, the part which was not burned is still brought back up.

Thus, our Baraisa contradicts itself!? Rebbe Yirmiyah removes the word "n'a01" from the Xa'D. Abaye answers that
the "nw 21" which is liable is where it comes together with the metzora’s DwN, and the same applies to 0'20]
brought with the korban. The 0'201 in the X9'0 which are exempt is where they are brought separately from the
korban, and the same applies to a |nw a17 brought separately.

2. Sources for various offerings eaten by Kohanim

A Baraisa discusses the sources for numerous offerings eaten by Kohanim: "n0i111j» 92" — all their offerings comes to
include the |nw 217 of the unIxn. Although a passuk implies that only remainders "wxn |n" — from the fire are eaten
by Kohanim, this derashah teaches that they also receive the |nw a17. "onnan 227" — all their menachos includes
even the 1nIvn nnan, and the nixapn nnan (of a NLID), teaching that although the passuk says "0na a1 1wWR" —
[those] who were atoned through them, and the (1nIvn NNan is only 1'Min? — to permit (new grain), and the nnan
NINIp comes |IV 117 — to determine if a sin was committed, these are also eaten by Kohanim. "onxvn 23721" —and all
their nixvn includes a qIwn NN, which would otherwise be prohibited in consumption as a n7'23, since it is killed
through np™n, not nu'Nw. "onNwr 937" = for all their ninwx includes an DWN of a nazir who became tamei, that
although it comes V1'wanY7 — to qualify him to restart his nezirus, it is eaten by Kohanim, like an unixn owx. The
Baraisa adds that something stolen from a 12 who died without heirs is given to Kohanim and is their property even
to be wTjpn a woman.

3. Third opinion about n'aawin nna: there is 7121 for "yina nwvan 121"

In the Mishnah on the previous Daf, the Tanna Kamma says one is liable for eating 71a'a of Dmwwi D'aawin oNa
D'owan — bulls which are burned and goats which are burned, but Rebbe Shimon says one is not liable for any
korban which is not offered on the [IX'nn N2t (like a D'N%W). In a Baraisa, Rebbe Yose states a third opinion: 7219
YIn1 nwuan 1212 — if he had 21319 intent with something done outside the 72'n (like a 0'%w), it is 71219, but not if he
had 71219 intent with something done inside the 72'n. He illustrates: if he stood outside the 72'n and shechted with
the intent to sprinkle its blood on the 'mman nam the next day, it is not 71219, since he had intent outside about
something done inside. Similarly, if he stood inside the 720, and sprinkled the blood with the intent to burn the
| or pour the D'W (on the |IX'NN NATN) the next day, it is not 71219, because there was intent inside about
something done outside. However, if he shechted outside intending to pour the b"'w or burn the |mn'~ the next
day, it is piggul, yin2 nwyin 11711 YINA NAwNNW — because there is intent outside about something done outside.

The next Mishna discusses 01212 'Ta1v "W — kodashim [offerings] designated by an idolator. Rebbe Shimon says
that one is not liable for them for 71219, AN, or tamei, and for shechting them yina — outside the Mikdash. In a
Baraisa, Rebbe Shimon adds: |'3N1 N7 — one may not benefit from them, |"2uIn 871 — but one does not transgress
me’ilah for benefiting from them, because they are Biblically permitted, and only Rabbinically prohibited. They do
not create NINN by being “exchanged” for another animal, and an 0"12V may not offer 0'a01. However, Rebbe
Shimon agrees that an 0"12V’s korban requires 0'101. Rebbe Yose says: 1'nNnY [7121 12N NN — | see to be strict about
all these laws and equate an D"12V’s korban to a Jew’s, because the passuk about his korban says "'n?" — to Hashem.
The Gemara proceeds to explain Rebbe Shimon'’s source for each law. He holds they are not subject to me’ilah based
on a gezeirah shavah (bn vn) from NN, where it says "781W! 11", excluding idolators. This only excludes kodashim
with QN nwITp — physical sanctity, similar to terumah; therefore, the above Baraisa concludes that Rebbe Shimon
agrees that an idolator’s kodashim with only DT nwITp — monetary sanctity is subject to me’ilah.

2. Tamei blood of an n"13v’s korban which was pn

A Baraisa teaches that if blood of a korban became tamei (and was unfit for njp1), and a Kohen performed npnt
with it, nx11n aiwa — if he did so mistakenly, [the korban] is accepted (through the y'x) and its meat may be eaten;
nNX1IN N7 TN — if it was intentional, it is not accepted insofar as its meat is Rabbinically prohibited to eat. This
applies to a T'n' |2, but regarding a 112'x |20, whether the NIt was 21w or T'TN], the korban is accepted and its
meat may be eaten. Regarding an 0"12V’s korban whose blood became tamei, nX1In X7 TN 121 AAlwA |'2 — whether
its N1 was mistaken or intentional, [the korban itself] is not accepted and is completely invalid. Rav Pappa explains
although Rebbe Yose generally holds an 0"12v’s korban has the same laws as a Yisroel’s, he agrees that a specific
exclusion prevents the y'x from making an 0"12V’s korban acceptable. As Rav Ashi explains, the passuk says: Dn? |Ix1?
— to bring them favor, 1IN1'1 NNXIN 12 IX? D'2212 'TAIVI — and idolators are not fit for finding favor with Hashem.

3. Items exempt from 21a19 are still liable for 1N and tamei

The next Mishnah states: 7121a Diwn Dn'2u 02N 'R 02T — Items for which one is not liable for them for piggul
(because they lack another 1'nn), Nnv Diwni NN 0IwN [NV 2N — one is still liable for them for eating nossar, and
for eating while tamei, DT N yIin — except for blood, which is exempt from all three. Rebbe Shimon holds one liable
only 71287 277w 1212 — when he eats something usually eaten, but not for wood, n1127, and MmiIvp. A Baraisa explains
that the passuk "*7 D'wrTpn DN WWKR" — that which they sanctify for Me obligates ma for tumah on all items,
including those without another 1'nn (another derashah below extends this to A1nn). Still, one is not liable for them
immediately, because the passuk says "11p'" — whoever comes near the kodashim, etc., will incur kares. Rebbe Elazar
explains that since one is never liable to kares for merely touching (“coming near”), it means to teach: 17 \waina
127N AIMaN — the passuk is discussing where [the korban] became fit for the nam. Thus, for an item which has 'nn,
one is liable for tumah |M'nn 10p'wn — from when its ["1'Nn were offered (e.g., meat after its blood was jp1). For
items without |"1'nn, one is liable 701 wTp'wn — from when it is sanctified in a [Mw] 23.

The Gemara
presents three derashos excluding blood from me’ilah, two of which are superfluous, and are used to exclude DT
from liability for 1n11 and tumah: (1) The passuk says "D37 IMNa ArI" — and | have given it to you (on the Natn to
atone), teaching: N0 027w — it shall be yours, and excluded from me’ilah. (2) "19237" — to atone teaches: I'mN1 N19217
n7'un? X721 — I have given [the blood] for atonement, but not for me’ilah. (3) "NIN" — “it is” teaches: M92 1197 KIN
92 INN7] — it is the same before atonement as after atonement; just as after N9, it is not subject to Nn7'wn, the
same holds true before n191. We do not say the reverse, that just as before n92 it is subject to me’ilah, the same
applies after ma3, because 12 |"2uIN1 INIXN N'WYIW 12T 7 |'K — you hever have something whose mitzvah has been
performed and one still transgresses me’ilah with it. The Gemara proceeds to discuss exceptions to this principle.

2. Several versions of the machlokes Tannaim re: eating inedible kodashim with tumah — ex. n2vn xv

In the Mishnah on the previous Daf, the Tanna Kamma said one is liable for eating any kodashim with tumah (even
those not subject to 71a1a), but Rebbe Shimon said one is only liable for items which are normally eaten, but not for
eating wood, etc. Amoraim debate the case of the machlokes. According to one opinion, they argue only about

WA NRNIL — tumah of “meat” (or, in this case, wood), which is where the derashah including inedible materials is
written, but for a0 NXNIL — tumah of the eater’s body, the Tanna Kamma would agree there is no malkus.
According to another opinion, they argue even in the case of q1an NxNIL, because the Tanna Kamma holds that since
he is liable for 7w nxNID, he is also liable for qIan NxNIL. In another version, some Amoraim say that Rebbe Shimon
only exempts one who eats inedible kodashim in a case of q1an NxNIV, but concedes there is malkus for 1w NNNIL
(where the derashah is written). Others say Rebbe Shimon even exempts from malkus in a case of 1w nxniv.
Accordingly, the derashah including wood, etc., is XN 871097 — for the mere invalidation of the materials (Rashi
says this is a Rabbinical stringency).

3. NAN Nata 0NAT NWW DYWY

The next Mishnah states: N2t Nath 0NAT NWW DWY7 — a korban is shechted for the sake of six things: (1) nat ow? — for
the sake of the [type of] korban, (2) naIT w7 — for the offerer’s sake, (3) own DWY7 — for Hashem’s sake (as the
Gemara explains, D71VN N'NINRY ' DY — for the sake of He Who spoke and the world came into existence), (4)
D'WN DWY — for the sake of the fires (to burn the pieces, and not merely roast them), (5) N1 owY — for the sake of
creating an aroma (not to roast them and then bring them onto the natn), (6) nin nw?7 — for the sake of pleasing,
meaning NIN NN1N DYY — for the sake of causing Hashem satisfaction for fulfilling His commandment. Additionally, a
NXLN and DWN must be shechted NON W7 — for the sake of the owner’s specific sin. Rebbe Yose says that even one
who did not intend to shecht for any of these purposes, it is valid, because Beis Din instituted to shecht without
declaring specific intent, TaIUN 1NN X7 N227I0 NAWNNN |'NY — because the intent only follows the one performing the
avodah. Therefore, there is a concern that the one shechting may inadvertently state the wrong intent (e.g., N7w
nnwY), and the owner’s intent that it should be nnw? is ineffective.

Siman — Cow (Moo)

The cow carrying the large bowl of blood with a note that the blood was exempt from liability for nossar, tumah
and me’ilah, standing next to the tamei cowboy eating some inedible n2vn 'xv who was chayav malkus, saw a
Kohen write the six kavanos of lishmah on the side of a cow to help himself remember them when doing shechitah.
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The cow carrying the large bowl of blood with a note that the blood was exempt from liability for nossar, tumah and
me’ilah, standing next to the tamei cowboy eating some inedible n27vn 'xv who was chayav malkus, saw a Kohen write
the six kavanos of lishmah on the side of a cow to help himself remember them when doing shechitah.
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1. Opinion that the n'2v1’s intent can make 71a1a

On the previous Daf, Rebbe Yose said the intent of a korban is determined by the one performing the avodah. This
disagrees with Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe Yose, who says: |'229n 0'2vanw munw — | heard that the owner of a korban
can effect piggul by intending for consumption 12117 yin while the Kohen performs avodah. The passuk says ampni"
"aMpnn — and the offerer shall bring [his korban], indicating that the owner is considered the "ampn", and so can
determine the avodah’s intent. Abaye says that three Tannaim hold nawnn x'n T2 Nt awnn A1 — if this one (the
owner) intends, and that [other] one performs avodah, it is considered intent. (1) The first is Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe
Yose, as above. (2) Rebbe Eliezer ruled that if one shechts an animal for an idolator, it is invalid, because the n"12v
presumably intends the shechitah to be for idolatry. (3) Rebbe Shimon ben Elazar taught that any item which is not
usually stored, but one person stored it, and someone else came and carried it out to a 0210 NIw1 on Shabbos,

NT 2w N2wNN21 NT2"NN1 — this one who carried it is liable based on the intent of that one who stored it, which
rendered it significant.
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2. NI'M1A9A NIRLAN :0'NIAT YW [DIPN INT'R

The fifth Perek begins: D'NAT 7w |nIpn INT'N — what is the required place for [the various procedures of] korbanos? All
D'wTp ' (i.e., NIXLN, NIZIY, NINWK, and 112X 'MYw) must be shechted in |19X — the north. The 19 and 1'ww of Yom
Kippur are shechted in |19x, and their blood is received in a M 72 in j19x.

The Gemara asks why the Mishnah did not state that the blood of all D'wTp '"wTp is received in a mw %2 in |19Y, and
explains that since the blood of an unixn DwN (which is 0w '"wTp) is received T2 — directly in the Kohen’s hand, he
did not mention DTN N723j. Although a later Mishnah states that the blood of an viIxn DWX is 22N in a Mw 77, the
Tanna did not teach that all o'wTp 'wTp require DTN N2 in a 77, since the blood of an ulIxn DWN is [also] received
T12. Still, since its blood must also be received in a 177, it taught this law in the later Mishnah. The Torah compares
the N7 of the v1IxN DWK to the application on the VINN’s right ear, thumb, and toe, teaching that just as this
application is done |n2 7w Mxva — with the Kohen himself (i.e., his finger), the N1 is also done with his own hand.
