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Daf 49 — vn qT

1. 2p'vn N AN 29v 12'¥n 0173 (exceptions of 1w AwynN, mINN, and noa MNIn)

Ravina explained the source that no'nw and n%ap of an N2 in 19X is 12UN: AP'WN N NN 290 12131 D172 — do we ever
find the secondary [subject] more stringent than the primary [subject]? Since [19X is 12un for NXLN, whose [19X
requirement was only first derived from n71y, certainly it is 12un for N1V itself. This assertion is questioned from
maaser sheni, which itself may be redeemed, but "wun qo1a NipY — [food] purchased with maaser money cannot be
redeemed (even if it becomes tamei, according to Rebbe Yehudah)!? The Gemara answers that here, Xn"J8 X7
N1I'Ta DANM? NMMWIT) — its sanctity is not strong enough for its redemption to take effect (i.e., it is not a stringency
of the secondary maaser, but a weakness). The Gemara asks further that although qin nwiTp cannot take effect on
a DIN %v3, yet NINN, whose kedushah is derived from the first animal’s kedushah, can take effect on a Din 2ua!7? It
answers that a temurah’s kedushah comes from prior kedushah, in contrast to new kodashim, whose sanctity is
attempting to take effect on chullin. Finally, the Gemara asks that n09 1NN — “remainder” of pesach (i.e., which was
sacrificed after Pesach) requires n2'm0, 0'203, and waving the piw1 ptn, which an original pesach does not, but
answers that a N0a during the rest of the year is actually a D'7w.

2. ¥p'na TRINITN 'R Wl 70 1T

A wi'n compares an DWN to both a nxvn and an N7V, and the Gemara asks why both are necessary, since either
could have taught that an bwX must be shechted in [19X. Ravina explains that if the Torah would only compare own
to nxbN, we would conclude that since the 19X requirement by nxon itself is only derived from a wp'n (to n71v), it
must be that wp'na %0 121 — something which learns its law through a hekesh wip'na Tn701 11N — can in turn teach
that law elsewhere through a hekesh. Comparing DWX to n71V as well avoids this conclusion. Ravina explained
further that the Torah compared DWK to both, instead of only comparing it to n71v (the primary source of |19y), in
order to teach that the wj»'n to nxvN could not have taught the 19X requirement, thereby demonstrating that 12T
wi'na 701N I3'RY wWpnl 70 — something which learns its law through a hekesh cannot in turn teach that law
elsewhere through a hekesh. Rava provides another source for this rule.

3. o'wTpn N YIN TR ™TMY? 'Y a0 minn 712

The Gemara proceeds to discuss which of the four types of derashos (hekesh, gezeirah shavah, kal vachomer, and
AN |'12) can in turn teach its law elsewhere using another of those derashos (totaling sixteen combinations). The
Gemara first asks if something derived from a wj'n can be niw n1'ma N1 mN. A proof is suggested from a Baraisa,
which derives that 01221 nnna - spreading [of NUX] over an entire garment is tahor from a gezeirah shavah ( NNMp
nnal) to DTN, whose own law of NNMa on IWXY — his scalp is derived from a wp'n with his body. However, Rebbe
Yochanan says: Tn?n 117 |'T'N% n%12 "IN 221 — throughout the entire Torah, we may derive a derivative from
something which is itself a derivative (i.e., a two-step derashah), Tnn 7 3T |'RW D'WT)N |0 YIN — except regarding
the subject of kodashim, where we cannot derive [a two-step derashah]. Rebbe Yochanan argues further that
something derived from a wj»'n cannot be niw M2 TN7NI11IN; otherwise, the Torah did not need to teach |19x by
DWN, and we would have derived it from a niw N from nxoN, which was derived from n%1v with a wpr.

Siman — Meat (Butcher)

1. A wjr'a can be Tn'mi 1in with a kal vachomer; unresolved if it can be Ta'mi A7In with a ax ma

Although the Gemara established that a wj7*'n cannot be Ta'71 27N with another wiz'n, nor with a gezeirah shavah,
here it proves that it can be Ta'mi 11in with a kal vachomer, from a derashah of Rebbe Yishmael’s yeshivah (on Daf
41a), where the laws of "n'7'avl o1 NX" are derived from a hekesh with n*wn |nN> 19 to the case of ™"y N'ww, and
then extended from 7"y "'ww to the 119> DI' MWW with a kal vachomer. The Gemara asks if a hekesh can be 17In
Tn'7ni with a X |"12. Rebbe Yirmiyah suggests a proof, arguing that the Torah did not need to teach the 19¥
requirement for WK, and we could have derived it from nxun with a ax |"12. However, this proof is rejected,
because just as DWK could not be derived from n71y with a AX |13, because of Nn'71Y’s unique stringency 775 pw —
that it is completely consumed on the N2, DWNK can also not be derived from nNxowN, since it is 1920 for a N1
violation (which bwX does not). The Gemara adds that none of these three could have been derived from the other
two with a niwn T¥.

2. A DY DA being Ta'mi TN (machlokes if TA'? AN or TA' M1 if one is |*71N)

The Gemara proceeds to discuss whether a niw N'Ta can be 71 1IN with the four derashos. It first asks if it can
be Tn'mi 1IN with a hekesh, and Rav Pappa brings a proof that it can: a hekesh between n'n7w and nTin teaches
that a nTIN can also be brought from maaser sheni money, like a shelamim, which shelamim itself had derived from
a gezeirah shavah (0w nw) from maaser. However, Mar Zutra brei d’Rav Mari asked Ravina: Xn7va |'"721n AT Ywyn
XIN — maaser of grain (this law’s original source) is mere chullin, and cannot prove the rules of derashos of n'wTp!?
Ravina replied: was the principle limiting two-step derashos of kodashim only said where wTp Tn'!i w17 ™7 —
both the derived law and the teaching case are kodashim?! It was not; rather, it applies wherever the Tn'7 — derived
case is kodashim, so Rav Pappa’s proof, where the Tn"7 is n'n7v, still stands. Mar Zutra, however, holds that if the
TNn'In — teaching case is |'71N, the laws of two-step derashos do not apply.

3. A kal vachomer being T'mi 7in (n"1;7 |2 n"12)

The Gemara proceeds to discuss whether a kal vachomer can be ™71 21in with the four derashos. In its third
question, it asks if it can be Ta'mi 1IN with another kal vachomer. The Gemara seeks to resolve this question
through its own kal vachomer: if a gezeirah shavah cannot learn from a wj'n, yet it can teach through a kal
vachomer (as the Gemara proved above), then a kal vachomer, which can learn from a wj?'n (as proven in the first
point above), certainly can teach through another kal vachomer! 1"j7 |2 1"j7 InTI — And this is a kal vachomer the
“son” of a kal vachomer, i.e., this kal vachomer itself is based on another, since the a gezeirah shavah’s ability to
teach though a kal vachomer was proven above through a kal vachomer. The Gemara objects: XIn "7 7w ma p — It
is actually a “grandson” of a kal vachomer, i.e., a triple kal vachomer (since the proof for one kal vachomer to teach
with another is itself also a kal vachomer, and a derashah deriving a law with this method would be a kal vachomer).
Perhaps a triple kal vachomer is not a valid derashah!? Therefore, the Gemara restructures its proof so that it is only
an"ig 2 n"Ip.

Siman — Nonstop Flight

The Kodshim crew on the nonstop flight going over the flight rules who weren’t sure if a rule learned from a wjr'n
can be Tn'mi 1IN with a ax 1123, and whether one goes Tn"% N2 or T'Mm N2 when one dish is |*21n, were asked
to quiet down so they don’t wake up the man wearing a kal v’chomer shirt and all the more so they don’t wake up
his sleeping son wearing a Inin1 132 shirt.
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Daf 51 — X2 T

1. Why 012 |7 and RxI* are 1T X7 17V DX

A Baraisa discusses the law that "w> DT |7 — if blood stayed past sundown in the N1y, thereby becoming 7109, is
still valid insofar as if it was put on the natn (incorrectly), it remains there. This is because ") MmN |7 -
sacrificial parts which remained overnight (become 7109) are valid regarding remaining on the narn. This is derived
from the fact that "w> "w2a |7 - if meat [of a shelamim)] stayed overnight, it is fit to be eaten (since a shelamim may
be eaten for two days). This law also applies to xxI' — kodashim which left the N1y, because RxI' is fit for a nna
(since it has no enclosure). [It then explains why this law applies to additional n'7109.] The Gemara objects: |17 "I
N'YUDNIW 12T N'WINA K7W 11T — can we derive the law of something brought improperly onto the natn from
something done properly?! How can left-over |"In'x, which are 7109, be derived from left-over shelamim meat
which is permitted? Also, how can XxI' be derived from a nn2, which has no restricted area? Therefore, the Gemara
explains that this Tanna actually relies on a derashah teaching that some D'7109 remain on the natn and others do
not, and uses the above reasons to determine which ones remain.

2. Three derashos of "a'nyn nam Tor 78"

In the five ni'wno discussing different kinds of nxon, the Torah commands pouring the b"™'w — blood remnants
onto the base of the nam. Three of them state "n'721yn Nam TI0' X" — onto the base of the mizbeiach “of the n'71v”
(i.e., the jIx'nin nam). A Baraisa darshens these three superfluous terms: (1) D"™'w are only poured onto the outer
mizbeiach, M'19n NatN TIO' X71 — and not onto the base of the inner narn (although this korban’s blood was applied
on the 'n"19n Nat). (2) XY 'M1197 TI0' 17 'R — there is no base at all on the inner narn. (3) N1y 7w N2t TI0* N
—give a law of the base for the narn of the N71y, meaning that the o'W of n21V and all other korbanos must be
poured onto its TIO'. The Baraisa asks that perhaps this last passuk merely teaches that an n'71y’s two N1 T must be
on a corner of the nam with a TI0' underneath (excluding the southeast corner)!? Rebbe Yishmael answers that this
is obvious: if D"1'w, which are not 190n, require [being poured on] the TIO!, then certainly an n71V’s blood must be
11 over a TI0'!? Rebbe Akiva says this kal vachomer somewhat differently, and the next Daf analyzes the
difference.

3. The third "a71yn N2t TI0' X" cannot be teaching where to pour o'W of the X'wa V'yw

The Baraisa darshened the third instance of "n21vin nam T10' 7X" (written by the X'wi 1'Ww) to teach that the n'w
of all korbanos must be poured on the TI0' of the |I¥'nn Nat. The Gemara explains that if the passuk were merely
teaching where to pour the D"'w of the X'wi V'ww, why would this need a passuk? In'7 T2y '®x12 X — But [its
avodah] was done on the outer nam, so obviously its D*X1'w should also be poured on the j1x'nn Nam!? And if you
will say 'R12%7 'NIATI 'RIA7 'RIQT 19'0 )'ONT — that we should switch the outer 0''W to the inner N2, and the inner
D' to the outer N2t (i.e., without a passuk one might think that just as the “inner” o'W was poured on the
|IX'Nn Nam, the “outer” n'1'w of the X'wl V'ww should be poured on the other nam, the 190 Nartn), but this is
impossible, since the Baraisa darshened above that the m9n nam had no TI0' at all! Therefore, this passuk must
instead be teaching that o'w of all korbanos are poured on the TI0O' of the [IX'nn NaTN.

Siman — Beaver (Beavers gnaw)

The priestly species of beavers who built a log mizbeiach and kept the blood that was left after sundown on the
wall of their mizbeiach, had three beavers wearing robes with "n"1iyn nam Tio' 7X" on them pour n"'w of blood
on the TI0® of the [IX'Nn N2, where the n*'w of all N1y are poured.
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The priestly species of beavers who built a log mizbeiach and kept the blood that was left after sundown on the wall of
their mizbeiach, had three beavers wearing robes with "n21vn nam Tio* 78" on them pour o"'w of blood on the TI0! of
the j1x'nn natn, where the n'w of all N2 are poured.
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Daf 52 — 21 7T

1. Machlokes if fjlyn NXLN '1X'!N is 1dYN

On the previous Daf, Rebbe Yishmael presented a kal vachomer: if *x1'w of a nRVN, which are not 19N, must be
poured on top of the TI0', then certainly the first njp"1 of the n21V’s blood, which is 192n, requires a TIO*
underneath. Rebbe Akiva expressed this kal vachomer by saying that if the D"™'w, 1927 'K |'KI |"19dn |'RW — which
do not atone, nor come for atonement, yet require a TIO', then certainly the first of the n71v’s blood, which does
atone and does come for atonement, requires a TIO'. Rav Ada bar Ahava explains that the difference in their
wording results from a machlokes if pouring D"'w is 210yn. Although they agree atonement is achieved without
pouring the D'y, Rebbe Akiva goes further and says it is not an element of the n19> at all, and does not need to
be performed, but Rebbe Yishmael disagrees and requires leaving over D*'¥ to pour. Rav Pappa says both agree
D"'W are not 2dyn, but argue if qQIvn NXVN 'I¥'N — squeezing out the bird-chatas’ blood is 210yn. Rebbe Yishmael
holds it is 2oyn, and Rebbe Akiva holds it is not (and each kal vachomer was discussing q1yn nxon ‘'ix'n). A Baraisa
supports Rav Pappa’s interpretation.

2. If a nxonN’s blood was applied "noun%?" it is not a valid ap' 71

A Baraisa darshens a passuk about a NXON: NNIX XVNNN |[NDN — the Kohen who applies [its blood] (shall eat its
meat). This teaches: n7yn? nnT |NIW nNIX — only it whose blood was applied above (on the Ni1j7) may be eaten,
nLNY NNT INIW NNIR K71 - but not it whose blood was placed below (i.e., the lower half of the nam); this np"Tis
invalid and its meat is not permitted. This derashah is necessary because of another derashah teaching |nna '1n1%
V2K —regarding those [korbanos] whose blood is applied with four applications, 19*> NNX NINN2 |xN1 DRV — that
if it was applied with only one application, it still atones. Since one niann suffices for a korban requiring four, one
might have thought that a nann below is also valid. Although we already know regarding a korban whose blood is
applied nunY (i.e., a qIvn NrVN) that if its blood was applied N7ynY it is invalid, that may have been because |'kw
|'7un? |910 — because it would not end up above, whereas a NXVUN’s blood, which will end up below (since its b"'w is
poured there), perhaps would be valid if applied nun?%, so the passuk above teaches otherwise.

3. Machlokes how to darshen "9>n n'11" (if D"1'w is 2dyn)

In a Baraisa, Tannaim debate how to darshen 19201 n'721— and he shall complete atoning [for the wTIj, the 'nX
TVIn, and the nat]. Rebbe Akiva explains: n'72 19> DX — if he performed the atonement procedures (i.e., all the
NINn), he has completed [the avodah]. N2 X7 19D X7 DNI — But if he did not perform the atonement procedures,
he has not completed [the avodah]. Rebbe Yehudah said to Rebbe Akiva: 1K1 X7 nn 191 — why should we not say
instead to interpret according to their written order: 19> 07> DX — if he has completed all the procedures, he has
atoned; 19> X7 n'1D X7 DX — if he did not complete them, he has not atoned, NIINNN 7521 NNX 10'N DR — so that if
he omitted any one of all of the applications, D172 K71 NWY X7 — he has done nothing? Rebbe Yochanan and Rebbe
Yehoshua ben Levi debate the difference between these derashos. One says they agree in halachah, and only
disagree how to darshen it. The other says they argue if pouring D*'w is 20yn: Rebbe Akiva says that as long as he
was "193n", performing all the “atonements” written in the pesukim, he completed the avodah. Rebbe Yehudah
holds that only if he “completed” all of the applications, including pouring the n"™'w, does he atone.

Siman - Newbie to Yidishkeit

The newbie to Yiddishkeit bringing a qiyn nxvnN to atone for a past sin felt like everything was going wrong when
two Kohanim broke out in a fight if qiyn nxon '1¥Mm is 2dyn, and a Kohen did nvn' nj'7 on his other nxVN
making it pasul, while two others standing next to the Ti0' argued how to read the pasuk “195n n'11.”
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The newbie to Yiddishkeit bringing a qIun NNLN to atone for a past sin felt like everything was going wrong when two
Kohanim broke out in a fight if qivn nxvn XM is 13un, and a Kohen did nbn% np"t on his other nkvbn making it pasul,
while two others standing next to the TIo! argued how to read the pasuk “192n n%21.”
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Daf 53 — 211 Q7

1. Machlokes how to perform the niann of nxvn “on the four np”

The next Mishnah details the avodah of an outer nxonN, both of the N1a'x (e.g., |'90IN) and a T'N'. Its blood requires
four applications on the four N, which are performed by the Kohen walking up the ramp, turning to his right to
the 2110 - ledge, and applying blood to each N7 as he encircled the natn. Rebbe Elazar and Rebbe Yochanan debate
how this was performed. One says: 7'k NnXI 1'7'K NNX [N — he may place it up to an amah away from the edge
on this side, and up to an amah away on that side (i.e., it may be placed within an nnX of the edge on either side).
The other says: N7 7w ITIN T21> Tl XVNN — he applies the blood by running his finger downward down the edge
of the corner, parallel to the edge of the horn above. The Gemara clarifies that according to Rebbe Elazar bar Rebbe
Shimon, who holds N7 7w N9122 X7X N'WYI NI'R NNYY R'ND — jts very [mitzvah] is only done on the horn itself, all
agree that it can be applied anywhere on the |07, not just the edge. They argue according to Rebbe, who holds the
blood may be applied below the |7, above the xaj'on vINn.

2. Machlokes how to perform the nj'7 of an n'71y (V27X [nW niann 'ny")

The next Mishnah details the avodah of an n'71y, first stating it is D'wT "W (this is mentioned because it is not
called 'wT "W in the Torah, in contrast to NIXVN and NIMWN). Still, it is D'WTRE '"WTR, since it is entirely burned on
the natn. An n'21v’s blood is thrown as y2IX [N NiINn "N — “two applications which are equal to four.” Rav
explains: [N TINI NI — he applies (i.e., throws) the blood on one side of the corner, and again applies it on the
other side, totaling four applications. Shmuel says: |11 X2 "> NNX NINN — he makes a single application in the
shape of a gamma, by throwing the blood against the two corners, which spreads to each wall (thus, the blood
reaches all four walls). This parallels a machlokes Tannaim in a Baraisa, where the Tanna Kamma says that the terms
"110" — all around, and "1p11" — they shall “throw” it (which cannot entirely encircle the natn) requires two NIt
on diagonally opposite corners which spreads blood to all four sides. Rebbe Yishmael derives from a gezeirah shavah
(2120 2'20) from NXLN to require NIINN YIXI ?10'D — four distinct applications. Still, since the n71v’s blood
requires a TI0', and the southeast corner has none, these four Ni7" T must be made at two opposite corners.

3. The southeast corner of the natn had no TiI0' because it was not in Binyomin’s portion

Rebbe Elazar explains why the southeast corner of the nam lacked a T10': 9110 7w 177N NN'N K7W 97 — because it
was not in the portion of “the one who tears” (referring to Binyomin, described in a passuk as “a wolf which will
tear”). Although the namn was in Binyomin’s portion, Nax NTIN' W 17702 221X Nam™ — the mizbeiach eats into
Yehudah’s portion an amah’s width, i.e., the space of the potential TI0' on the south and east sides, so no TI0* was
made there. A strip of land extended from Yehudah’s portion along the nam, 0I' 722 N7y AWoxXN I8N |'Na Nl
N'70117 — and Binyomin the Righteous was pained about it every day to take it, as the passuk says "Di'n ‘2> 1"7y qoin”
— he agonizes over it all day. N"Apn7 [PT'OWIR NWYII 7" T¥N "' NOT 1297 — Therefore, Binyomin merited to
become host to Hashem (that the |INX is in his portion), as the passuk says: |pW 1'9ND |'al — and He rests between his
shoulders.

Siman — Nigerian Prince

The Temple loving Nigerian Prince with a model of the mizbeiach in his royal throne room, who had one servant
demonstrate how the niann of a chatas were done on the four nnnnp, while another one performed a nj* 7 of an
olah on the two corners to show what yaIx |nw D'nw meant, had his guests stand in the Yehuda section by the
southeast corner which lacked a Ti0".

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Daf 54 — 11 Q7

1. Does TIO' N7 |'N mean |'111 or D'NTA?

The previous Daf taught that the southeast corner of the narn had no TI0, and Amoraim debate what this means.
Rav says this means |22 — there was literally no Ti0' in the structure of the nam on that side. Levi says that there
was a physical TI0! built all around, and the Gemara means 0'nTa — there was no legal base regarding bloods, i.e.,
no blood applications were valid on that corner (since it was not in Binyomin’s portion). According to Rav, Yaakov’s
berachah to Binyomin is translated as XN2Tn 12N’ N*NIONKA —in his inheritance the narn shall be built, implying
that no structural part of the narn will be built outside his territory. According to Levi, it is translated n'mionxa
XWTpn 12N —in his inheritance, the “Mikdash” shall be built, meaning D'nT7? WTIn DIn — a place sanctified for
blood applications. Although part of the nam structure was outside his territory, that part could not receive any
blood.

2. The natn’s construction by filling multiple frames of different sizes

Rav is challenged from a Baraisa describing the natn’s construction: They bring a |2'7n — wooden frame measuring
thirty-two amos by thirty-two amos, and one nnK high, and bring smooth, damp stones, and bring lime, lead glaze
and tar, dissolve them together and pour the mixture over the stones, resulting in a solid block of 32x32, which
forms the natN’s base. This is repeated with a frame of thirty amos square and five amos high, and a third frame of
twenty-eight amos square and three amos high, thus forming the three sections of the narn. Finally, a frame of one
cubic nnX forms each 7. This Baraisa apparently proves that the TI0* was a full thirty-two amos on each side!? The
sections of the TI0' in Yehudah'’s portion could not have been cut off, because 2'N> Ninw D1AKX — it is written for
the nam to be “whole stones,” i.e., perfectly smooth, which is impossible if the original block is cut!? The Gemara
answers: N'NINN T N'NNT — he puts something into the frame in the place where there should not be a TI0Y, and
later removes it, resulting in sides without a base. This is supported by the fact that Rav Kahana says the ninny were
hollow inside, based on a passuk, which likewise could only have been constructed this way.

3. Dovid and Shmuel’s efforts to determine the site for the Beis Hamikdash

Rava quoted a passuk describing Dovid and Shmuel residing in "nn1 ni'", which is two different places, and
explains that they were residing in Ramah, D71y 7w 112 |'70WI — and were involved with the “adornment of the
world,” the Beis Hamikdash. The passuk says "Dipmn 78 n*7w1 nnjpt" — and you shall rise up and ascend to the place
(which Hashem will choose), which teaches 78w YIX 701 n12a wTpnn N'aw — that the Beis Hamikdash must be
higher than all of Eretz Yisroel. They did not know where this was, until studying ywin' 190 and finding that the
border of Binyomin’s portion (with Yehudah’s) is uniquely described only as “ascending,” but not “descending,” and
they realized that the site must be there. They considered building it in DU'X |'V, the highest point there, but
concluded to build it somewhat lower down, because of the passuk "|pw 1'o'nd |"a1" — and He resides between his
shoulders, i.e., not at the very top. Alternatively, since they knew from a tradition that the Sanhedrin must be in
Yehudah'’s territory and the n1'5w is in Binyomin’s, building the Beis Hamikdash in Du'x |'v would result in a distance
between the two, so they concluded to build it lower.

Siman — Noodles

While some construction workers using noodles to measure the mizbeiach they were building argued if they should
skip the T10' on the southeast corner or build it, others added dry noodles to the stone mixture making up the
foundation of the mizbeiach, on the exact spot determined by David Hamelech and Shmuel Hanavi.

This permits a place which is tahor from y1ixn (who cannot be there),
but tamei from a1 (who can), which refers to 78 W' nann — the camp of Yisroel in the 712N, which parallels the city
of Yerushalayim. Abaye explains that another passuk implies that only a nni1n must be eaten wiT DIyna —a holy
place, which already permits eating nTIN 'an% in N7 Nann; therefore, "INV DIPNA" permits the entire city.

The next Mishnah states that shelamim are D'7j7 D'WT, may be shechted anywhere in the N1y, and are similar to
the korbanos taught above, except that shelamim may be eaten for two days and a night, and their piw1 nTn are
eaten by Kohanim and their families. A Baraisa darshens three pesukim discussing shechitah of shelamim, one of
which says to shecht it "Tvin 7nX NN9" — at the entrance of the Tent of Meeting, and two say "197" — in front of the
TVIn 7nK. These three pesukim are D77 D'WUTPA NINNN 70 IR 1'WINYT — to validate all sides of the Nty for
shechting n'7j7 0'w7j7, and a kal vachomer allows shechting them in [19¥, since even D'WUTR "W (which cannot be
shechted elsewhere) may be shechted in [19X. Rebbe Eliezer says one of these three pesukim teaches to permit
shechting D77 D'WT7 in |19¥, because a kal vachomer would have excluded them from [19¥: if D"7j7 D'wW T, which can
be shechted on all sides, yet their area (i.e., outside of [19¥) is not fit for D'wT7 'wTpR, then D'wTR 'wT7, which are
more stringent and cannot be shechted on all sides, certainly their area (]19¥) is not fit for 077 'wTR! Therefore,
the passuk teaches otherwise.
