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1. n1aw? built inside 71n which open into wTI regarding n2'axn, shechting, and tumah

Shmuel said that one is only liable for entering the ntu while tamei for the interior area of the N1, 187 amos long
by 135 amos wide. Similarly, Rav Nachman quoted his father saying that Kohanim may eat o'wTp 'wTp in this area,
one may shecht 0'7j D'w T there, and is liable for tumah there. The Gemara asks which other area they intended to
exclude from tumah liability. They did not mean to exclude the windows, doors, and thickness of the mtv walls,
because they have the same status as the m1u. Rather, they meant to exclude niaw? — chambers which were niina
w2 NININAal 71N — built in non-sacred space (outside the NtV) and open into sacred space. Although a Mishnah
states WTIp |2IN — their interior is holy, this is only [2271Tn, but XN"MIXTN, they are not part of the M1y. The Gemara
objects that a Baraisa permits eating in such chambers, darshening: ni72x' TVIn NN 1xN1 —in the Courtyard of the
Tent of Meeting, they shall eat it, NNX N'7'2X 7¥X NN NNXN N2 MINN — the Torah included many courtyards
regarding a single eating!? Rava answers that this derashah is unique to eating, but they are not wTIjp regarding
tumah. Another Baraisa adds that one cannot shecht korbanos in such niaw?, which the Gemara concludes is
because they are not wTIj.

2. nT becomes disqualified for npt at nnnn nupw

Rav Yitzchak bar Avudimi says: nnnn nu'pwa 2091w 077 ' — from where do we derive that blood becomes
disqualified (for niann) at sunset? The passuk says: 728! IN2T NIX 121N DI — on the day that he offers his korban it
shall be eaten, teaching: 2Mpn NNX NAIT NNXY DI — on the day that you shecht (the korban), you may offer its
blood; 2Mpn NNN ' NAIT NNX 'NW DI'2 — on the day you do not shecht it, you may not offer its blood. Once nu'pw
passes, it is no longer the same day that the korban was shechted, and the 0T cannot be offered. Although this
passuk is needed to teach that b'n?w may be eaten for two days and a night, the superfluous word "1anpn" — “he
offers” limits npT to the day of shechitah. The Gemara asks that perhaps the passuk is teaching that the two days of
eating begin from "121pn" (i.e., the NpT), and answers that the word "INat" is also extra, linking the npt with the
nL'NY to be done the same day.

3. 'w'Y 1IN AawNnn, and one who eats 0'N%Y meat on the third night

Amoraim discuss: "W 1IN7 AWNNN — one who intends (during avodah of a 0'%w) to eat its meat on the eve of the
third day, Chizkiyah says the korban remains valid, n9mw% p'maN X7 XnT — because it is not yet fully removed from its
allotted time to be designated for burning (until the third morning), and his intent is therefore not entirely yin"
"I1n17. Rebbe Yochanan says the korban is invalid, 228N N2 'NT'N XNT — because at that time it is already
disqualified from eating, so the intent is considered 121017 yINn. This machlokes also appears regarding 1IN? 721NN
1w"7v — one who eats (D'n7¥ meat) on the eve of the third day. Chizkiyah says he is exempt from bringing a nxvn for
eating I1N1, N9MW? p'MAR X7T — because it is not yet fully removed from its allotted time for burning, and Rebbe
Yochanan says he is liable for 1N, n'7'axn "2 'nT'8 XNT — because it has been disqualified from eating, and is
therefore InI. A Baraisa supports Rebbe Yochanan.

Siman - Shusher in Shul saying “nu-nu”

The tamei shusher who was permitted to be in a naw% next to the n1y, shouted “nu-nu” to the Kohen to make
sure he does the nTh np't before nu'pw or else the blood becomes passul, at the same time his shusher twin
brother in a different naw?% shushed at a Kohen doing shechitah of a D'n7w who intended to eat its meat on the
eve of the third day.
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1. Source that a bechor is eaten for two days and a night

A Baraisa presents the source that a bechor is eaten for two days and a night: ZIw2I nINN NTND 17 N'N* DWAL
|'n'n — and their meat shall be for you like the breast of the waving and the right thigh. This creates a wj7'n between
D'n7w and 1102, teaching that just as D'MY%w is eaten for TNX N'7'71 D' v, bechor is as well. The Chochomim in
Kerem b’Yavneh were asked how many days a bechor is eaten; Rebbe Tarfon said it is eaten for two days, and a new
student, Rebbe Yose HaGlili, asked for his source. Rebbe Tarfon explained that he derives it from nm"Yv, since they
are both n'7y7 0'wTj, but Rebbe Yose asked that perhaps it should be compared with a Nnxun and DwKX (which are
eaten for one day), since they are similarly gifts for Kohanim. This debate continued until Rebbe Tarfon withdrew,
and Rebbe Akiva presented the above wiz'n with n'n'7w. Rebbe Yose HaGlili persisted that perhaps the wj'n is with
the p1wi ntn of a nTIN, which is eaten for one day, and Rebbe Akiva instead darshened the extra words "7 n'n™" — it
shall be yours, teaching: 11222 NINX N'IN 2INDN 9'0IN — the passuk added another “being” to bechor, to be eaten
for two days.

2. Machlokes if "anX 7211 10" is considered learned from a wj'n

When the above conversation was related to Rebbe Yishmael, he said to go tell Rebbe Akiva, “You made a mistake
[in conceding to Rebbe Yose HaGlili’s challenge].” Since the source that the 7IwiI nTn of NTIN are given to Kohanim is
itself [a wiz'n from] shelamim, wp'na TR I TIN W'na TA70 12T ['D1] — can something which derives its law from a
hekesh in turn teach that law through another hekesh? Therefore, Rebbe Akiva was correct to be w'n bechor with
the p1wi nTn of D'7w, and should not have conceded to the possibility to be W' to nTIN. The Gemara explains
their disagreement: w'n 1IN ANX 12T 120 120 N — [Rebbe Yishmael] holds that a law learned partially from it
(the passuk) and partially from something else is considered something learned from a hekesh, and cannot be 1IN
Tn'mi elsewhere, but Rebbe Akiva holds "Ynx 1271 11" is not considered learned from a hekesh. Case in point,
the fact that a nTIN’s PIW1 Nt are given to Kohanim is derived from a hekesh, but their requirement to be eaten in
one day is not. Two challenges are posed to Rebbe Yishmael’s opinion, and are answered.

3. Machlokes if no9 |27 may only be eaten until nixn, or until the morning

The Mishnah on the previous Daf taught that a korban pesach may only be eaten until nixn. Rav Yosef says this
reflects the opinion of Rebbe Elazar ben Azaryah, who said that the Torah says to eat the pesach "ntn n7"71" —on
this night, and NniN1>2 Ndn is also described as occurring "ntn N'7'71", teaching: nixn TV |70 nn —just as there
(nMiDa ndon) did not occur until midnight, NniIXN Ty [XD KX — so too here, the pesach may be eaten until midnight.
Rebbe Akiva objected that the passuk says [IT9N2 INIX DN'7OXI — and you shall eat it in haste, implying [IT9N "YW Ty
— until the hour of haste (the morning, when the Jews would hastily leave n"¥n)!? Instead, Rebbe Akiva says that
"nTn n'7'72" restricts the pesach not to be eaten the next day (in contrast with other korbanos). Abaye suggested
that the Mishnah can agree with Rebbe Akiva, because its requirement to eat the pesach before nixn can be 121N,
N1vN N P'NIN71 - to distance him from transgression by delaying until it becomes (N1, Rav Yosef replied that the
Mishnah’s language, "nixn TV X7X" — that it may be eaten only until midnight compares it to the Mishnah’s other
restrictions (e.g., it is “only” eaten roasted), which are all Kn*IXT.

Siman — Nose

The man delivering a bechor with a long nose that was to be eaten for two days and a night to a Kohen, and the
man by the AN 271 137 stand who was giving out a paper with a passuk on it and a free doll with a long nose,
were startled when a man rushed by trying to get his pesach eaten before chatzos.
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1. Shechting D'UTp 'wTi? on top of the natn

The sixth Perek begins: namn w12 junww D'wTR "W — if kodshei kodashim were shechted on top of the narn,
Rebbe Yose says: |19¥2 10nw1 17'KD — it is (valid) as if they were shechted in the north of the n1Ty. Rebbe Yose bar
Rebbe Yehudah says the southern half of the nam is considered like niNT, and the northern half of the nam is
considered like |19¥. Rebbe Yochanan says that Rebbe Yose holds the entire natn actually stood in |19¥. The Gemara
proves that Rebbe Yose bar Rebbe Yehudah holds the entire narn was in DINT, and they argue how to interpret the
passuk: "7 DRI 'NI7IV DX 1'7V NNATE— and you shall shecht on it your olos and your shelamim. Rebbe Yose
interprets it: DM7W'7 17101 N'71Y'7 171> — all of [the natn] is fit for [shechting] an olah, and all of it is fit for [shechting] a
shelamim. Rebbe Yose bar Rebbe Yehudah interprets it: Dm'7w'7 1'xn1 n'71v%7 1'¥n — half of it is fit for olah, and half of
it is fit for shelamim, because otherwise, after the Torah permitted shechting an n'71y on it, why would it need to
mention D'7w? Rebbe Yose would reply that one might have thought that the Torah only permitted shechting an
N71Y on top, DIPN N7 2'NTT — because it is pressed for space (since it is limited to [19¥), but not D'MYw.

2. One who shechted on the ground in the floor space of the natn

Rebbe Yochanan said that Rebbe Yose bar Rebbe Yehudah agrees ni7109 yjnja 1215 |[unw DRY — that if he
shechted [D'wT 'UT] on the ground opposite [the Natn] (i.e., on the floorspace of the natn), it is invalid, because
he holds this space is in DINT. Rav Acha miDifti asked Ravina where this shechitah took place: if it was on the TIO' —
base or 1110 — ledge, these are part of the nam itself and shechitah on them should be valid!? Furthermore, this
would not be described as being “on the ground”!? It cannot refer to nI7'nn — tunnels under the N2, because a
Baraisa darshens ""7 nwyn nnTX NaTR" — “an altar of earth you shall make for Me” to teach nnTXN "aINN Xn'w —
that it must be attached to the earth, and cannot be built over tunnels or arches!? The Gemara answers that the
case is MIX2 N"MX¥QT — where they reduced [the Nam] to a smaller size, and one shechted in the natn’s former
floorspace.

3. Machlokes Tannaim about the location of the natn (re: placement of the second n>yn)

Rebbe Zeira sought to prove Rebbe Yochanan’s contention (that Rebbe Yose holds the nam was entirely in [19X)
from a Mishnah, which states that the naw n>yn — second pyre on the N2, whose coals were used for burning
the N1V, was located four amos to the north of the nam’s southeastern corner. This is because of Rebbe Yose’s
rule requiring taking the coals for nn10 from the place on the Natn closest to the 72'n entrance. Since the 72'n
entrance was ten amos wide, in the center of the n11y, then whether Rebbe Yose held the natn was completely in
DINT, or in the center of the N1y, the N> wn would need to be further north to be parallel to the 7>'n entrance!?
Even if the D7IX and 72'n are a single kedushah (allowing the N> yn to be parallel to the 071X, which extends five
amos further south), more than four amos would still be necessary!? Rather, he holds the entire natn was in [19Y,
and the four amos of distance were for the 710!, the 1110, the |07, and another nnk for the Kohanim’s walking
space. Moving it further north would draw the n>yn beyond the '72>'n entrance. Rav Adda bar Ahava explains how
the Mishnah can follow Rebbe Yehudah, who held the nam stood in the center of the nTV.

Siman — Noach Goldberg the Zookeeper

At his new mizbeiach exhibit in his zoo, Noach Goldberg the Zookeeper stood on top of a mizbeiach and pretended
to shecht one of his sheep as D'UTP '"wTj? since the top is considered |19¥, while an employee stood on the ground
next to a smaller nam in the mizbeiach’s former floorspace where shechitah would be passul, and challenged a
visitor to figure out where to place the n"aw n>yn depending on if the mizbeiach was in the nInT, [19X or in the
middle of the na1V.
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1. naoaw namn: all korbanos shechted there are 7109

Rav said: |'7109 DW 10NWIY D'WUTZN 7D DADIW Natn — if the narn became damaged, all korbanos which were
shechted there are disqualified. Rav said this was derived from a passuk, but forgot what it was. Rav Kahana went up
Eretz Yisroel and heard Rebbe Shimon bar Rebbe quoting a derashah for this law: 1''7w NI 'NI71IV DX 1'7Y NNATI -
and you shall shecht on [the natn] your olos and your shelamim. Since this cannot mean one should shecht literally
on the NaTn, we interpret it to mean that korbanos may be shechted 10N XINw) X71 07w XINWD — when [the natn]
is complete, and not when it is deficient. Rav Kahana realized this was the passuk that had slipped away from Rav.
Rebbe Yochanan went further and said that even korbanos which were only shechted after the natn was repaired
are invalid, since they could not be shechted while it was damaged. The Gemara explains that Rav holds n"n "7v2
D'NT ['R — living creatures are not permanently rejected from being sacrificed, and may be used after the
disqualification ends. Rebbe Yochanan holds |'nT1 0*'n "7v2.

2. Was Shlomo’s namn too small to accommodate the numerous korbanos during its dedication?

The passuk says about Shlomo’s dedication of the natn that he “sanctified the interior of the courtyard,” where he
brought numerous korbanos, '1'2nn |ui ['n 197 TWKR NWININ] N2t D — because the Copper Altar which was before
Hashem was too small to accommodate [the korbanos]. Rebbe Yehudah explains: |]an2> 02T - the words mean as
they are written, that Shlomo sanctified the N1ty floor itself to enable burning korbanos there, because the natn he
had built was too small for so many korbanos (the Gemara will explain, accordingly, that the "nwinin nam" means
Shlomo’s (stone) nam which replaced Moshe’s copper Natn). Rebbe Yose objects: a passuk says that a thousand
NI71v were brought on Moshe’s N2t on one day, while many thousands of korbanos were brought during Shlomo’s
dedication (totaling 142,000). Moshe’s natn, which was five amos square, allowed for a n>vn of a single square
nnK, because the outermost nnX on all sides contained the NI, and the Kohanim walked in the second
surrounding NnK. In contrast, the area to burn korbanos on Shlomo’s NATN was twenty amos square, totaling four
hundred square amos, far more than enough to accommodate the numerous korbanos!? Rather, "7'2nn |jo?" is a
refined way of describing Moshe’s Nnam as going out of use, similar to describing someone as a midget, rather than
explicitly saying he is 7109 for avodah.

3. Machlokes about the width and height of Moshe’s natn

The Gemara explains that Rebbe Yehudah holds that Moshe’s namn was not five amos square, as Rebbe Yose holds.
Since it is described as "vI121" — square, which is also used to describe the natn in 7X7TN’, he says that just as that
nartn’s “length” refers to each direction from the center, Moshe’s Natn was also five amos in each direction from the
center, i.e., ten amos square. This allows for a N> wn of thirty-six square amos (6 x 6), so if it could only
accommodate one thousand korbanos, then Shlomo’s could not accommodate 142 times that amount. Rebbe Yose,
however, derives a comparison from the '119n nam, also described as "v1a1", to teach that just as that nam’s
height was double its length (two amos to one), the |Ix'nn N2t was actually ten amos tall, not three as it appears
from the passuk. Rebbe Yehudah objects: a passuk says that the curtains surrounding the N1y were five amos high.
IT2 NTIAYI NATAN A"V TR [N YWOK — It is possible that a Kohen would stand on the narn, with the avodah he is
doing in his hand, yinan INIX |'RIN DYN 7221 — and all the people can see him from outside (since, in his opinion, the
natn was much higher than five amos)?! Rebbe Yose argues that the curtains were actually fifteen amos high, not
five.

Siman — Knight in Shining Armor

The knights in shining armor at the natn dedication ceremony who nicked the mizbeiach passeling all korbonus shechted from
then on, had to dodge korbonos being brought on the floor of the N1y because the mizbeiach was too small to contain them
all, and jumped over two models commemorating the natn of Moshe, one five amos square and one ten.
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1. Blood which spills on the n1y does not qualify as avodah

On the previous Daf, Rebbe Yehudah said that Shlomo was w*Tjm the N1V floor for bringing korbanos. Rava says
that Rebbe Yehudah agrees regarding 0'nT — bloods of korbanos that they may not be sprinkled on the N1ty floor.
He attempts to prove this from Rebbe Yehudah’s statement that a Kohen would fill a cup of blood (of the many
pesach korbanos) from the floor of the N1V and pour it onto the Namn, so that if the blood of one korban had
spilled without being poured on the nam, the pouring of this blood mixture would validate that korban. If Rebbe
Yehudah holds the n1y floor was valid even for niann of blood, n'ni¥n n'? XTAVN'X KN — then its mitzvah has
already been done when it originally spilled on the floor!? The Gemara deflects this proof, because perhaps he holds
|3'V2 DTRN NDN ND'DY — we require pouring through a man’s force, not where it spilled accidentally. The Gemara
persists that if so, the Kohen should have poured this cup directly in its place onto the Nn1Ty, not onto the nam!? It
counters: 1N2INN N NIXN [1'VAT DIWN — because we require the mitzvah to be done in the best way.

2. Kodashim cannot be eaten when the natn is damaged

Rebbe Elazar said: nnan M'w 11122 071X 'R DA9IW NN — if the Narn is damaged, one may not eat the remaining
portion of a minchah on its account. The passuk says: NATAN 7¥X NIXN NI7OX1 — and eat [the minchah] unleavened
next to the narn. Since it can be eaten anywhere in the N1y, not just near the Narn, this is interpreted to mean the
minchah may only be eaten "0N XINW |NT2 X71 D7W XINW |NT2 — at a time when [the NaTn] is whole, and not when
it is deficient. That passuk uses the expression "D'wT WT?", teaching that this law applies to all D'wTR 'wTR. Abaye
proceeds to prove that this also applies to 077 D'w Ty,

3. Maaser sheni is not eaten in Yerushalayim nowadays

Rebbe Yishmael said: ntn |t 75X 0*7wN'"7 2w Cwyn DTR N7V 712" — one might think that a person can bring up
his maaser sheni to Yerushalayim and eat it nowadays, although the Beis Hamikdash was destroyed. A hekesh
between bechor and maaser sheni teaches: N'an 197 X'7X 12'K V122 NN — just as bechor is only eaten while there is a
Beis Hamikdash, so too maaser sheni can only be eaten when there is a Beis Hamikdash. The Gemara clarifies that if
Rebbe Yishmael held X27 Ty nwT'I NNYW? nUT'R NIWRY nWITR — the original kedushah [of the Beis
Hamikdash] sanctified [its site] for its time and forever, then one could even sacrifice and eat a bechor nowadays,
even without the Beis Hamikdash. Rather, he holds X27 T'ny7 nwT'j7 X7 — it did not sanctify it forever, and his
question is whether Yerushalayim is still considered "'n '19%" — in Hashem’s presence (the requirement for eating
maaser sheni). Still, Rebbe Yishmael assumed that a bechor cannot be eaten nowadays, even where the avodah was
done before the Beis Hamikdash was destroyed, based on a hekesh between the meat of a bechor and its blood
(which requires a natn).

Siman — Smiley Face Stickers

The boy who brought his model of the N7V to school for show and tell and earned two smiley face stickers when
he explained that blood may not be sprinkled on the n1t1y floor, and that a nick on the nam forbids Kohanim
from eating the remainder of menachos, watched his classmate get a smiley face sticker for bringing a basket
ofaw AWy to class since he can’t bring it to Yerushalayim and eat nowadays.
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1. Kodashim could be eaten after the |pwn was dismantled

On the previous Daf, Abaye said that even D'7j7 D'WUT? may not be eaten when the natn is damaged. Rebbe
Yirmiyah sought to disprove this from a contradiction between Baraisos: one says that when the [pun was
dismantled and the ninam removed for journeys, kodashim meat became 7109. The other says that kodashim may
be eaten Nin w2 —in two places, which presumably means both while the ]pwn was standing and while they
traveled!? This contradiction apparently proves that in contrast to D'wTp "W, D'77 D'WUTP may be eaten without a
narn!? Ravina answers that the two Baraisos reflect a machlokes Tannaim. Alternatively, the “two places” of the
second Baraisa refer to two situations, to permit eating kodashim both while the [pwn is fully standing, and nX%
[PWYnn NX D170 1719'W — after the Leviim dismantled the Mishkan but the nam is still in place. Although one might
think the meat should be disqualified as kxI' — having left [the n1TV], since it was dismantled, the passuk says voal
TVIn 70X — the Tent of Meeting shall journey, implying that even while traveling, it is still called the Tym 7nx.

2. The nam in n'7'w was made of stones — Moshe’s natn would send sparks and flames to it

Rav Huna said in Rav’s name: n'n 012X 7W n'7'W 7w natn — the narn in Shiloh was made of stones, as Rebbe Elazar
ben Yaakov darshened: the Torah mentions “stones” three times regarding a N2, alluding to three Nina™ made of
stone: in N7'w, in 21 and [1va3, and in the Beis Hamikdash. This is challenged from a Baraisa teaching: ny'7noi X7
NN7Y "M K78 NYWININ NATA 7un — the fire which descended from Heaven did not depart from the Copper
Mizbeiach until the days of Shlomo, when the fire went instead onto Shlomo’s nam, and the fire which descended
in Shlomo’s time did not depart until Menashe removed it. If the natn in n'7'w was of stones, then the Heavenly fire
left Moshe’s nam centuries before Shlomo’s Nam was built!? The Gemara first answers that this question is a
machlokes Tannaim. Rav Nachman bar Yitzchak answers that the Baraisa only means n'702%7 nj?¥noa X7 — [the
Heavenly fire] did not depart completely [from the nam]. The Rabbis explained this means that Moshe’s nam
would send sparks and flames to the nam of n'7'w. Rav Pappa says: U7 NIN XT'OWIN — [the fire] acted as a guest,
alternating between being on Moshe’s nam and n'7'¢’s nam.

3. Why the namn of the second Beis Hamikdash was made larger

A Mishnah states that when the second Beis Hamikdash was built, four amos were added on the south and west
sides. Rav Yosef explains why: 790 X'7T niun — because it was otherwise not enough for all the korbanos. Abaye
asked, if the original natn was sufficient during the first Beis Hamikdash, when the population was far greater, why
did it not suffice during the second Beis Hamikdash? Rav Yosef answered: [ny'on n'nw 7w WX DNN — there, during
the first Beis Hamikdash, a Heavenly fire aided them, but did not in the second Beis Hamikdash. Bar Kappara
explained differently: 19'01n |'N'w — they added to the nam to incorporate the shissin, the two holes in the ground
into which |0 7101 and 0N 7101 were poured. During the first Beis Hamikdash, they understood "nnTx namn" to
imply NNTX2 DIVX — enclosed of earth, without holes. Eventually, they held n'7'ox> n'Nw — the Natn’s “drinking”
should be like its “eating”: just as the na™ “consumes” korbanos placed on the fire, its “drinks” should also be
poured into the natn itself. On the next Daf, Rav Yosef quotes a Baraisa teaching that in the second Beis Hamikdash,
they darshened a passuk to teach that the nam could be built up to sixty amos long.

Siman — Saw

The worker with a chain saw who showed up to dismantle the Mishkan heard Kohanim say they may continue to
eat as long as the mizbeiach was in place, was surprised that nwn’s mizbeiach produced more sparks to send to
the stone mizbeiach of n'1'w than his chainsaw did, and had his friend use his saw to cut wood for measurements
for the newly expanded mizbeiach for 1w na.

The Gemara asks, although it is understandable how the n'71Tan N0 'wax determined the location for the second
Beis Hamikdash, because the original foundations were still visible, but how did they know the exact location for the
NaTtn? Four answers are given: (1) '112 NQTA IRY — they saw the mizbeiach built, 1'7y A1 TR 2ITAN YWD IRO'MI —
and Michoel, the great officer, standing and offering [korbanos] on it. (2) DIN ININ2 NNY IXY PNY' 7W NOX — they
saw the ashes of Yitzchak lying in that place. (3)N107 N INMN 1710 N'1an 720 — from the whole area of the [Beis
Hamikdash] they smelled the aroma of the ketores, D*¥JAX N IN"N DWnN — but from [the Nam™’s location] they
smelled the aroma of the limbs burned there.
