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1. Machlokes where n™ax of nxon and n71y became mixed

The next Mishnah states that if nxON MaX — limbs of a nxon (which are eaten) became mixed with N1y Nax
(which are burned on the nam), Rebbe Eliezer says they are all placed on the natn, NXVNN WA NX IR RN
D'}V [N 17'R0 N7wn'm —and | view the chatas meat on top as if it were wood for the fire, and not nvpn of a korban
(which is forbidden for nkon M2aX). The Chochomim say: [NIX "aIyn — they should be left over for their form to
change the next morning, n9wn N7 IX¥'l — and they will then go out to the place of burning invalidated
korbanos. Rebbe Eliezer darshens the passuk which prohibits bringing “remnants” of a korban (which are to be
eaten) onto the mizbeiach "niN"1 N"7" — for a satisfying aroma, to teach: n'7yn NNX 'R NIN'1 N7 — only for a
“satisfying aroma” (i.e., korban intent) you may not bring up [remnants], D'xy DWY n7yn NNX 72X — but you may
bring them up for the sake of wood, as fuel for the fire. The Rabbonon darshen "DNIX" — them at the beginning of
the passuk, teaching that only “they” (honey and NIXwW) may be brought up n'xy nw?, but remnants of korbanos
may not be brought up n'xy nw4.

2. Rebbe Yehudah: machlokes is where valid n'21y max were mixed with n'™ax of a nin n7ya

In a Baraisa, Rebbe Yehudah says that where nxon "Max became mixed with n'71v MaK, all Tannaim agree they may
be placed on the nam. They agree that limbs of a ya111 van (animals who had relations with people) which were
mixed with valid korbanos cannot be brought onto the natn. He says their argument is where valid n'21lv "ax
became mixed with D'"1ax of a Din N2, Rebbe Eliezer permits placing them all, viewing the invalid D'"1ax as if they
were wood, and the Rabbonon prohibit placing them on the natn. The Gemara wonders, according to Rebbe
Eliezer, what the difference is between a yan11 yan, which may not be brought on the nam (even as wood), and a
DIN N7Y2. It ultimately explains that he darshens:1x2' X777 Xin "D2 nm" — only when “a blemish is in them” (i.e., the
limbs themselves) they will not be accepted, 1x1' N2NYN T 72V X — but through a mixture with valid b'™ax they
will be accepted. Accordingly, when Rebbe Eliezer argued that invalid D'1ax may be placed on the mizbeiach nw7"
"n'vy, he is addressing the Rabbonon who disagree with him.

3. Machlokes if the nanj7n of one WX permits being 2"y the other 'wxn

The next Mishnah discusses DX of a valid n'21lv which became mixed with b"™ax of ' '7va (and disagrees with
Rebbe Yehudah above, and holds all Tannaim agree they cannot be brought up together). Rebbe Eliezer says: nx
[NNn TNX WX 207 — if the head of one of them was already offered, |'UXN 72 120j7* — all the remaining heads should
be offered,; if the legs of one were offered, all the remaining legs should be offered. He holds that we presume that it
was the limbs of the nin n2va which were offered, allowing the rest to be offered outright. But the Chochomim say
that even if all of them were offered except for one, it should be taken out to be burned in the nown n'a. Rebbe
Elazar said that Rebbe Eliezer only permitted n1w nw — offering two heads at a time, since at least one of them is
definitely permitted to be offered, but even he would not permit bringing one at a time. Accordingly, when the
Rabbonon in the Mishnah spoke about all the heads having been offered “except for one,” it means except for one

pair.

Siman — Goat

The flying goat who noticed that limbs of an olah and chatas which were mixed together were all placed on the
mizbeiach, and saw a Kohen heading up the ramp to burn a mixture of limbs of an olah with limbs of a nin n7ya
saying the invalid limbs were like wood to him, became unsettled when he saw another Kohen bringing two goat
heads from the mixture.
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The flying goat who noticed that limbs of an olah and chatas which were mixed together were all placed on the
mizbeiach, and saw a Kohen heading up to the ramp to burn a mixture of limbs of an olah with limbs of a nin nva
saying the invalid limbs were like wood to him, became unsettled he saw another Kohen bringing two goat heads
from the mixture.
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1. Blood of a korban mixed with water, wine, or chullin blood

The next Mishnah states that if blood of a korban became mixed with water, DT Nn'Xn 12 W' DX — if it has the
appearance of blood, it is valid. If it became mixed with (red) wine, D' RIn 17'XD INIX |'RIN — we view it as if it were
water, and if the blood in this amount of water would appear as blood, it is valid. The Tanna Kamma says the same
applies if it became mixed with blood of chullin animals, but Rebbe Yehudah says: DT 70an 0T 'R — blood does not
nullify blood. He holds that 1'n2 |'"n — a kind mixed with its same kind is never 702, so the korban’s blood remains
valid. Rebbe Yochanan said the Mishnah’s first ruling, permitting nj7' 1 of blood mixed with water, only applies
where water fell into the blood, o' 117 0T 791 72K — but if blood fell into water, 702 IWRY IWKRN — each first drop
of blood is nullified as it falls into the water, and cannot be used. Even if the mixture eventually turns red, it may not
be used, because of 'In*T — rejection.

2. One who ate a mixture of 71219, A\nN, and XNV - AT NX AT 702N MIO'X

Reish Lakish says: nTa 07 772w xnoni Ynnni 71ar9n — if someone mixed piggul, nossar, and tamei [kodashim] with
one another and ate them, he is completely 1109, although there was a n'7> of each 110'X, because K7W TWON X
117021 NN 7V "M N2 - it is impossible that one type of 110'X should not overwhelm the other and nullify it. Rashi
explains that as he chews, parts of each 110'X become mixed into the other and 702 to it. Since they will not
exchange parts exactly equally, one 110'X will invariably emerge larger, and he can only be liable for that "10'X. Since
this 110'X is unknown, the NXNN — warning to him is 90 NXYNN — an uncertain warning. This proves three
principles: (1) NnT NX N7 |'7020 |"I0'X — prohibited items can nullify one another. (2) KN'™IXT IN7 21N DYO [N —
The prohibition to eat food where a forbidden item gives flavor into a majority permitted one is not Biblical. This
assumes that the n"10'x are different types (e.g., meat and flour), yet he is still not liable for the minority N10'%
which imparts flavor. However, this principle is disproven, so the case must be 11'na ', where the minority does not
give flavor to the majority. (3) 790 NnXNN is not a valid NnXINN.

3. A bucket with white wine or milk which was immersed in a mikveh

The Gemara asks that even in a mixture of |"110'X of 112 |'n, the minority should not be 702; rather, we should
calculate it as if it were 11'"n 11'KW2 ' — one kind with something not its kind, and if it would give flavor to the
majority, it should not be nullified. This is demonstrated from our Mishnah, which taught that if korban blood mixed
with wine, "|'"RIN" — we view the wine as if it is water and the blood remains valid for njz" 7. Furthermore, in a
Baraisa, where a [tamei] bucket which had white wine or milk in it, which was immersed in a mikveh, Rebbe
Yehudah says: DITX | KIN 17'XD INIX 'R — we view [the wine or milk] as if it were red wine: YWY INXN NN'T DX —
if there is so little wine that its color would have become faint through dilution of the mikveh water, the tevilah is
valid. But if the redness of the wine would still be present, the tevilah is not valid (although this wine is actually
white)!? The Gemara concludes that the question of "|'RIN" is a machlokes Tannaim, because the Tanna Kamma
argues with Rebbe Yehudah and says: 2Inn nX |'271n — we follow the majority, and if most of the liquid is water, the
tevilah is valid.

Siman — Someone going “Uch!”

The Kohen who yelled “Uch!” when wine dripped into the blood to be sprinkled was drowned out by the Kohen
yelling “Uch!” while eating a mixture of "\nn ,"12'9, and Xnv, even though he was exempt from malkus — who
was completely drowned out by the Kohen by the mikveh yelling “Uch!” while trying to imagine that the milk in the
tamei bucket immersed in the mikveh was actually red wine.
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The Kohen who yelled “Uch!” when wine dripped into the blood to be sprinkled was drowned out by the Kohen
yelling “Uch!” while eating a mixture of A1n1 ,%12'9, and xnv, even though he was exempt from malkus — who was
completely drowned out by the Kohen by the mikveh yelling “Uch!” while trying to imagine that the milk in the tamei
bucket immersed in the mikveh was actually red wine.
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1. XNNITNA 221 NINKI X212 227 MINKRIE XNYVA 221 YINK

Rava summarizes the Biblical rules of bitul: Xnyv2a [221 "MK — the Rabbis said that the halachah of one type of
mixture is determined by flavor; 21N |12 INKI — the Rabbis said that another type of mixture is determined by
majority, XNITNQ 121 YINKI — and the Rabbis said that a third type of mixture is determined by appearance. He
explains: Xnyv21 "N N'RWA M — the law of one kind of food mixed with something not its own kind is dependent on
flavor (i.e., if forbidden flavor is discernible in the mixture, it is Biblically prohibited, despite being a minority of the
mixture). X2IN2 11'2 ' — The law of one kind of food mixed with something of its own kind is determined by
majority (i.e., the forbidden substance becomes 701 by a simple majority of permitted food). XNITN XO'XT XN
nXN2 — Where there is a law related to appearance, such as tevilah in a mikveh (which does not depend on taste),
the mixture’s status is determined by appearance.

2.1T X 1T NI70an nixn 'X: Hillel’s practice of wrapping the noo, nxn, and 11NN together

On the previous Daf, Reish Lakish said that |"10'X nullify each other in a mixture. Rebbe Elazar disagrees: |'Nv Dw>
IT X IT NI702N NI¥N — just as mitzvos do not nullify one another , IT R IT '7020 NI 'R )2 — so too
forbidden items do not nullify one another. Rather, 71012 only applies to a mixture of permitted and forbidden
substances. The source that mitzvos do not nullify each other is Hillel, as a Baraisa states: |7tn 770 7w "7y Nnx -
they said about Hillel the Elder 72181 NNX N2 DI N'nW — that he would wrap them (the noY, the nx¥n, and the
11nn) together and eat them, because the passuk says: In172X' D'INNI NIXN 7V — together with matzos and bitter
herbs they shall eat it (the pesach). We see that Hillel was not concerned that the flavor of the V1nn would nullify
the flavor of the matzah.

3. Machlokes about korban blood mixed with invalid blood or n*xnnn nT

The Mishnah on the previous Daf taught that if korban blood was mixed with blood of 07109 — invalid [korbanos], it
is all spilled into the NN — canal. The same applies to blood mixed with an animal’s n'xnnn 07T - last blood (after
the lifeblood ceases to flow). Rebbe Eliezer rules the blood valid. All agree that if the Kohen applied the DT without
asking, it is valid. This machlokes is explained in two ways: Rav Zevid says they argue about WTpna n'ma "11a —
whether we make decrees in the Mikdash. The Tanna Kamma says they decreed to spill out blood mixed with invalid
blood, even where there is not enough to nullify the valid blood, to prevent a mixture from being used where there
is enough invalid blood to nullify the valid blood. Rebbe Eliezer says they do not disqualify korbanos to prevent such
mistakes. Rav Pappa says all Tannaim agree we make such nin'ta in the Mikdash, but argue about ‘*Ixn n'xnnn o7
wo1N DT 2V N7 — whether it is common for the last blood to be more than the lifeblood. The Tanna Kamma
considers it common, so a decree was enacted, and Rebbe Eliezer holds it is uncommon, so no decree was
necessary. According to Rav Pappa, Rebbe Eliezer only argues in the case of n'xnnn oT.

Siman - Sofer (VY)

The sofer who made beautiful 71012 signs for taste, rov, and appearance, was eating a Hillel HaZakein sandwich
which had the words IT nX IT NI'702an NI¥N |'X on the paper wrapping, and had an D'Mn NNX running through his
studio where n'xnnn 0T mixed with woan nT flowed.
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The sofer who made beautiful 21012 signs for taste, rov, and appearance, was eating a Hillel HaZakein sandwich which
had the words IT NX IT NI702N NIXN 'R on the paper wrapping, and had an DM nnX running through his studio where
n'xnnn 0T mixed with wain oT flowed.
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1. Blood mixtures of korbanos requiring a different number of niann

The next Mishnah discusses various blood mixtures of korbanos. If blood of korbanos of the same number of niann
are mixed, he should do that number of niann. If blood requiring yaaX |nn — four-sided application was mixed with
blood requiring a single nann, Rebbe Eliezer says he should make four niann, because if he only makes one, XIn NN
VAN 72 7 N2y — he is thereby transgressing “Do not subtract” (by doing fewer than the four necessary for those
korbanos). Rebbe Yehoshua says he should only make one nann, because if he performs four, 72 7v 721w XN N
q'oIn — he is thereby transgressing “Do not add” on the korbanos requiring one ni1nn. Rebbe Eliezer responds that
q'oin 72 only applies mxya XIinwd — where [the blood] is by itself, and not mixed with other blood. Rebbe Yehoshua
counters that the same holds true for y1an 72, and adds that if he makes four niann, transgressing q'oin 72, N'wy
1T nwyn - you have performed an action, whereas the parallel y1an 72 would be passive.

2. nxvN ' with water mixed in (n'7'a wr, and N1Y'w N> ANTN)

A Mishnah states: Inw 7> 0'n N2IMY 1791w N'NI7x — regarding a flask [of NkVN M] into which a minute amount of
common water fell, Rebbe Eliezer says: NINTN "MW NT' — he should sprinkle the tamei person twice, but the
Chochomim invalidate the water, saying it cannot be effectively used for purification. Although the Rabbonon hold
N7 W' —there is even blending, and any nXTN invariably contains NkVN M, they hold V1y'w nd>Mx nXTN — sprinkling
requires a minimum amount of NXVN M, which each mixed sprinkling may not contain. They also hold |'970¥xn 'K
NIXTN? — multiple sprinklings cannot be combined to constitute the NIy'w, so sprinkling numerous times would not
help. Rebbe Eliezer’s opinion is explained in three ways. Reish Lakish says he holds n'7'a w', and q1y'w nd>™Mx NRTN.
The case is where only a single measure of common water was mixed in, so by sprinkling twice, he definitely
sprinkled the necessary amount of NXVN M. Rava says he holds n'7'a W', and nXTtN does not require a NIY'Y. One
sprinkling is therefore sufficient, but the Rabbis decreed a 01j7 that he should sprinkle a second time, so he should
not gain from the added water.

3. hun"% 1N NAYMY A2unY INan

Rav Ashi says Rebbe Eliezer holds n'7'a 'R, but only a minute amount of water fell in, so by sprinkling a second time,
he ensures that some NXVN M was sprinkled. Rav Ashi’s assertion that Rebbe Eliezer holds n'7a |'X is challenged
from a Baraisa about n2yn? |'an — [bloods] which should be placed above which were mixed with nun |'ann.
Rebbe Eliezer says: 17 17V D aIMNNn1 n7yn'? [N* — he should apply the blood above, and the lower bloods also count
when he subsequently applies them nun%. If Rebbe Eliezer holds n'7'a 'R, perhaps all the "n'7yn?" blood was
applied nunY, and vice versal? The Gemara answers that the case is where most of the blood was "n'2yn?" blood,
and he applied more than the volume of "nun%" blood above, thereby ensuring that some "n7un?" blood was
placed there. The "nun?" blood, however, was not necessarily applied nun%, and the Baraisa only means that the
lower blood counts regarding o'W of the "n'7un%?" blood. Several more challenges are mounted against Rav Ashi,
and Rava will eventually explain that Rebbe Eliezer’s various rulings, including this Baraisa, are discussing where
separate N101> — cups of blood became confused, but if they were mixed together, they cannot be used, because he
holds n7a |'K.

Siman — Painter

When the painter who mixed up the red paint designed to go on four sides of the mizbayach painting titled 72"
"yaan 7a\q'oin with the paint for one side realized his mistake, he gasped so loud that the painter using nxVn M
colors dropped some water in his paint invalidating it, and the painter with two jars, one for the top of his
mizbayach canvas and one for the bottom got them mixed up but was allowed to use both.

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1. Can D"1'w be placed on the nam wall, or only on top of the TI0'?

On the previous Daf, Rebbe Eliezer and the Chochomim argued where blood that should be sprinkled nun% mixed
with blood that should be sprinkled non%, whether one sprinkles it n'2un? or spills it out. Abaye says this argument
only pertains to n71V1 NNLN N7NN — the initial blood of a chatas and olah, where the NNLN must be sprinkled N7un?
and the n71v must be sprinkled non%. But [n71W1] NxVLN 910 — if the concluding blood of a chatas (i.e., its D*X1'w) mixed
with blood of an olah, o''w Dipn N7V DIpN 720 N1 - all agree the blood may be applied nvn? on the nam wall,
because the place of the olah nann is the place for pouring the remnants of the nxvnN (i.e., 0"1'w may be applied to
the wall, from which they will drip to the TID'). However, Rav Yosef quotes Rav Yehudah saying: QLXK "X DY —
remnants require being poured on top of the base, and cannot be applied to the nam wall, so the Chochomim
would rule to spill out the blood in this case as well.

2. DT NNX DT 002N |21V |'N

A Baraisa darshens a passuk about bechor: "Dn wTp" — they are holy, teaching: 1211j' D"INK D'YTp DT2 1NUN1 ORY —
that if its blood became mixed with blood of other korbanos, they should still be offered. The Gemara explains that
this Baraisa refers to the blood of bechor and n%1v which both required niann below the ¥1p'on vin. Since it seems
obvious that their blood should be applied, the Gemara explains the novelty: nTnx N1 002N |21V |'NT — that
korbanos do not nullify one another (i.e., although there is more blood of one korban than the other, the blood of
each remains valid for niann). The Gemara objects that this principle is derived from the korbanos of Yom Kippur,
where the blood of the 1'ww is mixed with the blood of the 19, and then applied to the 'm1an natm. This proves that
although the 19’s blood is greater in volume, the 1'ww’s blood is not nullified!? The Gemara answers that Tannaim
disagree which is the source for this principle. The Gemara presents a third source, and proceeds to explain why
each opinion does not derive from the other two sources.

3. Diminished n"'w of NnI'n1a NIXLAN is not 212VnN, even if D"1'w is 1aUn

A Baraisa states that if a Kohen applied mixed blood n2un% without asking, all Tannaim agree he should apply the
rest nunY, and that both applications count. The Gemara assumes this refers to a mixture of blood of a nxvbn and
n71y, and after he applied the blood n7un?, the nxvN blood is 0"M'w. Since it teaches to apply the blood non?, this
proves D' DIPN N7IV DIpN — the place of the blood application for an olah is the place for [NXLN] remnants!? Rav
Yitzchak bar Yosef answered that the Baraisa’s case is where the blood of naix'n nxvn — an outer chatas became
mixed with the D"1'w of N9 nNLN — an inner chatas. Although the blood should have been spilled out, once it was
applied n7unY, all the remaining blood is b1'w (of both types of nxvN), and poured onto the TI0'. The reason he
chose this case, instead of a simpler case where blood of a naix'n nxkLN mixed with the b1'w of a naIX'n NxrLN, was
to teach a novelty: |'22un D'w TN I17'aX — even according to the opinion that failure to pour the remnants of a
N'M1Ia NNLN prevents a korban’s validity, |'212un |'® NON — if [the remnants] were merely diminished, they do not
prevent the korban’s validity.

Siman - Grandpa

Grandpa Kohen who showed his grandkids on his mizbeiach wall model that he proudly built that nm'w of a chatas
mixed with blood of an olah could be applied to the lower part of the wall from which they’ll drip to the yesod,
whereas blood of a bechor mixed with blood olah could be applied above the X1p'on vIn since Nt DLaN |21V 'R
N1 N, had one grandchild demonstrate that pouring diminished n'"'w of a n'n1a nxvn on the yesod were not
12un even according to the one who holds not pouring the nm'w is 21aun.

1. Rebbe Akiva holds any korban’s blood which is brought n1a? is invalidated

On the previous Daf, Tannaim discuss which korbanos become invalidated when their blood is brought n'219%. Rebbe
Akiva says: ['7108 22'N21 19237 10122w 0T 72— any bloods which were brought into the Heichal to atone are
invalidated. The Chochomim say this law only applies to a nxbN, and Rebbe Eliezer says it also applies to an DWN.
The Gemara seeks Rebbe Akiva’s source for including all korbanos in this rule, and after the first suggestion is
rejected, it concludes with a Baraisa darshening nxvn "71"— “any” chatas to include D'wTp 'wTp, and the

extra vav in NxvN "721"to include all 07 0'wTp. Rebbe Yose HaGlili said to Rebbe Akiva: DI'n 22 n2n nnNN 17'ax
1712— even if you include additional korbanos all day long, 17 uniw 18— will not listen to you. Rather, "72"comes to
include a 112x NXLN, and the extra vav comes to teach that this law applies not only to the more common

female nNLN, but even to a male NxLN. The Gemara clarifies that Rebbe Yose HaGlili himself holds the passuk is not
about this law at all, but he was responding according to Rebbe Akiva’s understanding.

2. Machlokes if bringing some blood na% disqualifies all the blood of the korban

Th next Mishnah states that if one was 2271 blood in two cups, and one cup left the N1ty (and was thereby
disqualified), the second cup remains valid. However, D197 Dnn TNx 0121- if one of [the cups] entered inside the
Heichal, Rebbe Yose HaGlili rules the other cup valid, but the Chochomim say it is 7109. Although Rebbe Yose HaGlili
advances a kal vachomer to prove that the second cup should remain valid, the Rabbonon darshen naIr "wx"
"NnTn-that from its blood shall be brought, teaching that nnT nxpn 177ax— even if some of its blood enters

the %210, the entire korban is disqualified. They agree that blood which leaves the n1tudoes not disqualify

the korban, because "NaI' TwX"implies 7019 KXxI'n |'NI 7019 D1210- only [blood] which enters (the 72'0) invalidates
the remaining blood, but [blood] which leaves (the n11v) does not invalidate the remaining blood.

3. Is blood of ni'nna disqualified by entering n1aa’1 1a%?

Rava asked: is the blood of the 112X 7w 127 0%Un 19 and 02212 NTIAV WY, whose blood is applied in the %21,
disqualified by entering the 0'wTpn wTIP? Do we say that since the passuk says nn1a wTIjpn 78— to the Holy inside,
so only where the disqualification of blood brought "wTipn 28"— into the Holy (the Heichal) applies, do we apply the
disqualification of blood brought "nnna"- inside (the n'wTpn W), but these korbanos, whose blood

is not disqualified for entering the 93'n, would also not be disqualified in the D'wTpn wTp? Or do we say [nIpNA KW
NIn— [the blood] is not in its proper place, and so is invalidated? Assuming it is invalidated, he asked a second
question, regarding the 19and 1'wwof Yom Kippur, whose blood is sprinkled in the D'wTpn wTp. If, after the nxT,
he took the blood out and brought it back into the n'wTpn wp, are they disqualified? Is it considered |nijpn - their
proper place, or 91 91l 7'RIn—once it went out, it went out, and reentering the D'wTpn wTp disqualifies them? If
so, what if he sprinkled on the naing, and brought it out towards the 'm1an nam for its applications, and then
brought it back inwards? Is the 72'n considered one place, or is it considered to have left and reentered? The
Gemara concludes: Ijp'n.

Siman — Peanut Butter

The Kohen who used a peanut butter jar to bring blood from any korban into the Heichal making it 2109, was
surprised to hear that he had also passeled the rest of the blood from that korban, and was almost run over by a
Kohen with a peanut butter jar with blood from a 12T 02Un 19 running into the o'wpn wTp.

Nnat? 'INN 92 — anything fit for the mizbeiach, once it went up, does not come down, because that passuk says 7u"
"namnn, teaching that anything fit for the nam, like an N71y, is not taken down. The only practical difference
between their opinions is 020101 DTN — blood and libations which were 2109 and placed onto the natn, because
they are fit for the nam, but not for the fires. Rebbe Shimon says that 0'a01 which are brought along with a korban
are taken down, whether it is the 0'203, the korban, or both which are 7109.

2. "M 1wTp XYY '¥np, which were never 'IX1 for the natn, are taken down

The Gemara infers from the Mishnah that the natn is only wTpn that which is 17 v — already fit for it, but not
something which was not yet "x1 for the nam. Rav Pappa says this excludes 1701 w1 K7W |'xnp — kematzin (of
menachos) which were not yet sanctified in a [mw] 122. Since its designation for the natn was not completed, it is
taken down from the natn.

In a Baraisa, Rebbe Yose HaGlili says that because the passuk says "wTp' natna uain 72" — whatever touches the
mizbeiach shall become sanctified, one might have thought that the natn is wTpn all items, whether they are fit for
it or not. Therefore, the next passuk mentions "D'w13" — lambs, teaching that 'Ix1 22 N "IN D'wAD NN — just as
lambs are fit for the NN, so too all items which are fit for the N1t are not removed. Rebbe Akiva says that a later
passuk mentions an "n%1V", teaching that just as an N7 is fit for the N2, so too all items fit for the natn are not
removed. The practical difference between these opinions is an q1Iun N71v, because it is included in the term "n71v",
but would not be included by the term "0'wa21", which connotes animals. Reish Lakish proceeds to detail what each
Tanna would hold about four more cases.
