The Gemara asks: OTIp DNN NT'R WTIPNIETTN — between one item which is more frequent and one which is more
sacred, which takes precedence? For example, would np1 of the Tnn’s blood precede the blood of a nxwN, since it
is 1" TN, or would the NXLN’s blood take precedence, since it is WTIpN? The Gemara offers a proof from the fact that
|TnN are brought before |'avin of Shabbos (because they are more 1'n), although |'aDIn are presumably more
wITp, since they are korbanos brought for Shabbos. The Gemara replies: 'NJnN |'90In7 N2W 1LX — does the sanctity of
Shabbos benefit the |'a0in of Shabbos only, '®1nN X7 |'T'NNY — but does not benefit the |'T'nn brought on Shabbos? In
truth, the |'T'nn equally share the special sanctity of a korban of Shabbos. This answer is used for several more
proofs. The Gemara infers from our Mishnah that sacrificing a nxbn or bwx would take precedence over today’s
D0'M7w because they are more wTIpN, despite a 0'N7W being brought more frequently (since it is voluntary). Rava
replies: NN '1xN — Are you discussing a korban which is merely more common, because people choose to bring it
more often? Our inquiry is about 1N, something required to be performed more frequently.

2. Machlokes if |Inw 213NN, and what is done with a |nw offering

In the next Mishnah, Rebbe Shimon says that if one sees oil being distributed in the M1 to Kohanim to be eaten, it
can be the remainder from one of two procedures done with oil. If one sees oil being poured onto the fires of the
natn, it can be one of two oil offerings which are poured onto the fire. However, neither can be from oil of a
donated offering, jnw |'aTann |'KW — because one may not donate oil as an offering. Rebbe Tarfon says: |nw |'aTann —
one may donate oil. Shmuel says about this donated oil offering of Rebbe Tarfon, |"72x1 I"'wi IxnIj — [the Kohen]
removes a kometz (which he burns on the natn), and its remainders are eaten by the Kohanim. The concept of a
donated oil offering is derived from a nNn; just as a minchah requires Nx'Np, and its D"1'Y are eaten, the same
applies to an oil offering. The Gemara eventually proves that Tannaim argue about this ruling: the Rabbonon, who
compare an oil offering to a nnan, would agree with Shmuel, but Rebbe, who compares an oil offering to n'a01 -
wine libations, would hold it is completely burned on the narn.

3. Sprinkling wine offerings on the natn (extinguishing the natn’s fires)

Shmuel says: D'W'NN 23 7V 199101 X'2N | 2TINNN — one who donates wine as an offering brings it and [the Kohen]
sprinkles it onto the [nam’s] fires. The Gemara objects that he will invariably extinguish the fire, which is forbidden!?
It first answers: 1212 N X7 NXjpN1 11 — partial extinguishing is not called extinguishing and is not prohibited. The
Gemara objects that Rabbah bar Avuha said that one who removes a single coal from the natn and extinguishes it is
liable!? It first answers that the case is where there was only one coal, whereby he completely extinguishes the fire.
Alternatively, Shmuel’s reasoning is 'INW NIXNAT "2 — extinguishing the N1 fires is different and is permitted. The
Gemara objects that two Baraisos say that wine donations are poured into bowls, and not onto the fires, and
pouring onto the fires is prohibited because of extinguishing!? The Gemara answers that these Baraisos follow
Rebbe Yehudah, that |'Ilann '8 12T — [an act] which may result in an unintended transgression is prohibited, and
Shmuel’s ruling follows Rebbe Shimon, who holds |'1ann |'®w 12T is AnN. [Rashi adds that although itisa proa"
"nwn —inevitable that large drops will put out some of the fire, small drops may not]

Siman — Exit sign (nx'xr)

The Kohen carrying nxon blood and n1v blood who could not decide whether to go through the 1'Tn exit or the
WTIjM exit to go to the mizbeiach, looked through the exits to see a Kohen bringing a kometz of naT oil onto the
mizbeiach while his friend sprinkled some naT1 wine onto the fire.
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1. The requirement to launder garments onto which blood of a nxvn spattered

The eleventh Perek begins: Taan v Thaw NN 0T — if blood of a chatas spattered on a garment,

DIQ'] [IVD DT NN — then this garment requires laundering. Although the passuk only discusses Ni?a81 — NIXLN which
are eaten, the law applies to N9 — inner ninvN (which are burned) as well, because "nxvnn NMN" — the law of
the chatas teaches: NIXLNN 727 NNX MIN — there is one law for all nixvn.

Rebbe Avin asked: Inn 0291 MINIX2 NNT 02N qIVn NRVN — what is the halachah for a bird chatas whose blood one
brought into the 22'n while it was still in its neck? He explains that (since birds have no 0Tn n71p, and the blood is
applied directly from its neck), 2'0ami T mMw 1221 MIRIX —is jts neck like a service vessel, so [its blood] is invalidated
by entering the 220 like blood of an animal nxvn whose blood was brought into the 220 in a mw 72? NNYTIX
NNN2RIXD = Or perhaps [the bird’s neck] is like an animal’s neck, about which we darshen that xanm K "nntn”
M2 X1 — Hashem said “from its blood,” not “from its meat,” that its blood is not disqualified when it is brought
into the 72'n while inside the animal’s neck? An attempt to resolve this inquiry is deflected.

3. 1nn NQONI NAXIN 2V 19w

Rebbe Avin asked another question: Inn NaoxI nax1n v 1awa — if [blood] spilled from the neck of a qIun nxvN onto
the floor of the M1V and one gathered it, what is the halachah regarding sprinkling this blood? Do we say: n'anxx
M 22 NINNY NXN K2T RIN — Hashem merely did not require a service vessel for the blood of a qiun nxvN, so he
may gather the blood from the floor and it remains valid for nxTn? Mw 1 XN N2 208 09 KN7TIK = Or
perhaps Hashem disqualified using a service vessel for [the blood of a qivin nxvN], and instead required applying its
blood directly from its neck, in which case blood which spilled onto the m1v floor would be disqualified? Rava
suggested a proof from a Baraisa which excludes the blood of a qiun nxvn from the law of 01212, Now, if the blood
of a qIun nxLN is disqualified in a M 172, then as soon as it enters the garment’s airspace it is disqualified for npnr,
and disqualified blood never requires 012'2!? Rav Huna brei d’Rav Yehoshua answered: nIxIX2 170 2'2TNA — a passuk
is necessary where he connects the [garment] to [the bird’s] neck, and its blood never entered the garment’s
airspace before staining the garment and was not disqualified.

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1. Machlokes if nkvon m which became xnv are able to be 1nvn

In a Baraisa, Rebbe Elazar says that nxbN ' which became tameij are still able to be 7nvn, NV 't NI NNW -
because we sprinkle NNLN M onto a niddah who also became tamei from a nn, and although the nxbn ' becomes
tamei upon contact with her, they are still 1nvn her. The Chochomim disagree. Abaye eventually explains: |'7Ta
279D NYY NNINIY INNIDA NNITH NRNIL — they argue whether we can derive the law of prior tumah from the law
of tumah which occurs at that moment. Rebbe Elazar holds that since nxbnN M are effective for a N1 despite
becoming tamei as they touch her, we can derive that even nxbn M which became tamei before nxtn are effective.
The Rabbonon hold we cannot derive the laws of prior tumah from simultaneous tumah. Rava explains the
machlokes differently: Rebbe Elazar holds that nXTh requires a minimum shiur, and that shiur can be combined from
multiple sprinklings. Thus, if a nTa is sprinkled upon through combined nixtN, the first drops become tamei before
the purification is completed (through the second nxtn); since this is effective, it proves that tamei nxvbN M are still
effective. The Rabbonon hold NNt does not require a shiur, and her nNTN was completed with the first sprinkling.

2. Only oT fit for nNT requires 0111

The next Mishnah states: Taan v WxIXN 0 ™1 —if [the blood] spattered directly from the animal’s neck onto the
garment (without DTN N717), it does not require 0112. If it spattered from the N of the natn after being placed
there, or from the TI0' (meaning, blood fit for the TIo' because the niann were completed), 01212 is not required. If
blood spilled onto the floor from the animal’s neck and he gathered it, such blood would not require 01a. The
Mishnah concludes that the reason for these rulings is that nNTN? "IN11 1202 72pNaw OT X78 D121 [IVD 'R — laundering
is only required for blood which was received in a vessel and is fit for sprinkling. A Baraisa darshens the words TWN"
"n — if it will be sprinkled to require DI only for blood fit for nxTN. Another Baraisa derives from the future tense
of "Nt IWN": NTIN 1212w 017 L9 — to exclude this blood which was already sprinkled.

3. Can nxvn blood which was received in two D21 can be combined to constitute a shiur?

The Gemara says that the Mishnah'’s requirement of "nxTN? IN1" excludes 'Tan NINAI AT 222 Nt 'Tan NINa 72

NT 12201 n"Tn — a case where he received less than the amount needed for sprinkling in [one] vessel, and less than the
amount needed for sprinkling in [another] vessel, teaching that the blood in these two 0'71 is invalid, and cannot be
combined for NXTN. A Baraisa teaches that if one was wTpn less than the necessary shiur of water for nxvn min one
192, and then again in another 193, the water is invalid for nxbN M, even after being combined. They asked if the
same applies to blood (of a n'mnan nxon) where less than the shiur for NN was received in each '72. Is the law of
NINDLN M a (11'0on NWNY) Na7n, and we cannot apply it elsewhere? Or is the reason because "D'a 2201" — and he shall
dip it in the water implies that the same water used for dipping is the amount needed for wiTp? If so, the similar
phrase regarding korban chatas, D72...2201 — and he shall dip...in the blood, would require a full shiur for Nt during
n71p. Rebbe Elazar said the law applies to nxbN 0T, and Rava quoted a Baraisa saying the same.

Siman — Train chugging along

In a Mishnah on the previous Daf, Rebbe Yehudah said that if nxvN blood spattered onto animal hide bwainwn —
after it was skinned, it requires 01112, but Rebbe Elazar disagrees. In a Baraisa, Rebbe Yehudah darshens to include
anything similar to T2 — a garment, which is nXnIL 727 181 - “fit” to contract tumah (i.e., even if it is not currently
susceptible to tumah, it will be if he decides to use it as is). Therefore, skinned 11V must be laundered, since it can
contract tumah if the owner decides to use it as is. Rebbe Elazar darshens that it must be like a 722 which is currently
susceptible to tumah, whereas skinned 11V is not. Three examples are given of garments which have the potential to
be 22 tumah: (1) a cloth smaller than three fingerbreadths square, n*2u 2'wn 'wa 'RT — for if he wants, he can
decide to use it now as a patch. (2) A garment one decided to embroider, which would be 71 tumah if he changes
his mind. (3) X¥2lV — a spread intended for eating and sleeping which he decided to trim, would be 231 tumah if he
changes his mind.

2. Laundering leather re: nxvn blood and Shabbos

The Mishnah taught that 11 is subject to the law of DI111], indicating that leather is a launderable material. However,
a Mishnah teaches that although filth may only be wiped off from a cloth pillow on Shabbos (without water, which
otherwise would constitute laundering), but if the pillow was leather, he may pour water on it until it disappears.
This proves that leather is not subject to laundering!? Rav Pappa explains that this reflects a machlokes Tannaim in a
Baraisa, where the Rabbonon say nxbn blood is scraped off of leather, while “DINN” say it must be laundered. Rava
objects that a passuk discusses laundering nu1x from leather and therefore concludes that our Mishnah discusses
|'0 — soft [leathers] which can be laundered, and the machlokes refers to hard leathers (he later explains that the
passuk can include hard leathers, because the nu1x softens it). However, since the above Mishnah permitted
pouring water on leather pillows, Rava adds: D122 n'nw X7 D120 N2 N7 01212 22 — any laundering which does not
include rubbing is not considered laundering. That which Rebbe Chiya bar Abba said, 277 n'np Xan'Rp NN 'R0 [T
— “Many times, | would stand before Rav, N'n1 n'aron n'7 2'wawi —and | would rinse his shoes with water on
Shabbos,” implying that rubbing was not permitted, was either about soft leathers and follows all opinions, or about
hard leather and follows the opinion of "nnnN".

3. 1012 IAT MY

Rava said that any 01212 without D120 — rubbing is not considered DIAd. The Gemara asks: '3 ™21 20 'K —if so, it
should also be permitted to pour water on a cloth (pillow), yet the Mishnah in Shabbos prohibits it!? It answers: T2
10122 INT INMW — for cloth, its wetting is its laundering, and is prohibited even without rubbing. Rava is following his
opinion elsewhere: 2"n 0MY7 1710 P11 — if one threw a kerchief into water on Shabbos, he is liable (for laundering). He
also said: 2'"n 0'MY7 ;nwa pt —if one threw flax seeds into water on Shabbos, he is liable. The Gemara explains that
this second ruling is not because it is considered planting (since he specified flax seeds and not wheat and barley);
rather, because flax seeds emit " — secretions which bond them together into a mass, he is liable for nw"7 —
kneading.

Siman — Hunter

The hunter wearing leather garments he made from the animal hide he laundered after it had been spattered
from the blood of a chatas, took great pride in his hard leather pillow he could wash on Shabbos by pouring water
on it, after he was told that pouring water on a cloth pillow, is its 01213, even without rubbing.

Since these
processes (01112, etc.) must be performed on a T2 or 172 (respectively), the Gemara clarifies that they are damaged
in such a way that the tumah is removed, but they retain their "T21" or "172" status regarding the cleansing process.
Thus, a Taa (with nxon blood) is ripped while leaving the size for a miavn — kerchief, a ©In 72 is punctured with a
hole the size of a |bp ww —small root, and a nwiN1 172 is broken through and then hammered closed.

2. Requiring na'wwi npnn for 21w without vib1a, or V1A without 21w

The next Mishnah states: NN N2IMY% Mww TNNI 12 922w TR — whether one cooked in [the *72] or poured hot
[broth] into it, and whether the meat was D'wTp 'wTp or 07 D'WT), the 192 requires Na'LWI NP — purging and
rinsing (or breaking, for a ©In '72). Rebbe Shimon holds this is not required for 0'7p 0'wTp (although he agrees that
the flavor, which becomes 1n11, must be removed). A Baraisa darshens a passuk to teach that merely pouring broth
into a '72 (which imparts flavor, but does not constitute cooking) requires na'owi np'IN. Rami bar Chama asked:
1IN VINA IN7N — if one hung [kodashim meat] in an earthenware oven’s airspace, must the oven be broken? Did the
Torah decree to break an earthenware vessel U172 X721 71w1aN — for cooking without absorption, i.e., in which the
mere act of cooking was done, even without absorbing any flavor (such as meat cooked in an oven’s airspace)? The
Gemara clarifies that in the reverse case of 711 X721 V191 — absorption without cooking (e.g., hot broth poured into
a '72), breaking is definitely required.

3. Bread baked in an oven greased with animal fat

There was an oven greased with a coating of animal fat, and Rabbah bar Ahilai forbade eating any bread baked
subsequently in that oven, even to eat it with just salt, lest one may come to eat it with nnia, a dairy dip. This was
challenged from a Baraisa which forbids kneading dough with milk, and if one did, the bread may not be eaten at all,
M1V 2200 1an — because it leads to sin (to eat it with meat). Similarly, one may not grease an oven with a sheep’s
tail, and if he did, the bread baked in the over is forbidden, 71ann NX p'o'w TV — until he fires up the oven to burn the
fat away. This last clause disproves Rabbah bar Ahilai’s ruling that bread baked in such an oven may never be used.
Ravina asked Rav Ashi, since we have proven that flavor can be burned out of an oven, why did Rav rule to shatter
pots used for cooking ynn before Pesach, instead of burning them out? Rav Ashi answered that Rav held the Baraisa
referred to metal ovens, but 0N cannot be purged of absorbed flavor. Alternatively, an earthenware oven may be
purged because 0'191n Ip'on — its firing up is inside it, but a DIN pot cannot, because it is fired up on the outside.

Siman - %"nx Tank commander

The
Gemara asks, why do the earthenware pots used in the Mikdash need to be broken? niiwa17 1NN — Let us put
them back into the kilns and refire them!? Rebbe Zeira answers: 0'7wI11'A NNIWID |'WIV |'RY 197 — because we do not
make kilns in Yerushalayim, because of the smoke they emit. Abaye objected: ntua niMawx |'wiv 11— and do we
make trash heaps in the N1y, which would result from all the shattered earthenware pots?! The Gemara says Abaye
overlooked the Baraisa which nwnw taught in Kalnevo: nijna |'v221 01N 21 Maw — shards of the broken vessels
were (miraculously) absorbed in their place into the ground, and no trash heaps developed.

2. Does cooking in part of a 22 require n9'DWI NN on the entire "72?

Rav Yitzchak bar Yehudah asked Rami bar Chama: *72 nx¥pna 7w — if one cooked in only part of a vessel, npmn |IWL
Na'wowI — does [the entire *71] require purging and rinsing, or only the part used for cooking? Rami bar Chama
replied that just as with nNTh — spattering of blood on a garment, only the place of the stain requires 01113, so too a
192 used for cooking would only require na'vwi npn in the place of the cooking. Rav Yitzchak objected that the
cases are different: vavan 21w vavan X7 0T - blood does not spread throughout the garment, whereas regarding
cooking, the flavor spreads throughout the 73, and the entire *72 should require na'wwi npmn. Furthermore, a
Baraisa contrasting nxTn with na'owi npn explicitly states that cooking in part of a 172 requires na'pbwWI NpIN in the
entire '72. This is derived from the passuk: n7w12 NwNa 221 0ONI — and if it was cooked in a copper vessel, teaching:
190 nxpNa 17'ani — even if it was only cooked in part of the vessel, the entire 172 requires na'owi npn.

3. Four differences between purging forbidden flavor and the law of navwi npn

The Gemara discusses the machlokes whether D'2p) D'wTp require N9'LWI NPIN, and it emerges that all agree that
terumah does not require Na'LWI NpPIN. This is challenged from a Baraisa which teaches that if a pot used for
cooking terumah was used to cook chullin, the chullin is prohibited to a non-Kohen nuv nia —if [the terumah] gives
flavor to the chullin. This proves that absorbed terumah flavor must be purged!? The Gemara answers that although
the terumah flavor must be removed, but the special 2man M requiring Nnav'wiI Np'IN does not apply. Amoraim
list four differences: (1) If one cooked in part of a *72, n9'bWI NN is required in the entire 72, but for terumah
flavors, only 21w DI — the place of cooking must be purged. (2) na'wvwi njpn must be performed with water, not
wine or diluted wine, but terumah flavors may be purged with wine. (3) na'bwi npIn must be done with ja1x — cold
[water] (after removing the forbidden flavors with hot water), but terumah flavors only require |'an — hot water to
purge them, but not rinsing afterwards with cold water. (4) According to the opinion that npn itself is with hot
water, the additional na'ow with cold water would remain a difference.

Siman — Royal Herald Proclaiming King’s Decrees

In the next Mishnah, Rebbe Tarfon says: 72200 N'2'nnn 2w — if one cooked [kodashim meat] in [a '72] at the
beginning of the festival, 7210 72 12 9w2' — he may cook in it for the entire festival, without na'owi npn. The
Chochomim say: na'owI npn N2aN NPT TV — Purging and rinsing is until the time of eating. The Gemara ultimately
explains Rebbe Tarfon’s reasoning: 1N'an? 21um nwwa 0I 0I' 72 — the successive cooking of each and every day
constitutes a purging for the absorption of the previous day. Rashi explains that since many shelamim are brought
on the 01, a new shelamim will always be cooked in the pot, so the previous shelamim’s flavor would be purged
before becoming 111 (which is on the second day). The Chochomim hold n7:ax |nT U N7 "M — one waits until the
end of the time of eating the korban which was cooked in the pot, na'vwi npIN N% TV 1TNI — and then performs
purging and rinsing to [the pot]. This is derived from the Torah writing about na'bwi npn near the passuk of
Kohanim eating kodashim.

2. Kodashim and chullin, or different types of kodashim, cooked together

The next Mishnah states that if one cooked kodashim and chullin meat together, or D'wTp 'wTp and 0'9p DWTH
